Activity for Money Market, Checking, Revolving, Cafeteria, Local Agency Investment Fund, CDBG, and Petty Cash
are provided for review. Fund Balances compare the cash to each fund's obligation. The balance of the individual
accounts and funds should be read with the understanding that cash on hand, is not cash available for unplanned
expenditures. The cash balance encompasses the City's contingency reserves, operating expenditures, and
monies kept in restricted use funds including Trust and Agency. The City is debt-free; therefore, the finance report
does not include any debt activity.

ANALYSIS:

The City is the recipient of several reimbursable grants. This means that, while the City has been awarded funding
projects, the City must front the cost of those projects with General Fund revenue, and request reimbursement from
the respective grantor as each project progresses. Towards that end, the balance of individual accounts and funds
reflected in this Report will vary from month to month as expenses are made and reimbursements are received.

The Schedule of Investments highlights the City's longer duration investments held with Academy Asset
Management, the City's investment advisor. A summary of these investments has always been highlighted on the
Treasurer's Report; however, the Schedule of Investments provides an additional layer of visibility of the City's
longer duration investments.

FISCAL IMPACT:
There is no fiscal impact associated with the receipt and file of this Report.

RECOMMENDATION:
It is recommended that the City Council consider and adopt Resolution No. 26-3077, approving a sister city
designation policy.

BACKGROUND:

Sister City programs originated in 1956 through an initiative of President Dwight D. Eisenhower. It was his intent to
involve people and organize groups at all levels of society in personal citizen diplomacy with the hope that people-
to-people relationships, fostered through sister city, county and state affiliations, would lessen the chance of future
world conflicts. Through volunteer efforts, the goals of a Sister City program are generally the following:

+ To develop community partnerships between U.S. Cities, counties, states and similar jurisdictions in other
nations;

e To create opportunities for city officials and citizens to experience and explore other cultures through long-
term community partnerships;

o To create an atmosphere in which economic and community development will be implemented and
strengthened; and

« To stimulate environments through which communities will creatively learn, work and solve problems together
through reciprocal cultural, educational, municipal, business, professional and technical exchanges.

In the past, the City of Artesia ("City") has formed official Sister City affiliations with the City of Praia da Vitoria,
Portugal, established in 1991; the City of Zacapu, Mexico, established in 2000; and the City of Jamay, Mexico,
established in 2005. Records also indicate that there was some historical activity between the City of Artesia and
Koudekerk aan den Rijn (Koudekerk), a village in the Netherlands; however, it appears that this affiliation was
never finalized nor made official through City Resolution. Since that time, Koudekerk has undergone municipal
reorganization and is no longer an independent municipality.



Building on these prior relationships, the City has continued to receive interest from other municipalities seeking to
establish formal Sister City ties. In June 2025, the City received a formal request from the City of Angra do
Heroismo, located in the Azores region of Portugal. In September 2025, the Angra do Heroismo City Council
formally approved the establishment of a Sister City relationship with Artesia and is awaiting formal action from the
City.

Given that this request would represent Artesia's first Sister City designation in several decades, and recognizing
the absence of a formalized process to evaluate such requests, the City Council tasked a Sister City Committee
comprised of Councilmembers Ramoso and Ahir (Committee) with working alongside staff to develop a clear and
consistent Sister City designation policy. The Committee first convened on December 4, 2025 to discuss the goals
of the policy and to review how neighboring cities address sister city relationships. On January 28, 2026, Staff
presented a draft Sister City Designation Policy to the Committee, at which time, members reviewed the draft
policy, provided feedback, and directed staff to incorporate the recommended revisions and present the policy to
the City Council. The updated policy, incorporating the Committee's suggested revisions, is being recommended for
City Council consideration and approval.

ANALYSIS:

The proposed Sister City Designation Policy establishes a formal framework for evaluating and approving future
Sister City relationships in a consistent, transparent, and equitable manner. Historically, the City has not maintained
a formal policy governing the evaluation and approval of Sister City requests, resulting in the absence of clearly
defined eligibility standards and review procedures. Adoption of this policy addresses that gap and provides a
standardized process for future requests.

The policy clearly defines the roles and responsibilities of the City Council, Sister City Committee, City Staff, and
proposing organizations. It outlines eligibility requirements for sponsoring organizations, required documentation,
and evaluation criteria to ensure that proposed Sister City relationships align with the City's goals, values, and
community interests. Importantly, the policy emphasizes that Sister City relationships are community-driven
initiatives and do not obligate the use of City staff time, resources, or funding unless expressly approved by the City
Council.

Additionally, the policy establishes objective criteria for review, including organizational capacity, reciprocity, civic
relevance, and alignment with the stated goals of Sister City Programs. This ensures that future requests are
evaluated on their merits and that approved relationships are sustainable and beneficial to the Artesia community.
Approval of the proposed policy provides the City Council with a clear mechanism to evaluate any Sister City
requests while maintaining oversight and preserving City resources.

FISCAL IMPACT:

There is no impact associated with the adoption of Resolution No. 26-3077, which establishes the City of Artesia
Sister City Designation Policy. Sister City relationships are community-based initiatives and do not require City staff
time, resources, or funding unless expressly authorized by the City Council.

RECOMMENDED COUNCIL ACTION:
It is recommended that the City Council consider and adopt Resolution No. 26-3077, approving a sister city
designation policy.

WHEREAS, on November 10, 2025, the Artesia City Council directed City staff to
develop a policy outlining requirements, procedures, and roles related to the formation of
Sister City relationships;

WHEREAS, on January 28, 2026, the Sister City Ad Hoc Committee convened to
review the proposed Sister City Designation Policy, provided feedback, and helped
formulate a final policy recommendation for City Council consideration;

WHEREAS, the proposed Sister City Designation Policy establishes a structured
process for community organizations and other eligible entities to propose and seek City
Council approval for Sister City relationships on a case-by-case basis; and

WHEREAS, the City Council desires to formally adopt the Sister City Designation
Policy to provide consistent guidance for future Sister City requests.

NOW, THEREFORE, the City Council of the City of Artesia does hereby find, order
and resolve as follows:

SECTION 1. The Sister City Designation Policy, attached hereto as Exhibit A and
incorporated herein, is hereby approved and adopted.

SECTION 2. Artesia-based community organizations may seek City Council
approval to establish a Sister City relationship in accordance with the adopted Policy.

SECTION 3. All requests to establish a Sister City relationship shall be reviewed
by the Sister City Committee and approved by the City Council on a case-by-case basis.

SECTION 4. Approval of a Sister City relationship does not authorize the use of
City staff time, City resources, or City funding unless such allocation is expressly
approved by a maijority vote of the City Council.

SECTION 5. The City Clerk shall certify to the adoption of this Resolution.

CITY OF ARTESIA
SISTER CITY DESIGNATION POLICY

1. PURPOSE:

This Policy establishes the requirements and procedures for community organizations and other
interested entities to propose the formation of a Sister City relationship between a prospective city and
the City of Artesia. Sister City programs are generally created between two cities to create friendships,
cultural exchanges and may be expanded to include business and professional collaborations. Sister
City programs are not supported by City staff and/or financial resources unless specifically authorized
by a majority vote of the City Council.

2. POLICY DIRECTIVE:

Artesia-based community organizations may seek City Council approval to establish a Sister City
relationship with a prospective city by submitting an application to the Sister City Committee by way
of the City Manager in accordance with this Policy. All applications will be reviewed by the Sister
City Committee and approved by the City Council on a case-by-case basis.

3. SISTER CITY FORMATION:

A. Community Organizations and Other Eligible Entities: Community organizations and other
eligible entities may seek City of Artesia approval for the establishment of a Sister City
relationship between a prospective city and the City of Artesia, subject to the following
requirements.

For the purposes of this Policy, the Sister City Committee is defined as a committee
composed of two (2) members of the Artesia City Council, designated by the Mayor.

1. A letter of request will be submitted to the Sister City Committee by way of the City Manager
providing justification and/or reasoning for the proposed Sister City relationship. The letter
will also be required to outline the goals and objectives of the proposed Sister City
relationship such as:

a. Developing community partnerships between cities, counties, states of the United States
and similar jurisdictions in other nations;

b. Creating opportunities for the city officials and citizens to experience and explore other
cultures through long-term community partnerships;

c. Creating an atmosphere to facilitate economic development opportunities;

d. Stimulating environments through which communities will creatively learn, work and
solve problems together by sharing cultural, educational, municipal, business,
professional, and technical experiences; and

e. Collaborating with local government organizations throughout the United States that
share similar interests.

2. A reciprocal Letter of Intent (LOI) from the prospective city should accompany the Sister
City application for the purpose of providing information about the organization or entity

and reasoning for the proposed relationship.

The proposing organization or entity shall be a non-profit organization or tax-exempt
association as recognized by the State of California or the Internal Revenue Code with
501(c)(3), 501(c)(4), or 501(c)(6) designation.

If applicable, a complete list of the organization’s members’ names, addresses and telephone
numbers and other necessary information declaring if members are employed in the City, or
are owners or operators of a business or other establishment located in the City, as of the date
of the application.

Other Organizations: In the event that a proposing community group is not a formally
established association or organization, the Sister City Committee may choose to accept a
LOI from the sponsoring organization or individual representative stipulating that it can
fulfil the above referenced requirements within 120 days of the date of the LOI. All requests
to establish a Sister City relationship with the City of Artesia shall be subject to Sister City
Committee review and City Council consideration and approval on a case-by-case basis.

Review Process: Once letters of request are received from a community organization or other
eligible entity, the City Manager or designee will review the letter, and if found complete, shall
convene a meeting of the Sister City Committee to review the Sister City request.

1.

The Sister City Committee will review the request letter, and if they find the application
warrants the creation of a new sister city relationship, they will make a recommendation to
the full City Council to establish a new sister city relationship.

If the Sister City Committee does not recommend approval of the proposed sister city
relationship, the request shall not proceed to the City Council and shall be considered denied
unless otherwise directed by the City Council. If the Sister City Committee recommends
approval, the recommendation shall be forwarded to the City Council for consideration. The
City Council retains sole and absolute discretion to approve or deny the establishment of any
sister city relationship.

In evaluating a request to establish a new Sister City relationship, the Sister City Committee
shall consider the following criteria:

a. Eligibility and Compliance with Policy Requirements: The requesting organization
meets all eligibility requirements set forth in this Policy, including nonprofit or tax-
exempt status, demonstrated connection to the City of Artesia, membership
composition, and submission of required documentation.

b. Justification for the Proposed Relationship: The letter of request clearly articulates
the rationale for selecting the proposed city and the proposed relationship
demonstrates cultural, historical, educational, economic, or civic relevance to the
City of Artesia and its residents.

c. Reciprocity and City Commitment: A reciprocal letter of request clearly articulates
the rationale for selecting the proposed city.

d. Organizational Capacity: The sponsoring organization demonstrates the capacity to

manage and sustain the Sister City relationship without reliance on City Staff or
financial resources unless otherwise authorized by the City Council.

e. Alignment with Goals: The proposal supports one or more of the Sister City goals
identified in the Policy, including cultural exchange, international friendship,
educational opportunities, and potential economic or professional collaboration.

4. APPROVAL OF POLICY:

This Policy was approved by the Artesia City Council by Resolution No. 26-3077 on March 9, 2026,
and became effective immediately thereon.

RECOMMENDATION:

Staff recommends that the City Council, by motion, appoint Skip Vega to serve as the City of Arteisia's public
member representative to the Public Financing Authority of the Artesia Enhanced Infrastructure Financing District,
in accordance with the Enhanced Infrastructure Financing District's formation resolution.

BACKGROUND:

On Monday, October 13, 2025, the City of Artesia ("City") City Council adopted Resolution No. 25-3068 establishing
the Artesia Enhanced Infrastructure Financing District (EIFD) and creating the Public Financing Authority (PFA) as
its governing body. At that meeting, the City Council confirmed that the Economic Development Committee
members would serve as the City’s two Councilmember representatives on the PFA, roles currently held by Mayor
Rene Trevino and Councilmember Monica Manalo. The PFA is responsible for overseeing the implementation of
the EIFD, including approval of the Infrastructure Financing Plan (IFP), entering contracts, and managing
infrastructure projects funded by future property tax increment revenue.

On Tuesday, February 10, 2026, the Los Angeles County Board of Supervisors approved a resolution to partner
with the Artesia EIFD, confirming the County’s participation in the PFA and coordination on future infrastructure
projects.

ANALYSIS:

Implementation of the EIFD requires the creation of the PFA. For a joint EIFD with the City and County, the PFA is
comprised of a five-member board: two City Councilmembers, one County Supervisor (or designee), and one
public member appointed by each body. The PFA adopts bylaws governing terms, officers, and meeting schedules,
and oversees implementation of the IFP, with authority to approve minor amendments, such as revenue updates.
Major amendments, including new projects or allocation increases, require approval by the City Council and the
Board of Supervisors.

The Economic Development Committee met on Monday, February 23, 2026, and is recommended that the City
Council appoint Skip Vega, an Artesia resident who previously served on the City’s Measure M Citizens' Oversight
Committee, participating in the review and oversight of designated City revenue sources, to serve as the City’s
public member representative on the PFA. Once both the City and County have appointed their representatives,
the PFA will convene to begin work on drafting the IFP. The anticipated milestones are as follows:

FISCAL IMPACT:
There is no fiscal impact on the General Fund associated with the appointment of a representative on the PFA.

All consultant team technical work is being funded by Los Angeles County Metro associated the Southeast
Gateway Line project. The Artesia EIFD will provide the opportunity to use tax increment financing to fund targeted
infrastructure investments within the City. Detailed fiscal impacts would be evaluated as part of the Infrastructure
Financing Plan (IFP) development process and presented to the City Council for consideration prior to approval.

RECOMMENDED COUNCIL ACTION:

Staff recommends that the City Council, by motion, appoint Skip Vega to serve as the City of Artesia's public
member representative to the Public Financing Authority of the Artesia Enhanced Infrastructure Financing District,
in accordance with the Enhanced Infrastructure Financing District formation resolution.

1. Adopt Resolution 25-3068, A Resolution of the City Council of the City of Artesia, California, Declaring its
Intention to Establish the Artesia Enhanced Infrastructure Financing District to Finance the Construction,
Repair, Acquisition, and/or Maintenance of Capital Improvements and Facilities, Including the Acquisition
and/or Remediation of Land for such Improvements and Facilities; Establishing a Public Financing Authority;
and Authorizing Certain other Actions Related Thereto;

2. Finding the Adoption of Resolution 25-3068 is not subject to CEQA pursuant to CEQA Guidelines Section
15378; and

3. Appoint two members of the City Council to serve on the Public Financing Authority (PFA) and one member
as an alternate, in anticipation of Los Angeles County joining the PFA. If Los Angeles County does not join,
the alternate will serve as a third member of the PFA.

BACKGROUND:

City staff and the consultant team provided an informational presentation regarding the Enhanced Infrastructure
Financing District (EIFD) to the City Council on September 8, 2025. Based on positive reception and direction from
the City Council that evening, staff and the Metro consultant team have had further discussions with County
Executive Office staff and representatives from County Supervisor Hahn’s office regarding potential City/County
partnership in the EIFD. County feedback has been positive, and has included a virtual meeting and in-person tour
of the proposed EIFD boundaries. The City Council may now wish to consider adoption of a non-binding Resolution
of Intention to form an EIFD, so that the process toward potential formation can continue pursuant to the EIFD
statute.

EIFD Information

EIFDs were created in 2014 (SB 628) following the dissolution of Redevelopment Agencies and have since
become the predominant tax-increment financing (TIF) tool in California, with more than 30 districts formed
statewide, including six in Los Angeles County.

EIFDs fund public facilities and investments by capturing a portion of future property tax increment revenue as
development occurs within district boundaries. Importantly, EIFDs do not increase property taxes or impose new
taxes on landowners. The commitment of future EIFD funding has also proven catalytic for private sector
investment and enhances eligibility for additional resources, including County contributions and competitive state
and federal grants.
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At staff’'s direction, Metro’s Value Capture Support team prepared analysis confirming EIFD feasibility to support
economic development through infrastructure investment. Alternatives of boundaries, partnerships, and revenue
allocations have been assessed, with TIF capacity estimated at up to $60 million. A City-only strategy would
generate favorable returns, though partnering with Los Angeles County would enhance financial feasibility.

ANALYSIS:

Potential Artesia EIFD Boundaries

Draft EIFD boundaries have been evaluated based on opportunity sites for new development or rehabilitation,
including the Downtown Specific Plan area and other mixed-use and commercial sites, with the Metro Southeast
Gateway Line (SGL) Pioneer Station at the core.

The draft boundary totals approximately 324 acres (about 31% of City acreage and 25% of assessed value).
Boundaries are not required to be contiguous, allowing focus on areas with the greatest growth potential while
protecting General Fund revenues from other areas. Funding generated within the EIFD may be used flexibly within
or outside the district boundaries.

Eligible Projects
EIFDs may fund infrastructure and public facilities of community significance with a useful life of 15-plus years,
including maintenance. Example projects identified by City staff and consultants, should funding be available,
include:

* Metro 3% local cost match contribution

» Metro station first/last mile connections and Historic District Multi-Use Trail improvements

» Affordable housing gap funding

* Water, sewer, and utility capacity enhancements

+ Roadway and streetscape improvements along Pioneer Boulevard

o Park improvements for Artesia Park and A.J. Padelford Park

o Public safety / Sheriff facilities

o Broadband infrastructure

e Under grounding utilities

The Infrastructure Financing Plan (IFP) is typically kept broad and flexible to allow adaptation over the district's 50-
year lifespan.

Funding Capacity, Partnerships, and Fiscal Considerations

EIFD funding capacity is estimated at up to $60 million on a present-value basis over 50 years. Revenues would
accrue annually and could support bond financing once increment levels are sufficient.
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These estimates assume the City allocates 50% to 75% of its share of future property tax increment within the
EIFD boundary, with additional upside possible through a partnership with Los Angeles County. The County has
adopted an EIFD Participation Policy and has previously partnered with La Verne, Palmdale, Carson, and
Lakewood, as well as formed its own EIFD in West Carson.

From a City fiscal perspective, EIFD participation does not encumber existing resources but allocates a portion of
future increment. A detailed fiscal analysis would confirm the General Fund’s ability to “afford” the allocation and
assess overall return on investment. Importantly, EIFDs are designed to leverage outside resources: County match
dollars, private development, and competitive grants that award higher scores for cities with established financing
districts.

Governance
Implementation of an EIFD requires creation of a Public Financing Authority (PFA).
» City-only EIFD: Three City Councilmembers + two public members appointed by Council.

o City + County EIFD: Five-member board consisting of two City Councilmembers, one County Supervisor (or
designee), and one public member appointed by each body.

The PFA adopts bylaws governing terms, officers, and meeting schedules. It oversees implementation of the IFP,
with authority to approve minor amendments (e.g., revenue updates). Major amendments (e.g., new projects or
allocation increases) require approval by the City Council and any partner legislative body.

Next Steps and Timing

Feedback on the EIFD from both City and County stakeholders has been positive thus far, and so Staff is
recommending the City Council adopt Resolution No. 25-3068, a non-binding Resolution of Intention to form an
EIFD, so that the process toward potential formation can continue pursuant to the EIFD statute.

Adoption of a City Council Resolution of Intention (Attachment 1) provides for the following:

1. Preliminary boundaries of the EIFD. The proposed EIFD boundaries are depicted in Exhibit A of Resolution
No. 25-3068. Though the exact boundaries of the EIFD are subject to further review and refinement as the
formation process continues, the current boundary is focused on specific plan and commercially-zoned areas
with significant opportunity for new development or rehabilitation. The land included in these boundaries
totals approximately 324 acres.

2. The public facilities and development proposed to be financed by the EIFD. The activities listed under the
Resolution of Intention include all eligible activities under the EIFD legislation and are listed in Exhibit B to
Resolution No. 25-3068 (more specific projects will be delineated in the required Infrastructure Financing Plan
prior to district formation). The list below represents a broad range of projects which could be funded should
revenues be available, though the initial purpose is to fund the three percent local match for the Southeast
Gateway Line and/or First Last Mile improvements related to that project. Discussions so far at the staff level
between the City and County have identified the following examples of potential projects to be funded:

* Southeast Gateway Line local cost match contribution and First/Last Mile (FLM) improvements
« Affordable housing

+ Water, sewer, other utility capacity enhancements

+ Roadway, streetscape improvements along Pioneer Blvd.

« Improvements to the Historic District Multi-Use Trail adjacent to the future SGL line

o Park Improvements for Artesia Park and A.J. Padelford Park

o Public Safety / Sheriff facilities

+ Broadband internet infrastructure

¢ Under grounding utilities.
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3. Use of Incremental Tax Revenue. Resolution No. 25-3068 anticipates that a portion (not all) of the City’s
future property tax increment revenue generated within the EIFD will be allocated to the EIFD. The exact
amounts will be determined in future resolutions adopted by the City Council. It is anticipated that the County
will additionally participate in the EIFD, in which case, a portion of the County’s property tax increment
revenue will also be allocated to the EIFD.

4. Establishes a Public Financing Authority to serve as the governing_board of the EIFD. Given the anticipated
participation of the County in the EIFD, the Public Finance Authority (PFA) membership is proposed to be
comprised of two members of the City Council, one County Supervisor, one member of the public appointed
by the City Council (to be appointed at a future date), and one member of the public appointed by the County
Board of Supervisors. An alternate PFA board member will also be appointed to represent the City Council in
the absence of a regular member.

5. Sets a time and place for the first public hearing_on the EIFD to be conducted by the Public Financing
Authority. The first public hearing is tentatively scheduled for May 11, 2026, at 6:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter
as the matter may be heard, in the City Hall Council Chambers, 18747 Clarkdale Avenue, Artesia, CA 90701.

Approval of Resolution No. 25-3068 and appointments to the PFA begin a series of activities that will take place
over the next several months, primarily by the PFA Board. The following schedule outlines the various key tasks
and milestones in the formation process. As the following proposed schedule indicates, the final City Council
approvals are expected to follow in the first half of calendar year 2026.

Public information is an important part of the EIFD formation process. A web page would be developed that would
serve as a resource to interested stakeholders. Landowners and residents within the EIFD boundaries would also
receive mailed notifications of public meetings and hearings throughout the formation process, and public hearings
would additionally be advertised via local newspaper. In the event of a majority protest by property owners or
residents within the boundaries, the formation proceedings would be discontinued.

Timeline

If Council directs implementation by adopting Resolution No. 25-3068, formation would take approximately 8-10
months, including 5-8 public meetings of the City Council, PFA, and County Board of Supervisors (if applicable).

Public outreach will include a dedicated EIFD web page, mailed notices to affected property owners and residents,
and newspaper advertisements. The process is subject to state law protest provisions, which require
discontinuation if a majority of affected property owners or residents oppose.

FISCAL IMPACT:

There is no immediate fiscal impact if the City Council adopts Resolution No. 25-3068. All consultant team technical
work is being funded by Los Angeles County Metro associated with receiving this project. If an EIFD is ultimately
established, it would provide the opportunity to use tax increment financing to fund targeted infrastructure
investments within the City. Detailed fiscal impacts would be evaluated as part of the Infrastructure Financing Plan
(IFP) development process and presented to the City Council for consideration prior to approval.
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RECOMMENDATION:
Staff recommends that the City Council:

1. Adopt Resolution 25-3068, A Resolution of the City Council of the City of Artesia, California, Declaring its
Intention to Establish the Artesia Enhanced Infrastructure Financing District to Finance the Construction,
Repair, Acquisition, and/or Maintenance of Capital Improvements and Facilities, Including the Acquisition
and/or Remediation of Land for such Improvements and Facilities; Establishing A Public Financing Authority;
and Authorizing Certain other Actions Related Thereto;

1. Approve, and authorize the City Manager to execute on the Council's behalf, a Professional Service
Agreement for Building and Safety Services to BPR Consulting Group in an amount not to exceed $1,500,000
from April 1, 2026 through June 30, 2029.

2. Approve a budget amendment to the Building and Safety Division.

BACKGROUND:

On May 29, 1959, the City of Artesia ("City") City Council adopted Resolution No. 3 authorizing the execution of a
contract with the Los Angeles County Department of Public Works for Building Services ("County"). The City
Council adopted Resolution No. 4 authorizing execution of an agreement with the County for General Services.
The agreements were executed by the Mayor and the Chairman of the Board of Supervisors on May 29, 1959.
The General Services Agreement covering these services is renewed every five years, with the current Agreement
term being July 1, 2024 through June 30, 2029.

Per the General Services Agreement, the County may terminate services at any time by providing the City with
thirty (30) days written notice. In November 2025, the County issued formal written notice terminating its Building
Services with the City, effective June 30, 2026, providing the City with more notice than required.

On January 14, 2026, the Community Development Department issued a Request for Proposal (RFP)
seeking qualified consulting professionals or firms (“Consultant”) to provide comprehensive Building and Safety
services on an “as-needed” basis for both residential and non-residential projects. The RFP required the selected
consultant to demonstrate expertise in:

« Building Official services;

¢ Plan check services;

Building inspection services;

Zoning and land use coordination;

+ Administration and enforcement of the California Building Standards Code; and



» Compliance with the City’s Municipal Code.

ANALYSIS:
The RFP was distributed to forty-two (42) consultant firms. A total of fifteen (15) proposals were received by the
February 11, 2026 submission deadline:

BPR CONSULTING GROUP RKA CONSULTING GROUP TRANSTECH

City staff evaluated proposals using scoring criteria outlined in the RFP, including:
» Proposal Submission 20%: (Quality of Proposal & Adherence to Requirements)

Qualifications 25%: (Expertise in Field, Relevant Experience, Professional Qualifications)

Project and Implementation 25%: (Methodology in Approach, Resources, Capability Commitment)

Cost 30%: (Resources, Hourly Rates, Plan Review, Fee Schedule)

Based on proposal scoring results, the top three (3) prospective consultants including BPR Consulting Group,
Willdan, and Bureau Veritas were invited for interviews on February 25, 2026 because their proposals
demonstrated a clear understanding of the of City requirements related to Building and Safety Services. In addition,
these three (3) top prospective consultants were within the top 90 percentile of all proposals received. The chart
below identifies the hourly rates in comparison to the current hourly rates charged by the County.

All three of the interviewed consultants provide lower hourly rates than the County is currently charging. Following
interviews and final evaluation, staff determined that BPR provided the strongest interview presentation at 95
percent scoring in the areas of municipal experience, work experience, staffing depth, customer service approach,
cost competitiveness and interview presentation. Staff recommends award of the Building and Safety Services
Agreement to BPR Consulting Group to begin April 1, 2026.

For the remainder of the 2025-26 Fiscal Year (April 1, 2026 through June 30, 2026), County will focus on closing
out existing projects; all new projects will be managed through OpenGov and will be assigned to BPR. Any projects
not completed by the County at the end of their contract period will then be transitioned over to BPR. The
arrangement is not expected to result in any duplication of costs or efforts from either party during this period.

FISCAL IMPACT:
Current Fiscal Year 2025-26



The City Council approved the Fiscal Year 2025-26 Mid-Year Budget on February 9, 2026, which included an
allocation to the Building and Safety division in the amount of $174,847 for Building Inspections and Plan Checks.
That line item has $76,401 in available budgeted funds. It is estimated the remaining budget amount required will
exceed funds available and will require an additional $207,000 for Building and Safety and Plan Check services for
this current fiscal year. As the City transitions from the County to BPR from April to June, we will be paying both
consultants, so Staff is recommending the City Council approve the budget amendment, increasing the line item for
Building Inspections and Plan Checks $207,000, for a total of $381,847. The budget amendment is requested to
fund $279,996 for County Services through the end of the fiscal year. This amount includes the cost of complete
services from from the January through March (as we have only been invoiced through December), and to close
the existing backlog from April through June. The budget amendment also includes $38,000 for BPR for new
applications from April to June.

The cost for building and plan check services are expected to be offset by revenue generated from:
¢ Plan check fees;
 Inspection fees; and
e Permit fees.

Under the proposed Agreement, plan check fees collected will be paid to the consultant at a percentage rate of
55%, the remainder of the plan check fees collected will be retained by the City. Any other required consultant
services will be charged at an hourly rate as identified above and in Exhibit C of the Agreement. Staff will closely
monitor both contracts and invoicing to ensure adequate accounting for each vendor through the remainder of the
Fiscal Year.

Multi-Year Contract Amount:

A review of the County contract expenditures for FY 2022-23, FY 2023-24, and FY 2024-25 indicates an average
annual expenditure of $450,000.

Using the estimated annual expenditures from prior years, the Agreement proposes a not-to-exceed amount of
$1,500,000 from April 1, 2026 through June 30, 2029. This includes approximately $38,000 for the current fiscal
year and an estimated $460,000 for next Fiscal Year. The Agreement also includes an annual CPI adjustment
effective July 1, 2027, of an amount not to exceed 5%. This has been accounted for in the total three-year contract
amount and Staff will ensure appropriate budgeted funds are available each Fiscal Year. Based on a percentage
based plan check fee, and lower hourly rates for other services, staff believes the cost for Building and Safety
Services will decline on a per project basis beginning next Fiscal Year.

RECOMMENDED COUNCIL ACTION:
Staff recommends that the City Council, by motion:

1. Approve, and authorize the City Manager to execute on the Council's behalf, a Professional Service
Agreement for a Building and Safety Services to BPR Consulting Group in an amount not to exceed
$1,500,000 from April 1, 2026 through June 30, 2029.

2. Approve a budget amendment to the Building and Safety Division fund.

The City's intent is to minimize response time and
enhance customer service by supplementing in-house staff with consulting services in the areas
of building plan check for high-profile projects and/or contractual services for additional building
division positions. Positions may include but are not limited to: building inspection, building code
enforcement, building counter operations, and other related services.

Agreements with selected Consultant(s) will be for a three-year term with two (2) 1-year options
at the discretion of the City.

The selected consultant must demonstrate experience in providing the following: 1) building
permit plan check services; 2) building permit inspection services; or 3) both building permit plan
check and building permit inspection services.

A. City Background

Artesia is a culturally rich and diverse city located in southeastern Los Angeles County. Once
known for its Artesian wells and agricultural roots, Artesia became a residential and commercial
center following incorporation in 1959. The City covers 1.62 square miles and has a population of
approximately 16,395. The City serves as a connector between Los Angeles and Orange
Counties via the SR-91 Freeway and offers full municipal services through a mix of in-house staff
and County contracts. It is an active member of the California Contract Cities Association.

The City of Artesia, located nineteen miles southeast of Los Angeles, currently shares its eastern,

southern, and western boundaries with the City of Cerritos, and its northern boundary with the
City of Norwalk. The majority of the land area within the City is developed with single-family homes
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built between the 1960s and 1980s. Commercial development is mainly located along Pioneer
Boulevard, Artesia Boulevard, and South Street, along with smaller neighborhood-serving retail
centers scattered within residential areas. The City has a population of 16,395 per the 2020
Census. Artesia’s population is 85% people of color, with Hispanic (34%) and Asian (39%)
communities making up the largest groups. The City’s northern census tract, North Artesia, is
formally recognized as a disadvantaged community due to cumulative environmental, health, and
socioeconomic burdens.

The City was incorporated as a general-law city in 1959 and operates under the Council/Manager
form of government. The five (5) members of the City Council are elected at large by the residents
and serve as the legislative policy making body. The City Council has an appointed five (5)
member Planning Commission.

City Hall hours of operation are 7:30 am to 5:00 pm, Monday through Thursday, 8:00 am to 5:00
pm alternating Fridays.

. PROJECT OVERVIEW

The City’s Department of Community Development is responsible for overseeing land use and
development activities, including planning, zoning, building and safety, code enforcement, and
parking enforcement. It is the responsibility of the Department to ensure compliance with the City’s
Municipal Code and Building Code standards and effectively promote a high-quality and
aesthetically-pleasing built environment. The City’s Building & Safety team operates as a function
of the Department of Community Development. Building & Safety handles all aspects related to
plan check, permit issuance, building and safety inspections, and issuance of Certificates of
Occupancy/building final, in addition to serving as the City’s Building Official.

The City’s Building & Safety team works closely with the City’s in-house planning team to ensure
projects not only comply with California/Los Angeles County Building Codes, but also Artesia
development standards within the Artesia Municipal Code.

The Building & Safety team is to be comprised of one building official, one plan check reviewer,
and one building inspector. The City will provide an on-site Building and Safety Permit Technician.
The scope of work shall include virtual, on-site, and off-site as needed, but is not limited to, the
following:

¢ One (1) Building Official

¢ One (1) Plan Checker

¢ One (1) Building and Safety Inspector

e One (1) Building and Safety Inspector (After Hours)

The City accepts, reviews, and approves plans and permits electronically utilizing OpenGov as
its permitting software. The selected Consultant will be required to provide their own equipment
to utilize the City’s OpenGov software platform in coordination with the plan check review and
inspection process. The selected Consultant will be expected to sustain or improve turnaround
times and service responsiveness under this workload, while maintaining clear, customer-focused
communication with residents, applicants, and stakeholders.

Additionally, pursuant to Senate Bill 379, the City currently utilizes OpenGov as an online
permitting platform for eligible express solar permits for the City of Artesia. The City maintains a
consistent level of service delivery, which will also be expected from the selected Consultant.

In-person Building & Safety services are available to the public during normal business hours,

Monday through Thursday from 7:30 a.m. to 12:00 p.m., and Friday 8:00 a.m. to 12:00 p.m., City
Hall is closed alternating Fridays.
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E. Building Permit Activity

The City of Artesia continues to experience growth of permit and plan submittals for its residential,
commercial, and industrial uses. Approximately 80% of all projects are residential projects, and
the other 20% are commercial/industrial projects. The table below provides an overview of permits
issued and finaled over the past three (3) years.

Permits Finaled 491 436 587

A majority of residential projects include interior and exterior remodels, room additions, accessory
dwelling units, and other minor residential improvements. These types of permits represent a
significant portion of the department’s workload and requires consistent attention to detail, timely
plan reviews, and clear communication with homeowners and contractors. The City also works
with developers for the development of new residential housing developments, which, at the
appropriate time, would be subject to review by the Consultant Building & Safety team.

Additionally, the City continues to work with developers to upgrade and improve existing
commercial centers and industrial properties. Artesia is a unique community with a vibrant
business environment unlike any other in the region.

The Consultant's Representative
shall supervise and direct the Services, using his/her best skill and attention, and shall be responsible for
all means, methods, techniques, sequences, and procedures and for the satisfactory coordination of all
portions of the Services under this Agreement.

3.2.7 Coordination of Services. Consultant agrees to work closely with City staff in the
performance of Services and shall be available to City's staff, consultants and other staff at all reasonable
times.

3.2.8 Standard of Care; Performance of Employees. Consultant shall perform all
Services under this Agreement in a skillful and competent manner, consistent with the standards
generally recognized as being employed by professionals in the same discipline in the State of California.
Consultant represents and maintains that it is skilled in the professional calling necessary to perform the
Services. Consultant warrants that all employees and subconsultants shall have sufficient skill and
experience to perform the Services assigned to them. Consultant represents that it, its employees and
subconsultants have all licenses, permits, qualifications and approvals of whatever nature that are legally
required to perform the Services, and that such licenses and approvals shall be maintained throughout
the term of this Agreement. Consultant shall perform, at its own cost and expense and without
reimbursement from the City, any services necessary to correct errors or omissions which are caused by
the Consultant's failure to comply with the standard of care provided for herein. Any employee of the
Consultant or its sub-consultants who is determined by the City to be uncooperative, incompetent, a
threat to the adequate or timely completion of the Project, a threat to the safety of persons or property,
or any employee who fails or refuses to perform the Services in a manner acceptable to the City, shall
be promptly removed from the Project by the Consultant and shall not be re-employed to perform any of
the Services or to work on the Project.

3.2.9 Period of Performance. Consultant shall perform and complete all Services under
this Agreement within the term set forth in Section 3.1.2 above (“Performance Time”). Consultant shall
also perform the Services in strict accordance with any completion schedule or Project milestones
described in Exhibits “A” or “B” attached hereto, or which may be separately agreed upon in writing by
the City and Consultant (“Performance Milestones”). Consultant agrees that if the Services are not
completed within the aforementioned Performance Time and/or pursuant to any such Performance
Milestones developed pursuant to provisions of this Agreement, it is understood, acknowledged and
agreed that the City will suffer damage.

3.2.10 Laws and Regulations; Employee/Labor Certification. Consultant shall keep itself
fully informed of and in compliance with all local, state and federal laws, rules and regulations in any
manner affecting the performance of the Project or the Services, including all Cal/lOSHA requirements,
and shall give all notices required by law. Consultant shall be liable for all violations of such laws and
regulations in connection with the Services and this Agreement. All violations of such laws and
regulations shall be grounds for the City to terminate the Agreement for cause.

3.2.10.1 Employment Eligibility; Consultant. Consultant certifies that it fully
complies with all requirements and restrictions of state and federal law respecting the employment of

-21-



undocumented aliens, including, but not limited to, the Immigration Reform and Control Act of 1986, as
may be amended from time to time and shall require all subconsultants and sub-subconsultants to comply
with the same. Consultant certifies that it has not committed a violation of any such law within the five
(5) years immediately preceding the date of execution of this Agreement, and shall not violate any such
law at any time during the term of the Agreement.

3.2.10.2 Equal Opportunity Employment. Consultant represents that it is an
equal opportunity employer and it shall not discriminate against any subconsultant, employee or applicant
for employment because of race, religion, color, national origin, handicap, ancestry, sex or age. Such
non-discrimination shall include, but not be limited to, all activities related to initial employment,
upgrading, demotion, transfer, recruitment or recruitment advertising, layoff or termination. Consultant
shall also comply with all relevant provisions of City's Minority Business Enterprise program, Affirmative
Action Plan or other related programs or guidelines currently in effect or hereinafter enacted.

3.2.10.3 Air Quality. To the extent applicable, Consultant must fully comply with
all applicable laws, rules and regulations in furnishing or using equipment and/or providing services,
including, but not limited to, emissions limits and permitting requirements imposed by the South Coast
Air Quality Management District (SCAQMD) and/or California Air Resources Board (CARB). Consultant
shall indemnify City against any fines or penalties imposed by SCAQMD, CARB, or any other
governmental or regulatory agency for violations of applicable laws, rules and/or regulations by
Consultant, its subconsultants, or others for whom Consultant is responsible under its indemnity
obligations provided for in this Agreement.

3.2.10.4 Safety. Consultant shall execute and maintain its work so as to avoid
injury or damage to any person or property. In carrying out its Services, the Consultant shall at all times
be in compliance with all applicable local, state and federal laws, rules and regulations, and shall exercise
all necessary precautions for the safety of employees appropriate to the nature of the work and the
conditions under which the work is to be performed.

3.2.11 Insurance. [***CITY RISK MANAGER TO REVIEW PRIOR TO EACH USE***]

3.2.11.1 Time for Compliance. Consultant shall not commence work under this
Agreement until it has provided evidence satisfactory to the City that it has secured all insurance required
under this section. In addition, Consultant shall not allow any subconsultant to commence work on any
subcontract until it has provided evidence satisfactory to the City that the subconsultant has secured all
insurance required under this section. Failure to provide and maintain all required insurance shall be
grounds for the City to terminate this Agreement for cause.

3.2.11.2 Types of Insurance Required. As a condition precedent to the
effectiveness of this Agreement for work to be performed hereunder, and without limiting the indemnity
provisions of the Agreement, the Consultant, in partial performance of its obligations under such
Agreement, shall procure and maintain in full force and effect during the term of the Agreement the
following policies of insurance. If the existing policies do not meet the insurance requirements set forth
herein, Consultant agrees to amend, supplement or endorse the policies to do so.
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(A) Commercial General Liability: =~ Commercial General Liability
Insurance which affords coverage at least as broad as Insurance Services Office "occurrence" form CG
0001, or the exact equivalent, with limits of not less than $1,000,000 per occurrence and no less than
$3,000,000 in the general aggregate. Defense costs shall be paid in addition to the limits. The policy
shall contain no endorsements or provisions (1) limiting coverage for contractual liability; (2) excluding
coverage for claims or suits by one insured against another (cross-liability); (3) products/completed
operations liability; or (4) containing any other exclusion(s) contrary to the terms or purposes of this
Agreement.

(B) Automobile Liability Insurance: Automobile Liability Insurance with
coverage at least as broad as Insurance Services Office Form CA 0001 covering "Any Auto" (Symbol 1),
or the exact equivalent, covering bodily injury and property damage for all activities with limits of not less
than $1,000,000 combined limit for each occurrence. [***NOTE: If Consultant does not own any
company vehicles or may not be able to purchase a Business Automobile Insurance Policy, the
requirement may be satisfied by providing either of the following: (1) a Personal Automobile Liability
policy for the Consultant's own vehicle stipulating "Automobile Liability Insurance with a limit of not less
than $1,000,000 each accident"; or (2) a non-owned auto endorsement to the Commercial General
Liability policy if Consultant uses vehicles of others (e.g., vehicles of employees). ALWAYS DELETE
THIS SECTION IF NOT USED.***]

(©) Workers' Compensation: Workers' Compensation Insurance, as
required by the State of California and Employer's Liability Insurance with a limit of not less than
$1,000,000 per accident for bodily injury and disease.

(D) Professional Liability (Errors & Omissions): [***INCLUDE ONLY IF
APPLICABLE; DELETE OTHERWISE***]Professional Liability insurance or Errors & Omissions
insurance appropriate to Consultant’s profession with limits of not less than $1,000,000. Covered
professional services shall specifically include all work to be performed under the Agreement and delete
any exclusions that may potentially affect the work to be performed (for example, any exclusions relating
to lead, asbestos, pollution, testing, underground storage tanks, laboratory analysis, soil work, etc.). If
coverage is written on a claims-made basis, the retroactive date shall precede the effective date of the
initial Agreement and continuous coverage will be maintained or an extended reporting period will be
exercised for a period of at least five (5) years from termination or expiration of this Agreement.

3.2.11.3 Insurance Endorsements. Required insurance policies shall contain the
following provisions, or Consultant shall provide endorsements on forms approved by the City to add the
following provisions to the insurance policies:

(A) Commercial General Liability: (1) Additional Insured: The City, its
officials, officers, employees, agents, and volunteers shall be additional insureds with regard to liability
and defense of suits or claims arising out of the performance of the Agreement. Additional Insured
Endorsements shall not (1) be restricted to "ongoing operations"; (2) exclude "contractual liability"; (3)
restrict coverage to "sole" liability of Consultant; or (4) contain any other exclusions contrary to the terms
or purposes of this Agreement. For all policies of Commercial General Liability insurance, Consultant
shall provide endorsements in the form of ISO CG 20 10 10 01 and 20 37 10 01 (or endorsements
providing the exact same coverage) to effectuate this requirement. (2) Cancellation: Required insurance
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policies shall not be canceled or the coverage reduced until a thirty (30) day written notice of cancellation
has been served upon the City except ten (10) days shall be allowed for non-payment of premium.

(B) Automobile Liability. (1) Cancellation: Required insurance policies
shall not be canceled or the coverage reduced until a thirty (30) day written notice of cancellation has
been served upon the City except ten (10) days shall be allowed for non-payment of premium.

(©) Professional Liability (Errors & Omissions): [***INCLUDE ONLY IF
APPLICABLE; DELETE OTHERWISE***](1) Cancellation: Required insurance policies shall not be
canceled or the coverage reduced until a thirty (30) day written notice of cancellation has been served
upon the City except ten (10) days shall be allowed for non-payment of premium. (2) Contractual Liability
Exclusion Deleted: This insurance shall include contractual liability applicable to this Agreement. The
policy must “pay on behalf of’ the insured and include a provision establishing the insurer’s duty to defend.

(D) Workers' Compensation: (1) Cancellation: Required insurance
policies shall not be canceled or the coverage reduced until a thirty (30) day written notice of cancellation
has been served upon the City except ten (10) days shall be allowed for non-payment of premium. (2)
Waiver of Subrogation: A waiver of subrogation stating that the insurer waives all rights of subrogation
against the City, its officials, officers, employees, agents, and volunteers.

3.2.11.4 Primary and Non-Contributing Insurance. All policies of Commercial
General Liability and Automobile Liability insurance shall be primary and any other insurance, deductible,
or self-insurance maintained by the City, its officials, officers, employees, agents, or volunteers shall not
contribute with this primary insurance. Policies shall contain or be endorsed to contain such provisions.

3.2.11.5 Waiver of Subrogation. All required insurance coverages, except for the
professional liability coverage, shall contain or be endorsed to waiver of subrogation in favor of the City,
its officials, officers, employees, agents, and volunteers or shall specifically allow Consultant or others
providing insurance evidence in compliance with these specifications to waive their right of recovery prior
to a loss. Consultant hereby waives its own right of recovery against City, and shall require similar written
express waivers and insurance clauses from each of its subconsultants.

3.2.11.6 Deductibles and Self-Insured Retentions. Any deductible or self-insured
retention must be approved in writing by the City and shall protect the City, its officials, officers,
employees, agents, and volunteers in the same manner and to the same extent as they would have been
protected had the policy or policies not contained a deductible or self-insured retention.

3.2.11.7 Evidence of Insurance. The Consultant, concurrently with the execution
of the Agreement, and as a condition precedent to the effectiveness thereof, shall deliver either certified
copies of the required policies, or original certificates on forms approved by the City, together with all
endorsements affecting each policy. Required insurance policies shall not be in compliance if they
include any limiting provision or endorsement that has not been submitted to the City for approval. The
certificates and endorsements for each insurance policy shall be signed by a person authorized by that
insurer to bind coverage on its behalf. At least fifteen (15 days) prior to the expiration of any such policy,
evidence of insurance showing that such insurance coverage has been renewed or extended shall be
filed with the City. If such coverage is cancelled or reduced and not replaced immediately so as to avoid
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a lapse in the required coverage, Consultant shall, within ten (10) days after receipt of written notice of
such cancellation or reduction of coverage, file with the City evidence of insurance showing that the
required insurance has been reinstated or has been provided through another insurance company or
companies.

3.2.11.8 Acceptability of Insurers. Each such policy shall be from a company or
companies with a current A.M. Best's rating of no less than A:VIl and authorized to transact business of
insurance in the State of California, or otherwise allowed to place insurance through surplus line brokers
under applicable provisions of the California Insurance Code or any federal law.

3.2.11.9 Enforcement of Agreement Provisions (non estoppel). Consultant
acknowledges and agrees that actual or alleged failure on the part of the City to inform Consultant of
non-compliance with any requirement imposes no additional obligation on the City nor does it waive any
rights hereunder.

3.2.11.10 Requirements Not Limiting. Requirement of specific coverage or
minimum limits contained in this Section are not intended as a limitation on coverage, limits, or other
requirement, or a waiver of any coverage normally provided by any insurance.

3.2.11.11 Additional Insurance Provisions

(A) The foregoing requirements as to the types and limits of insurance
coverage to be maintained by Consultant, and any approval of said insurance by the City, is not intended
to and shall not in any manner limit or qualify the liabilities and obligations otherwise assumed by the
Consultant pursuant to this Agreement, including but not limited to, the provisions concerning
indemnification.

(B) If at any time during the life of the Agreement, any policy of
insurance required under this Agreement does not comply with these specifications or is canceled and
not replaced, City has the right but not the duty to obtain the insurance it deems necessary and any
premium paid by City will be promptly reimbursed by Consultant or City will withhold amounts sufficient
to pay premium from Consultant payments. In the alternative, City may cancel this Agreement.

(©) The City may require the Consultant to provide complete copies of
all insurance policies in effect for the duration of the Project.

(D) Neither the City nor any of its officials, officers, employees, agents
or volunteers shall be personally responsible for any liability arising under or by virtue of this Agreement.

(E) The limits set forth herein shall apply separately to each insured
against whom claims are made or suits are brought, except with respect to the limits of liability. Further
the limits set forth herein shall not be construed to relieve the Consultant from liability in excess of such
coverage, nor shall it limit the Consultant’s indemnification obligations to the City and shall not preclude
the City from taking such other actions available to the City under other provisions of the Agreement or
law.
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(F) Consultant shall report to the City, in addition to Consultant’s
insurer, any and all insurance claims submitted by Consultant in connection with the Services under this
Agreement.

3.2.11.12 Insurance for Subconsultants. Consultant shall include all
subconsultants engaged in any work for Consultant relating to this Agreement as additional insureds
under the Consultant's policies, or the Consultant shall be responsible for causing subconsultants to
purchase the appropriate insurance in compliance with the terms of these Insurance Requirements,
including adding the City, its officials, officers, employees, agents, and volunteers as additional insureds
to the subconsultant's policies. All policies of Commercial General Liability insurance provided by
Consultant’s subconsultants performing work relating to this Agreement shall be endorsed to name the
City, its officials, officers, employees, agents and volunteers as additional insureds using endorsement
form ISO CG 20 38 04 13 or an endorsement providing equivalent coverage. Consultant shall not allow
any subconsultant to commence work on any subcontract relating to this Agreement until it has received
satisfactory evidence of subconsultant's compliance with all insurance requirements under this
Agreement, to the extent applicable. The Consultant shall provide satisfactory evidence of compliance
with this section upon request of the City.

3.2.12 Water Quality Management and Compliance. Consultant shall keep itself and all
subcontractors, staff, and employees fully informed of and in compliance with all local, state and federal
laws, rules and regulations that may impact, or be implicated by the performance of the Services
including, without limitation, all applicable provisions of the City’s ordinances regulating water quality and
storm water; the Federal Water Pollution Control Act (33 U.S.C. § 1251, ef seq.); the California Porter-
Cologne Water Quality Control Act (Water Code § 13000 et seq.); and any and all regulations, policies,
or permits issued pursuant to any such authority. Consultant must additionally comply with the lawful
requirements of the City, and any other municipality, drainage district, or other local agency with
jurisdiction over the location where the Services are to be conducted, regulating water quality and storm
water discharges. City may seek damages from Consultant for delay in completing the Services caused
by Consultant’s failure to comply with the laws, regulations and policies described in this Section, or any
other relevant water quality law, regulation, or policy.

3.3 Fees and Payments.

3.3.1 Compensation. Consultant shall receive compensation, including authorized
reimbursements, for all Services rendered under this Agreement at the rates set forth in Exhibit "C"
attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference. The total compensation shall not exceed

City Council or City Manager as applicable. Extra Work may be authorized, as described below, and if
authorized, will be compensated at the rates and manner set forth in this Agreement. The City Manager
will have authority to approve Extra Work within 10% of the total compensation.

3.3.2 Payment of Compensation. Consultant shall submit to City a monthly invoice, no
later than the fifteenth (15") calendar day of each month, which indicates work completed and hours of
Services rendered by Consultant during the prior month. The invoice shall describe the amount of
Services provided since the initial commencement date, or since the start of the subsequent billing
periods, as appropriate, through the date of the invoice. City shall, within 30 days of receiving such
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invoice, review the invoice and pay all non-disputed and approved charges. If the City disputes any of
Consultant's fees, the City shall give written notice to Consultant within thirty (30) days of receipt of an
invoice of any disputed fees set forth therein. Payment shall not constitute acceptance of any Services
completed by Consultant. The making of final payment shall not constitute a waiver of any claims by the
City for any reason whatsoever.

3.3.3 Reimbursement for Expenses. Consultant shall not be reimbursed for any
expenses unless authorized in writing by City, or included in Exhibit "C" of this Agreement.

3.3.4 Extra Work. At any time during the term of this Agreement, City may request that
Consultant perform Extra Work. As used herein, "Extra Work" means any work which is determined by
City to be necessary for the proper completion of the Project, but which the Parties did not reasonably
anticipate would be necessary at the execution of this Agreement. Consultant shall not perform, nor be
compensated for, Extra Work without written authorization from the City.

3.3.5 Rate Increases. In the event that this Agreement is renewed pursuant to Section
3.1.2, the rate set forth in Exhibit “C” may be adjusted at the time of renewal as set forth in Exhibit “C.”

34 Labor Code Requirements.

3.4.1 Prevailing Wages. Consultant is aware of the requirements of California Labor
Code Section 1720, et seq., and 1770, et seq., as well as California Code of Regulations, Title 8, Section
16000, et seq., ("Prevailing Wage Laws"), which require the payment of prevailing wage rates and the
performance of other requirements on "public works" and "maintenance" projects. If the Services are
being performed as part of an applicable "public works" or "maintenance" project, as defined by the
Prevailing Wage Laws, and if the total compensation is $1,000 or more, Consultant agrees to fully comply
with such Prevailing Wage Laws. City shall provide Consultant with a copy of the prevailing rates of per
diem wages in effect at the commencement of this Agreement. Consultant shall make copies of the
prevailing rates of per diem wages for each craft, classification or type of worker needed to execute the
Services available to interested parties upon request, and shall post copies at the Consultant's principal
place of business and at the project site. It is the intent of the parties to effectuate the requirements of
sections 1771, 1774, 1775, 1776, 1777.5, 1813, and 1815 of the Labor Code within this Agreement, and
Consultant shall therefore comply with such Labor Code sections to the fullest extent required by law.
Consultant shall defend, indemnify and hold the City, its officials, officers, employees, agents, and
volunteers free and harmless from any claim or liability arising out of any failure or alleged failure to
comply with the Prevailing Wage Laws.

3.4.2 Registration/DIR Compliance. If the Services are being performed on a public
works project of over $25,000 when the project is for construction, alteration, demolition, installation, or
repair work, or a public works project of over $15,000 when the project is for maintenance work, in
addition to the foregoing, then pursuant to Labor Code sections 1725.5 and 1771.1, the Consultant and
all subconsultants must be registered with the Department of Industrial Relations (“DIR”). Consultant
shall maintain registration for the duration of the project and require the same of any subconsultants.
This project may also be subject to compliance monitoring and enforcement by the DIR. It shall be
Consultant’s sole responsibility to comply with all applicable registration and labor compliance
requirements, including the submission of payroll records directly to the DIR. Any stop orders issued by
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the DIR against Consultant or any subconsultant that affect Consultant’s performance of services,
including any delay, shall be Consultant’s sole responsibility. Any delay arising out of or resulting from
such stop orders shall be considered Consultant caused delay and shall not be compensable by the City.
Consultant shall defend, indemnify and hold the City, its officials, officers, employees and agents free
and harmless from any claim or liability arising out of stop orders issued by the DIR against Consultant
or any subconsultant.

3.4.3 Labor Certification. By its signature hereunder, Consultant certifies that it is aware
of the provisions of Section 3700 of the California Labor Code which require every employer to be insured
against liability for Worker's Compensation or to undertake self-insurance in accordance with the
provisions of that Code, and agrees to comply with such provisions before commencing the performance
of the Services.

3.5 Accounting Records.

3.5.1 Maintenance and Inspection. Consultant shall maintain complete and accurate
records with respect to all costs and expenses incurred under this Agreement. All such records shall be
clearly identifiable. Consultant shall allow a representative of City during normal business hours to
examine, audit, and make transcripts or copies of such records and any other documents created
pursuant to this Agreement. Consultant shall allow inspection of all work, data, documents, proceedings,
and activities related to the Agreement for a period of three (3) years from the date of final payment under
this Agreement.

3.6 General Provisions.

3.6.1 Termination of Agreement.

3.6.1.1  Grounds for Termination. City may, by written notice to Consultant,
terminate the whole or any part of this Agreement at any time and without cause by giving written notice
to Consultant of such termination, and specifying the effective date thereof, at least seven (7) days before
the effective date of such termination. Upon termination, Consultant shall be compensated only for those
services which have been adequately rendered to City, and Consultant shall be entitled to no further
compensation. Consultant may not terminate this Agreement except for cause.

3.6.1.2 Effect of Termination. If this Agreement is terminated as provided
herein, City may require Consultant to provide all finished or unfinished Documents and Data and other
information of any kind prepared by Consultant in connection with the performance of Services under this
Agreement. Consultant shall be required to provide such document and other information within fifteen
(15) days of the request.

3.6.1.3  Additional Services. In the event this Agreement is terminated in whole
orin part as provided herein, City may procure, upon such terms and in such manner as it may determine
appropriate, services similar to those terminated.

3.6.2 Delivery of Notices. All notices permitted or required under this Agreement shall
be given to the respective parties at the following address, or at such other address as the respective
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parties may provide in writing for this purpose:

Such notice shall be deemed made when personally delivered or when mailed, forty-eight (48) hours
after deposit in the U.S. Mail, first class postage prepaid and addressed to the party at its applicable
address. Actual notice shall be deemed adequate notice on the date actual notice occurred, regardless
of the method of service.

3.6.3 Ownership of Materials and Confidentiality.

3.6.3.1  Documents & Data; Licensing of Intellectual Property. This Agreement
creates a non-exclusive and perpetual license for City to copy, use, modify, reuse, or sublicense any and
all copyrights, designs, and other intellectual property embodied in plans, specifications, studies,
drawings, estimates, and other documents or works of authorship fixed in any tangible medium of
expression, including but not limited to, physical drawings or data magnetically or otherwise recorded on
computer diskettes, which are prepared or caused to be prepared by Consultant under this Agreement
("Documents & Data"). All Documents & Data shall be and remain the property of City, and shall not be
used in whole or in substantial part by Consultant on other projects without the City’s express written
permission. Within thirty (30) days following the completion, suspension, abandonment or termination of
this Agreement, Consultant shall provide to City reproducible copies of all Documents & Data, in a form
and amount required by City. City reserves the right to select the method of document reproduction and
to establish where the reproduction will be accomplished. The reproduction expense shall be borne by
City at the actual cost of duplication. In the event of a dispute regarding the amount of compensation to
which the Consultant is entitled under the termination provisions of this Agreement, Consultant shall
provide all Documents & Data to City upon payment of the undisputed amount. Consultant shall have
no right to retain or fail to provide to City any such documents pending resolution of the dispute. In
addition, Consultant shall retain copies of all Documents & Data on file for a minimum of fifteen (15) years
following completion of the Project, and shall make copies available to City upon the payment of actual
reasonable duplication costs. Before destroying the Documents & Data following this retention period,
Consultant shall make a reasonable effort to notify City and provide City with the opportunity to obtain
the documents.

3.6.3.2 Subconsultants. Consultant shall require all subconsultants to agree in
writing that City is granted a non-exclusive and perpetual license for any Documents & Data the
subconsultant prepares under this Agreement. Consultant represents and warrants that Consultant has
the legal right to license any and all Documents & Data. Consultant makes no such representation and
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warranty in regard to Documents & Data which were prepared by design professionals other than
Consultant or its subconsultants, or those provided to Consultant by the City.

3.6.3.3 Right to Use. City shall not be limited in any way in its use or reuse of
the Documents and Data or any part of them at any time for purposes of this Project or another project,
provided that any such use not within the purposes intended by this Agreement or on a project other than
this Project without employing the services of Consultant shall be at City’s sole risk. If City uses or reuses
the Documents & Data on any project other than this Project, it shall remove the Consultant’s seal from
the Documents & Data and indemnify and hold harmless Consultant and its officers, directors, agents
and employees from claims arising out of the negligent use or re-use of the Documents & Data on such
other project. Consultant shall be responsible and liable for its Documents & Data, pursuant to the terms
of this Agreement, only with respect to the condition of the Documents & Data at the time they are
provided to the City upon completion, suspension, abandonment or termination. Consultant shall not be
responsible or liable for any revisions to the Documents & Data made by any party other than Consultant,
a party for whom the Consultant is legally responsible or liable, or anyone approved by the Consultant.

3.6.3.4 Indemnification. Consultant shall defend, indemnify and hold the City,
its directors, officials, officers, employees, volunteers and agents free and harmless, pursuant to the
indemnification provisions of this Agreement, for any alleged infringement of any patent, copyright, trade
secret, trade name, trademark, or any other proprietary right of any person or entity in consequence of
the use on the Project by City of the Documents & Data, including any method, process, product, or
concept specified or depicted.

3.6.3.5  Confidentiality. All ideas, memoranda, specifications, plans,
procedures, drawings, descriptions, computer program data, input record data, written information, and
other Documents & Data either created by or provided to Consultant in connection with the performance
of this Agreement shall be held confidential by Consultant. Such materials shall not, without the prior
written consent of City, be used by Consultant for any purposes other than the performance of the
Services. Nor shall such materials be disclosed to any person or entity not connected with the
performance of the Services or the Project. Nothing furnished to Consultant which is otherwise known
to Consultant or is generally known, or has become known, to the related industry shall be deemed
confidential. Consultant shall not use City's name or insignia, photographs of the Project, or any publicity
pertaining to the Services or the Project in any magazine, trade paper, newspaper, television or radio
production or other similar medium without the prior written consent of City.

3.6.3.6 Confidential Information. @ The City shall refrain from releasing
Consultant’s proprietary information ("Proprietary Information") unless the City's legal counsel determines
that the release of the Proprietary Information is required by the California Public Records Act or other
applicable state or federal law, or order of a court of competent jurisdiction, in which case the City shall
notify Consultant of its intention to release Proprietary Information. Consultant shall have five (5) working
days after receipt of the Release Notice to give City written notice of Consultant's objection to the City's
release of Proprietary Information. Consultant shall indemnify, defend and hold harmless the City, and
its officers, directors, employees, and agents from and against all liability, loss, cost or expense (including
attorney’s fees) arising out of a legal action brought to compel the release of Proprietary Information. City
shall not release the Proprietary Information after receipt of the Objection Notice unless either: (1)
Consultant fails to fully indemnify, defend (with City's choice of legal counsel), and hold City harmless
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from any legal action brought to compel such release; and/or (2) a final and non-appealable order by a
court of competent jurisdiction requires that City release such information.

3.6.4 Cooperation; Further Acts. The Parties shall fully cooperate with one another, and
shall take any additional acts or sign any additional documents as may be necessary, appropriate or
convenient to attain the purposes of this Agreement.

3.6.5 Indemnification.

3.6.5.2 If Consultant’'s obligation to defend, indemnify, and/or hold
harmless arises out of Consultant’'s performance as a “design professional” (as that term is
defined under Civil Code section 2782.8), then, and only to the extent required by Civil Code
section 2782.8, which is fully incorporated herein, Consultant’s indemnification obligation shall
be limited to claims that arise out of, pertain to, or relate to the negligence, recklessness, or
willful misconduct of the Consultant, and, upon Consultant obtaining a final adjudication by a
court of competent jurisdiction, Consultant’s liability for such claim, including the cost to defend,
shall not exceed the Consultant’s proportionate percentage of fault.

In addition to
any and all contract requirements pertaining to notices of and requests for compensation or payment for
extra work, disputed work, claims and/or changed conditions, Consultant must comply with the claim
procedures set forth in Government Code sections 900 et seq. prior to filing any lawsuit against the City.
Such Government Code claims and any subsequent lawsuit based upon the Government Code claims
shall be limited to those matters that remain unresolved after all procedures pertaining to extra work,
disputed work, claims, and/or changed conditions have been followed by Consultant. If no such
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Government Code claim is submitted, or if any prerequisite contractual requirements are not otherwise
satisfied as specified herein, Consultant shall be barred from bringing and maintaining a valid lawsuit
against the City.

3.6.8 Attorney’s Fees. If either party commences an action against the other party,
either legal, administrative or otherwise, arising out of or in connection with this Agreement, the prevailing
party in such litigation shall be entitled to have and recover from the losing party reasonable attorney’s
fees and all other costs of such action.

3.6.9 Time of Essence. Time is of the essence for each and every provision of this

assigns of the parties.

3.6.12 Assighment; Subcontracting. Consultant shall not assign, sublet, or transfer this
Agreement or any rights under or interest in this Agreement without the written consent of the City, which
may be withheld for any reason. Any attempt to so assign or so transfer without such consent shall be
void and without legal effect and shall constitute grounds for termination. Consultant shall not subcontract
any portion of the Services required by this Agreement, except as expressly stated herein, without prior
written approval of City. Subcontracts, if any, shall contain a provision making them subject to all
provisions stipulated in this Agreement.

3.6.13 Construction; References; Captions. Since the Parties or their agents have
participated fully in the preparation of this Agreement, the language of this Agreement shall be construed
simply, according to its fair meaning, and not strictly for or against any Party. Any term referencing time,
days or period for performance shall be deemed calendar days and not work days. All references to
Consultant include all personnel, employees, agents, and subconsultants of Consultant, except as
otherwise specified in this Agreement. All references to City include its elected officials, officers,
employees, agents, and volunteers except as otherwise specified in this Agreement. The captions of the
various articles and paragraphs are for convenience and ease of reference only, and do not define, limit,
augment, or describe the scope, content, or intent of this Agreement.

3.6.14 Amendment; Modification. No supplement, modification, or amendment of this
Agreement shall be binding unless executed in writing and signed by both Parties. The City Manager
shall have the authority to authorize changes to the Agreement that do not change the compensation of
the Agreement.

3.6.15 Waiver. No waiver of any default shall constitute a waiver of any other default or
breach, whether of the same or other covenant or condition. No waiver, benefit, privilege, or service
voluntarily given or performed by a Party shall give the other Party any contractual rights by custom,
estoppel, or otherwise.
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3.6.16 No Third-Party Beneficiaries. There are no intended third party beneficiaries of
any right or obligation assumed by the Parties.

3.6.17 Invalidity; Severability. If any portion of this Agreement is declared invalid, illegal,
or otherwise unenforceable by a court of competent jurisdiction, the remaining provisions shall continue
in full force and effect.

3.6.18 Prohibited Interests. Consultant maintains and warrants that it has not employed
nor retained any company or person, other than a bona fide employee working solely for Consultant, to
solicit or secure this Agreement. Consultant warrants that it has not paid nor has it agreed to pay any
company or person, other than a bona fide employee working solely for Consultant, any fee, commission,
percentage, brokerage fee, gift or other consideration contingent upon or resulting from the award or
making of this Agreement. Consultant further agrees to file, or shall cause its employees or
subconsultants to file, a Statement of Economic Interest with the City’s Filing Officer as required under
state law in the performance of the Services. For breach or violation of this warranty, City shall have the
right to rescind this Agreement without liability. For the term of this Agreement, no member, officer or
employee of City, during the term of his or her service with City, shall have any direct interest in this
Agreement, or obtain any present or anticipated material benefit arising therefrom.

3.6.19 Authority to Enter Agreement. Consultant has all requisite power and authority to
conduct its business and to execute, deliver, and perform the Agreement. Each Party warrants that the
individuals who have signed this Agreement have the legal power, right, and authority to make this
Agreement and bind each respective Party.

3.6.20 Counterparts. This Agreement may be signed in counterparts, each of which shall
constitute an original.

3.6.21 Survival. All rights and obligations hereunder that by their nature are to continue
after any expiration or termination of this Agreement, including, but not limited to, the indemnification
obligations, shall survive any such expiration or termination.

RECOMMENDATION:

Staff recommends that the City Council, by motion, approve the General Plan Annual Progress Report Inclusive of
the Annual Housing Element Progress Report for Calendar Year 2025, and direct staff to file the reports with the
State of California Office of Planning and Research (OPR) and the California Department of Housing and
Community Development (HCD).

BACKGROUND:

The City Council adopted the City of Artesia ("City") General Plan in 2010, which was subsequently certified by
HCD in 2010. The current General Plan covers the planning period from November 2010 through November 2030.
The General Plan is a state-mandated document overseeing a city's planning for diverse areas such as housing
production, mobility, the environment, along with social and economic goals and progress, across a specific period
of time. Accordingly, each unique planning area is deemed an element. The City’s last Housing Element was
adopted by the City Council and certified by HCD in 2013. That report, known as the Fifth Cycle element, covered
the planning period from 2013 through 2021. The City is in the process of adopting a Housing Element covering the
planning period from 2021 to 2029, which is known as the Sixth Cycle element. The City Council approved the
Sixth Cycle Housing Element on February 9, 2026 and is awaiting a determination of certification from HCD.



California Government Code Section 65400 requires that every city prepare a General Plan Annual Progress
Report. The annual report provides a means to review the General Plan, determine if changes need to be made in
the plan or its implementation, and provides information on the measurable outcomes and actions associated with
the implementation of the plan. As such, the report must be approved by the City Council and filed with OPR and
HCD each year by April 1. The information contained within this report will summarize key Planning efforts in the
Calendar Year 2025, as well as find how they relate to goals set forth in the City's General Plan. The State of
California uses the information submitted by the City to identify statewide trends in the land use decision-making
process, and analyzes how local planning and development activities relate to statewide planning goals and
policies. California Government Code Section 65400 requires that the City Council consider the General Plan
Annual Progress Reports at a public meeting where members of the public can provide oral testimony and written
comments prior to filing the reports with OPR and HCD.

ANALYSIS:

Pursuant to Government Code Section 65400, Planning staff have prepared a General Plan Annual Progress
Report for the calendar year 2025. The Report complies with current progress report guidelines from OPR. The
draft General Plan Annual Progress Report for Calendar Year 2025 highlights the City’s advancements in achieving
the goals and objectives described in the City of Artesia General Plan 2030. The key highlights are referenced in
the context of the goals and objectives set forth in the General Plan. To date, notable achievements included in the
draft report are:

1. Continue to monitor maintenance standards in neighborhoods to maintain high standards of appearance and
stability in the neighborhood (Policy Action LU 2.2.1).

During Calendar Year 2025, the City continued to monitor required maintenance standards as outlined by
the Artesia Municipal Code (AMC). The City opened 798 Code Enforcement cases and successfully abated
722 cases. The City continues to proactively utilize the Artesia Housing Conditions Survey as the basis for
identifying target areas that require priority attention. Additionally, the City continues to respond to reports of
Municipal Code violations and health, safety and welfare hazards. Elsewhere, unpermitted construction,
business uses, landscaping care and maintenance, along with development activity identified by Code
Enforcement staff, served as the basis for the enforcement of the City's high standards for appearance in its
residential neighborhoods. Additionally, for the first time, the City adopted a vacant property ordinance. The
new ordinance establishes standards for the appearance, maintenance, and upkeep of approximately 32
vacant properties in the City.

2. Encourage alternate modes of transportation, including rail, vanpooling, carpooling, pedestrian walkways,
bicycling and Transportation Demand Management plans and programs (Policy Action CIR 4.2.4).
During Calendar Year 2025, the City of Artesia approved the Downtown Specific Plan (DTSP) and Mixed-
Use Ordinance (MU-O). The policies, plans, and actions of the DTSP and MU-O were designed to facilitate
increased urban development and to transform the City's around the future metro train line. In implementing
this, the City is encouraging alternate modes of transportation, including mass transit, carpooling,
vanpooling, and pedestrian activity, by centralizing assets and rezoning much of the City's core commercial
area. By retooling development standards and concentrating future development along corridors accessible
to alternative modes of transportation, including ride share and carpool uses, the City is increasing the
feasibility of and infrastructure designed for transportation by rail, carpooling, bicycle, and on foot.

3. Amend the Zoning Code to implement mixed-use zoning districts that provide development standards for
mixed-use development, which should address minimum density and intensity requirements; allowable uses;
horizontal and/or vertical mix of uses; building heights; and parking standards.



During Calendar Year 2025, the City approved the Artesia Downtown Specific Plan (ADSP) and Mixed-Use
Ordinance (MU-O). Collectively, the specific plan and ordinance will allow for greater levels of transit-
oriented development (TOD) and a broader assortment of urban uses permitted in the City. The ADSP aims
to guide future development and will allow for greater levels of residential and mixed-use development in the
City core, whereas the MU-O expands the geographic footprint of areas in the City zoned for mixed-use and
affordable housing.

The ADSP and MU-O will execute these goals primarily through, but not limited to, the following project
components: a General Plan amendment, rezoning of the subject areas, increase in the dwelling units
permitted, development standards in the areas with increased dwelling units that encourage more
functionally urban designs, as well as the overall promotion of mixed-use development. Additionally,
changes to land use and zoning designations will accommodate targeted growth and provide greater
consistency in design and development standards. These substantial zoning changes, together with the use
of the State Density Bonus Law (Government Code §§65915-65918), have resulted in several large-scaled
housing and mixed use development projects proposed in the City's history.

4. Encourage new development and redevelopment to provide parks, plazas or open space areas (Policy Action
0§ 1.2.2)
During Calendar Year 2025, the City continued to prioritize new park, plazas, and open space areas. Of
note, the City was awarded the gold level of the Gateway Cities Energy Action Award (GCEAA) for the third
year straight, with this year's award in part based on improvements to park and recreation facilities.
Addressing park inequity among Artesia residents and improving park quality has been a key factor behind
realized and ongoing improvements at the City's parks. Notable recent accomplishments and improvements
include the comprehensive renovation of the Albert O. Little Community Center, a new roof and outdoor
exercise equipment for the AJ Padelford Park community center, and the new Youth Activities after-school
program. In addition, the City completed the Historic District Recreation Trail tree and landscape plantings.
Addtionally, plans were approved by the City Council for the Botanical Garden located at 11462 178th Street,
which will provide walking trails, passive open space, exhibitions on local flora, and areas for public
gatherings.

5. Informational Manuals/Handouts (Action HE 5.1a)

Planning staff worked to inform City residents and stakeholders on a variety of ongoing and future planning
initiatives. Through open houses, the dissemination of fliers and newsletters, as well as dedicated pages on
the City website, and Notices of Availability and Determination through the California Environmental Quality
Act (CEQA), the Planning Division utilized a number of means to ensure that informational manuals and
handouts reached the applicable target audience. Other informational efforts include the publication of the
Quarterly Artesian, the launch of the monthly e-newsletter, active social media pages, and an annual report
summarizing key development and events in the City.

6. Explore opportunities to encourage growth in sectors that provide fiscal revenue (Policy Action ED 2.1.2).
As mentioned above, the adoption and implementation of the Artesia Downtown Specific Plan (ADSP) and
Mixed-Use Ordinance (MU-O) are designed to incentivize and encourage further development and
economic activity in the City's core. In expanding the geographic footprint for urban, mixed uses, as well as
increasing flexibility in the types of land uses permitted, the City expects growth opportunities in the
commercial business and residential sectors and tax bases, respectively.

7. Increase the extremely low, very low, low and moderate-income housing stock (Policy H 1.2).
A total of 49 building permits of all types were approved in Calendar Year 2025. This represents a deep and
unwavering commitment to housing production, which has resulted in year-over-year increases to the City's
stock of moderate (also known as workforce housing) housing totals. Apart from this, the City has partnered
with affordable housing partners to better facilitate the future production of affordable housing.



A total of 38 accessory dwelling units (ADUs) were approved during Calendar Year 2025. This represents a
significant lifeline for many Artesia homeowners and residents alike. For some, the construction and renting
of an ADU allows for important additional income to be made while also providing new housing opportunities
in the City. In recent years, ADUs have represented the single-largest type of residences approved in the
City.

8. Rezone underperforming commercial properties in order to effectively transition them to more viable land
uses. (Policy Action LU 3.1.1)
The adoption and implementation of the Mixed-Use Ordinance (MU-O) will encourage mixed-use real estate
development along retail corridors where development has lagged or has otherwise not seen recent
momentum. In facilitating this change, the City is investing in its long-term future by incentivizing
development in areas where commercial development has slowed. Presently, there are four active Planning
entitlements that are taking advantage of new rezoning and zoning overlays.

Recently adopted and implemented specific plans, including the Arkansas Street Specific Plan, Artesia
Boulevard Corridor Specific Plan, and the Downtown Specific Plan, along with the Mixed-Use Corridor, have
aided considerably in the rezoning of under-performing commercial properties.

9. Ensure mixed-use developments are integrated with surrounding uses to become part of the neighborhood by
utilizing cohesive architecture, lively streetscapes, interesting urban spaces and attractive landscaping
Projects subject to a discretionary review and approval process must have their design approved by City
Staff, as well as the Planning Commission. Design Review at the City of Artesia seeks to assess proposed
projects in a discretionary and holistic manner, so as to ensure compatibility with the site context and
surroundings. Where applicable, staff mandate project-specific open space requirements, together with the
use of design materials that are harmonious and in rhythm with the surrounding community.

10. Encourage production of Accessory Dwelling Units (Action HE 1.2d)
During Calendar Year 2025, the City approved a total of 38 accessory dwelling units, also known as
ADUs. This number is useful in realizing the objective of expanding the number of extremely low, very low-,
and moderate-income housing in the City. ADU's in the City are considered moderate income non-deed-
restricted housing, and thus represent a significant portion of the moderate-incoming housing recently
approved. Furthermore, where possible, the City has updated its ADU ordinance to achieve compliance and
conformity with changing State directives and guidelines.

Annual Housing Element Progress Report
Staff and consultants worked together with HCD on the review and ultimate submission of the Housing Element
Update. Following months of review and hard work finalizing the Housing Element, a final, updated draft was
submitted to the HCD for their review on February 10, 2026. Subsequently, HCD has confirmed receipt of the
submittal, and will soon begin reviewing it.

In compliance with Government Code Section 65400, staff has prepared the Annual Housing Element Progress
Report for Calendar Year 2025, which is included as part of the General Plan Progress Report. Staff prepared the
report using the forms and tables prepared and required by HCD. The draft Annual Housing Element Progress
Report includes information related to the construction of affordable housing, rehabilitated homes, and the Regional
Housing Needs Assessment (RHNA) requirements. RHNA prescribes the number of additional housing units that
will need to be constructed at different income levels in the City to accommodate anticipated population growth.
The 2021-2029 RHNA obligations, also known as the Sixth Cycle, as prepared by the Southern California
Association of Governments (SCAG), establish the planning period goal of approximately 1,069 units for the City.
These 1,069 units are subsequently divided into the following four (4) household income categories, along with
their respective unit count:



Very-Low Income 312 units

Low Income 168 units
Moderate Income 128 units
Above-Moderate Income 461 units
Total 1,069 units

During 2025, the City finaled 11 new residential units at the above-moderate income level. Of these new residential
units, ten (10) units were finaled in the City's different multi-family zoning districts. However, the City has not issued
any building permits for new residential construction of very-low, low, or moderate multifamily income units during
this planning period. That said, the production of moderate-income accessory dwelling units remains robust, as
described above. As such, the City continues to encourage and promote the development of affordable housing,
including seeking established affordable housing partners and consolidating City-owned parcels, so to meet the
goals of the Housing Sub-Element and SCAG RHNA allocation.

FISCAL IMPACT:
There is no financial impact to the General Fund associated with the approval and submission of this Report. By
filing the Report with OPR and HCD, the City will be in compliance with Government Code Section 65400.

RECOMMENDED COUNCIL ACTION:

Staff recommends that the City Council, by motion, approve the General Plan Annual Progress Report, inclusive of
the Annual Housing Element Progress Report for Calendar Year 2025, and direct staff to file the reports with the
State of California Office of Planning and Research (OPR) and the California Department of Housing and
Community Development (HCD).

The second grant is in the amount of $6,000,000 from Former
Congresswoman Michelle Steel and the California State Community Project
Funded Congressional Directed Spending Program to fund roadway
improvements throughout the City.

Encourage mixed-use developments that combine residential and/or
commercial or recreational uses, thereby improving convenience and
reducing trip generation. (Policy Action CIR 4.1.1)

During Calendar Year 2025, the City adopted the Artesia Downtown Specific
Plan, which established land-use and development standards consistent with
the goals of transit-oriented development. Downtown Artesia will be the
terminus location for the future Southeast Gateway Line (SGL) light rail train,
to be operated by the Los Angeles County Metropolitan Transportation
Authority. The SGL will provide one-seat service from Artesia to Downtown
Los Angeles, ultimately connecting the City to the greater Metro rail network.
It is the City’s belief that this investment will promote tourism and investment
in the City and allow residents to access regional education, employment, and
service centers across the region.

Encourage alternate modes of transportation, including rail, vanpooling,
carpooling, pedestrian walkways, bicycling and Transportation Demand
Management plans and programs (Policy Action CIR 4.2.4).

Advanced utility relocation work continued along the future Metro Southeast
Gateway light rail line. The light rail project, which will span 14.5 miles, will
connect Downtown Los Angeles and Artesia. Downtown Artesia will be the
rail line’s terminus, and the station will be located in Downtown Artesia. The
light rail line is anticipated to open for service in 2035.

During Calendar Year 2025, the City, under contract with Precision Concrete,
remediated a total of 4,723 square feet of sidewalks as part of the FY 24-25
Citywide Sidewalk Improvement Project. The improvements bring sidewalks
into ADA compliance, reduce liability along pedestrian walkways, and
encourage walking as a safe mode of transportation.

Improved aesthetic quality and maintenance of arterial highways and local
roadways (Community Goal CIR 2).

During Calendar Year 2025, the City updated its Pavement Management
Plan. Also during this period, the City conducted 380,769 square feet of street
resurfacing on nine (9) local roads in the City of Artesia in accordance with
the plan. The rehabilitation project also included the reconstruction of
damaged or dilapidated curb and gutters, curb ramps, as well as sidewalk
panels in the project area.

Collectively, the rehabilitations encouraged alternate modes of transportation
by improving pedestrian walkways in the project area. The project's scope of
work included eliminating major sidewalk hazards, installing enhanced
crosswalks, and constructing ADA compliant curb ramps.

Street improvements during Calendar Year 2025 include projects along 195"
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Street from Ely Avenue to Flora Vista Street, and Flora Vista Street from
Norwalk Boulevard to 195" Street. Additionally, at Pioneer Boulevard and
175" Street, a street repair to fix uplifted asphalt resulted in 636 square feet
of improved street surface.

e) Maintain and replace street frees as needed to achieve their aesthetic
purpose and avoid damage to streets and sidewalks (Policy Action CIR 2.1.5).

During Calendar Year 2025, the City, under contract with West Coast
Arborists, pruned and maintained 980 mature trees citywide. This work was
performed in accordance with the City’s regularly scheduled maintenance.
Additionally, the City’s Maintenance Department pruned and maintained
approximately 65 younger trees that were not covered under contract with
West Coast Arborists. A total of 25 trees were removed, either because they
posed an immediate threat to public safety or removal was necessary to avoid
further significant damage to streets and sidewalks.

f) Explore development of City shuttle system using fuel-efficient/alternative fuel
vehicles (Policy Action CIR 5.1.1).

During Calendar Year 2025, the City continued operating a free electric bus
service, Artesia Transit. The bus, which runs on a fixed route within the City,
is free for Artesia residents and visitors. The City expanded this operational
service of the bus from Thursday-Saturday to Tuesday-Saturday. The total
ridership in 2025 was 4,836 riders.

g) Work with Caltrans to review, monitor and improve as necessary on-/off-
ramps at the 91 freeway (Policy Action CIR 6.1.1).

During Calendar Year 2025, the City continued to work with Caltrans and
Metro on their efforts to expand and maintain State Route 91 within the City
limits. As part of its proposed State Route 91 (SR-91) improvements,
Caltrans is proposing major improvements to on-/off- ramps located at Pioneer
Boulevard and State Route 91. Presently, the expansion project is in the final
planning phase.

Additionally, Caltrans is working on a major $34 million sign rehabilitation
and safety improvement project along a 14.7-mile stretch of SR-91 in Los
Angeles between Gardena and the Orange County Line. As proposed, work
will include upgrading bridge railings, replacing guardrails, improving lighting,
restoring landscaping, and enhancing worker and motorist safety.

4. Community Facilities and Infrastructure Sub-Element
The Community Facilities and Infrastructure Sub-Element provides official policy
direction for the use, maintenance and location of general sanitary sewer, solid
waste, drainage, potable water facilities, and natural groundwater recharge areas




in conformance with the General Plan’s Land Use Sub-Element.

a)

b)

d)

Conduct a community needs assessment to determine where service gaps
exist in community facilities and where particular types of programs could
best meet neighborhood needs. (Policy Action CFIl 1.2.1).

During Calendar Year 2025, the City completed an Americans with
Disabilities Act (ADA) self-evaluation, so as to comply with Title 2 of the ADA.
This evaluation identified needed improvements and will inform future
investments in accessibility upgrades. To this effect, the planned replacement
of the bathrooms at Artesia Park are designed to achieve compliance with the
ADA.

The City also entered into a contract in 2025 which will provide short surveys
for residents to take and provide feedback for community offerings and
programs. In 2025, the City worked to recruit residents to sign up to take the
surveys in order to launch the first survey in January 2026.

Support sustainable wastewater services that respect and improve the natural
environment (Policy Action CFl 3.1.3).

During the 2025 Calendar Year, the City continued to support and expand
upon its sustainable wastewater services. Central to this was the
implementation of programs such as the National Pollutant Discharge
Elimination System permit program, the Lower San Gabriel River Watershed
Management Program, Low-Impact Development (LID) Ordinance (Municipal
Code Title 6 Section 7.10), and Los Angeles County’s Safe Clean Water
Program. The City continues to search for opportunities to support stormwater
reuse and improvements to the natural environment.

Continue to participate in the National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System
permit program (Policy Action CFl 3.1.4).

During the 2025 Calendar Year, the City continued its implementation or the
National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System permit program.
Conformance with this is mandatory for contractors and developments
working in the City.

Review the use of natural features such as bioswales, wildlife ponds, and
wetlands for flood control and water quality treatment in conjunction with new
development or redevelopment projects (Policy Action CFl 3.1.5).

During the 2025 Calendar Year, the City continued to actively review the use
of natural features for flood control and water quality treatment in conjunction
with new development or redevelopment projects. This review is mandated by
the City’s implementation of the Lower San Gabriel River Watershed
Management Program, the Low-Impact Development (LID) Ordinance, and
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Los Angeles County’s Safe Clean Water Program. Moving forward, the City
will continue to conduct these reviews and administer the aforementioned
programs, particularly in conjunction with new development in the City.

Provide public education information and outreach materials regarding proper
materials handling practices to assist residents and businesses in complying
with surface water quality regulations and to increase awareness of potential
impacts to the environment resulting from improper containment for disposal
practices (Policy Action CFl 3.1.6).

During the 2025 Calendar Year, the City provided public information and
outreach materials regarding the handling of safe materials, and the potential
impacts to the environment that may arise from improper disposal practices.
This information is available to both residents and business owners, and is
provided through the City’s National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System
(NPDES) Program. Contractors and developers are regularly informed of
such procedures during the permit issuance process, and such information is
regularly made open to the public. Additionally, the City received Measure W
funds. Accordingly, the program funds were used to increase awareness and
improve the efficiency of City programs.

Status of the General Plan — Community Resources and Wellness Element

The Community Resources and Wellness Element within the Artesia General Plan
contains the following sub-elements: (1) Air Quality and Climate Change; (2) Open Space
and Conservation; (3) Community Safety; and (4) Noise.

1. Air Quality and Climate Change Sub-Element

As adopted, the Air Quality and Climate Change Sub-Element is intended to
protect the public’s health and welfare by implementing the measures that allow
the South Coast Air Basin to attain Federal and State air quality standards. The
policies listed below highlight the City’s ongoing efforts to protect and promote
public health through air quality measures.

a)

b)

Promote and participate in cooperative efforts with agencies and communities
in the South Coast Air Basin to achieve clean air (Policy Action AQ 1.1.1).

During Calendar Year 2025, the City continued to cooperate in efforts with
agencies and communities in the South Coast Air Basin to achieve cleaner air
in the region. The City regularly coordinated with the Air Quality Management
District (AQMD) on the demolition of structures, along with the abatement and
removal of hazardous materials. Additionally, new restaurants and
businesses are required to complete an AQMD form to determine if any
relevant permits may be necessary.

Support programs that reduce emissions from building materials and methods
that generate excessive pollutants through incentives and/or regulations
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d)

(Policy Action AQ 1.3.2).

During Calendar Year 2025, the City continued to implement the Construction
and Demolition Debris Program. The Program requires that sixty-five percent
(65%) of nonhazardous construction and demolition waste be recycled and/or
salvaged for reuse. The City continues to support programs that reduce
emissions and waste from building materials. Contractors and developers
working in the City are notified of such waste recycling and diversion
initiatives during the permit issuance process.

Explore options for a city-wide compost program for food waste (Policy Action
SUS 2.2.2).

During Calendar Year 2025, the City implemented SB 1383, which stipulates
mandatory recycling for organic materials. The City held several educational
programs in 2025 following the program ‘s implementation. The City also
distributed countertop composting pails to residents to assist with program
compliance.

Continue preventative maintenance and repair of City Vehicles and
equipment, and investigate the possibility of converting vehicle fleet to clean
fuel vehicles (Policy Action AQ 2.1.7)

The 2025 Calendar Year was the first full year in which the City utilized
Enterprise Fleet Management. The goal of the City’s contracting with
Enterprise Fleet Management is to provide preventative maintenance and
management services for all City-owned vehicles.

Elsewhere, the City replaced one (1) aging vehicle in the Public Works
Department. The new vehicle has increased vehicle reliability and efficiency,
while reducing repair-related expenditures.

Consider alternative work schedules for City employees to reduce employee
driving (Policy Action QA 2.1.3).

During the 2025 Calendar Year, the City continued its voluntary Hybrid and
Remote Work Policy. The policy allows eligible employees the opportunity to
work from home for a maximum of two (2) days per week, thereby reducing the
need to drive to work every day, while also providing alternatives to driving.

. Open Space and Conservation Sub-Element

The Open Space and Conservation Sub-Element provides official direction
regarding the conservation and utilization of natural resources in the City. It also
outlines strategies and actions to preserve and enhance open space areas in the
City and meet the recreational needs of its residents.

a)

Encourage new development and redevelopment to provide parks, plazas or
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b)

open space areas (Policy Action OS 1.2.2)

During Calendar Year 2025, the City completed improvements on the
Historical District Recreational Trail. Said improvements included the
installation of plants and trees, along with trail beautification and maintenance.
The trails were first opened for public use during Calendar Year 2020.
Improvements to the Historical District Recreational Trails will be amended in
the future to accommodate the arrival of Metro to Artesia.

During Calendar Year 2025, the City continued to work on the plans and
development for the Botanical Garden. In 2025, the City demolished the
vacant structures on the property, completed a tree inventory, as well as
completed all necessary environmental analyses. The City Council approved
the design for the Botanical Garden and the project entered into plan check in
2025.

During Calendar Year 2025, the City prioritized the renovation of existing
facilities. To this effect, the City repainted the exterior buildings at Artesia
Park, replaced the flooring at the Albert O. Little Community Center, and
renovated the roof at the North Artesia Community Center, located at A.J.
Padelford Park. Also at A.J. Padelford Park, new outdoor exercise equipment
was installed near the playground.

Consider land acquisition of vacant lots, abandoned properties, and unused rail
right of way for neighborhood parks, pocket parks, and linear parks within
existing neighborhoods (Policy Action OS 1.2.3).

During Calendar Year 2025, the City acquired one (1) additional parcel to
expand A.J. Padelford Park and applied for additional grant funds to acquire
more parcels. The City developed the previously-acquired property by
installing irrigation and grass and opened to the public in 2024. Lot
consolidation efforts to expand the A.J. Padelford Park are ongoing.

. Community Safety Sub-Element

The Community Safety Sub-Element provides comprehensive policies to prepare
for and protect against fires, floods, and other major disasters. Its aim is to reduce
the potential risk of loss of life, injuries, property damage, and economic and social
dislocation resulting from hazards such as fires, floods, earthquakes, and
landslides.

a)

Encourage cooperative agreements between the Sheriff's Department and
local organizations such as schools and business groups. (Policy Action SAF
1.1.3)

During Calendar Year 2025, the City co-sponsored with the Los Angeles

County Department of Animal Care and Control for the “Vet in the Park Day”
event at Artesia Park. This event provided free services such as pet exams,
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b)

d)

vaccines, microchipping, and deworming medications. Also, spay and neuter
services were provided to qualified animals, as well as pet licensing. This
event promoted the health, safety, and welfare of people and animals.

Additionally, the City partnered with a private security company to provide
added visibility in neighborhoods at night. These efforts supplement both the
Sheriffs work in the City, as well as that of the Code Enforcement Division
and Public Works Department by assisting in identifying graffiti, bulky item
dumping and other vandalism.

Adopt and require compliance with the most current versions of State or
County building codes, or other relevant codes (Policy Action SAF 2.1.2).

During Calendar Year 2025, the City continued to utilize the current Los
Angeles County Building codes, which incorporated the new 2025 California
Building Code. The City of Artesia continues to require compliance with the
current versions of State and County building codes. The most-current code
cycle, the year 2025 California Building Code, was adopted in February 2026.

Continue to contract with the Los Angeles County Sheriff's Department to
provide quality police protection for the City’s population and regularly
communicate to ensure needs are met (Policy Action SAF 5.1.1).

During Calendar Year 2025, the City continued to contract with the Los
Angeles County Sheriff's Department to provide quality police protection for the
City’s population. In 2025, the City Council continued funding the Sheriff's
contract to include a dedicated Sergeant to serve Artesia’s residents and
increase police protection for the City’s residents. Calendar Year 2025 efforts
build upon this. Additionally, the City’s purchased and installed an additional
four (four) license plate readers, which added to the existing stock, for a total
of fifteen (15), actively assist the City in criminal investigations and crime
prevention.

Sheriffs regularly attend and engage with the community at City events,
including the International Street Fair and Diversity Festival, Dog Day
Afternoon, the annual Spring Eggstravaganza & Public Safety Expo, National
Night Out, BBQ with the Sheriff's at the park, and semiannually “coffee with a
cop” events in the community.

Continue to contract with the County of Los Angeles Public Works
Department for building safety review services (Policy Action SAF 6.2.2).

During Calendar Year 2025, the City continued to contract with the County of
Los Angeles Public Works Department for building safety review services.
Building inspections, plans review, and permit issuance are several of the
services offered by our contract staff.
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e) Ensure that adequately trained staff is available to provide essential
emergency public services (Policy Action SAF 7.1.1).

During Calendar Year 2025, the City continued to adhere to the City’s Local
Hazard Mitigation Plan (LHMP) and Emergency Operations Plan (EOP) and
began the process to update the LHMP and EOP. Regular meetings take
place to ensure compliance and an elevated state of preparedness in the face of
natural disasters.

In 2025, the City rolled out and implemented a robust emergency
management training program to train Emergency Operations Center (EOC)
staff in their roles, how to work between section areas, and implemented a
mock emergency in conjunction with the statewide Great Shake Out event in
October. The City’s Safety Committee was key in implementing the mock
event, and meets quarterly during the year to ensure safety for staff and the
public at city facilities.

4. Noise Sub-Element
The Noise Sub-Element identifies noise sources in the City, evaluates the potential
for noise conflicts and problems, and identifies ways to reduce existing and
potential noise impacts.

a) Enforce noise standards, as contained in the City’s Noise Ordinance (Policy
Action N 1.1.1).

During Calendar Year 2025, the City continued to enforce noise standards
through the City’'s Code Enforcement Department. Violators of the City’s
Noise Ordinance were cited and required to adhere to the City’s permissible
exterior sound limits. The City will continue to enforce noise standards
through the City’s Code Enforcement Department.

b) Implement noise mitigation by placing conditions of approval on development
projects, and require a clear description of mitigation on subdivision maps,
site plans, and building plans for inspection purposes (Policy Action N 1.1.3).

During Calendar Year 2025, the City continued to implement and enforce
discretionary conditions of approval on restaurant development projects that
include outdoor seating, except for within the greater downtown area. With
relation to noise mitigation, a key condition is that noise levels allowed for any
outdoor music are to be limited, so as to maintain a safe and healthy
environment for the community. The City continues to work with, and listen to,
community members, as it works towards implementing additional noise
mitigation measures.

Status of the General Plan — Community Culture and Economy Element

The Community Culture and Economy Element within the Artesia General Plan contains
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the following sub-elements: (1) Cultural and Historical Sub-Element; (2) Economic
Development.

1.

Cultural and Historical Sub-Element

The Cultural and Historical Sub-Element provides comprehensive policies to guide
the preservation, protection, restoration and rehabilitation of cultural and historic
resources in the City.

a) Promote events and activities highlighting cultural and historic resources, and
integrate cultural and historic aspects into City-sponsored events and
programs (Policy Action CHR 2.1.1).

During Calendar Year 2025, the City sponsored celebrations and activities as
part of its annual events program. The City’s largest annual event, the
International Street Fair and Diversity Festival, showcased the -cultural
diversity of the City with live performances, arts and craft vendors, and
international food vendors.

In 2025, the City initiated a program to ensure City employees learned the
history of Artesia by arranging tour of the City’s museums in partnership with
the Artesia Historical Society. The City also continued its partnership with the
Artesia Historical Society by maintaining the museum's properties and funding
utility services so that the Historical Society can conduct school tours with the
ABC Unified School District.

. Economic Development Sub-Element

The Economic Development Sub-Element presents policies to support a diverse,
innovative, competitive, entrepreneurial, and sustainable local economy. These
policies are designed to realize the City’s economic goals, achieve an elevated
standard of living in the City, and to foster and harness economic growth.
Collectively, these increase tax revenues, the standard of living and
attractiveness of the City, and overall quality of life.

a) Support a business-friendly environment for businesses to locate in Artesia
and existing businesses to flourish (Policy Action ED 1.2.3).

During Calendar Year 2025, the City worked diligently to create a pro-
business environment for City businesses and stakeholders. In 2025, the City
hired a new position to be the official point of contact for business license
inquiries and assistance. This effort ensures that businesses are not required
to work with multiple departments as their applications make the way from the
online portal to zone verification, and plan check by centralizing the point of
contact. This liaison also provides new business information to the Artesia
Chamber of Commerce for assistance with grant openings, membership and
promotional opportunities.

Also, during Calendar Year 2025 the City continued to participate in the
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b)

d)

Gateway Cities Regional Fiber Network project. When constructed, the
project will boast 120 miles of high-speed broadband fiber throughout the
Gateway Cities region. Which may eventually provide capacity to expand to
business districts.

Support a business-friendly environment for businesses to locate in Artesia
and existing businesses to flourish (Policy Action ED 1.2.3).

The City continues to assist businesses through assistance with business
license review, with the help of the new full-time staff member for business
licenses, and expedited support online in the City’s HDL business license
software. Other notable achievements include the launching of an Enhanced
Infrastructure Financing District (EIFD), as well as beginning the process with
a consultant to work on the creation of Business Improvement District (BID)
for Downtown Artesia.

Continue to promote resident access to job training, skill enhancement and
educational excellence (Policy Action ED 1.3.2).

During Calendar Year 2025, the City continued to work with the Southeast
Los Angeles County Workforce Development Board. The Board has
partnered with Artesia to provide services including resume assistance, job
training, business development, and skills enhancement. These services are
free to the community.

Additionally, the City continued to work with Youth @Work Program with the
Southeast Los Angeles County Workforce Development Board. In Calendar
Year 2025, a total of 25 youth participated in this program This program is
designed with the intent of providing job training at City facilities to youth
workers.

Maintain a responsible balance of revenue and expenditures (Community
Policy Action ED 2.1).

During Calendar Year 2025, the City closed the 2024-2025 Fiscal Year with a
balanced budget that included a surplus of $205,585.

Monitor fiscal health of the community and prioritize capital improvement
investments based on the anticipated revenue stream (Community Policy
Action ED 2.1.1).

During Calendar Year 2025, the City adopted an updated Five-Year Capital
Improvement Plan. As part of the City’s annual budget process, this Plan
identifies revenue and ties it to community priorities for infrastructure projects.

Explore opportunities to encourage growth in sectors that provide fiscal
revenue (Policy Action ED 2.1.2).
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During Calendar Year 2025, the City adopted the Artesia Downtown Specific
Plan (ADSP) and Mixed-Use Overlay Zone (MU-O). These new overlay
districts will help to increase the opportunity for mixed use development,
funding, and will encourage new businesses to operate in Artesia. In
significantly expanding the permissible geographic footage for new
businesses and residences, the City is making a steadfast commitment and
investment to broaden its projected fiscal revenue.

Status of the General Plan — Sustainability Element

The Sustainability Element defines “sustainability” as development that meets the needs
of the present without compromising the ability of future generations to meet their own
needs. Sustainability requires that the social and economic decisions made by the City,
its residents and business owners allow our economy and community to thrive without
destroying the natural resources that support our way of life. Through balancing long-
term economic, social, and developmental objectives, the Sustainability Element charts
the City’s course for progress towards this objective.

1.

Prioritize the reduction of the amount of paper waste in municipal operations
wherever possible (Policy Action SUS 2.1.4).

During Calendar Year 2025, the City continued to utilize comprehensive case
management software that facilitates electronic filing, submittal, note-taking, and
client correspondence. The Planning Department and Code Enforcement
Department have experienced a significant reduction of paper waste since the
software’s implementation.

The City also worked on the soft launch and implementation of the OpenGov
permit portal software. Following the full implementation of OpenGov, all project
submittals and permit issuance will be done digitally.

During Calendar Year 2025, the City continued the use of AgendaLink for the digital
production of agenda packets for the City Council, City Commissions, and other
appointed bodies agendas. Similarly, the City Clerk's Office has experienced a
significant reduction of paper waste this the software’s implementation.

In Calendar Year 2025, the City continued to scan and archive paper files and
completed the digitization of all employee files. This initiative streamlines record-
keeping, enhances data accessibility, and ensures compliance with retention and
privacy regulations, as well as reducing paper waste and physical storage needs.

. Explore options for a city-wide compost program for food waste (Policy Action

SUS 2.2.2).
During Calendar Year 2025, the City continued to follow California Assembly Bill

341 and 1826, which require the City to administer both a commercial solid waste
recycling program and a commercial organic waste recycling program.
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Furthermore, City continued to implement mandatory organics sorting and
recycling, as part of compliance with SB 1383. Pursuant to this, the City
continued to provide educational programs and countertop composting pails to
assist with program awareness and compliance.

. Prioritize the creation and implementation of a Construction and Demolition
Debris ordinance to divert a minimum of 65% of waste, and monitor construction
projects to ensure compliance. Develop a protocol to monitor progress and
continuously improve diversion rate requirement (Policy Action SUS 2.3.1).

During Calendar Year 2025, the City continued to implement the Construction
and Demolition Debris Program. The Program requires that sixty-five percent
(65%) of nonhazardous construction and demolition waste be recycled and/or
salvaged for reuse. The City continues to support programs that reduce
emissions and waste from building materials.

. Promote access to food for a healthy diet, locally and organically grown, if
possible, in City facilities and schools. (Policy Action 6.1.2)

During Calendar Year 2025, the City provided 499 meals to youth under the age of
18 as part of its Summer Food Service Program. This program provides free
meals during the summer months when school is not in session, and school
lunches are not available.

. Promote the benefits of a healthy lifestyle and education and develop an
education program for the community on the benefits of eating locally grown,
organic foods. (Policy Action SUS 6.1.4).

During Calendar Year 2025, the City hosted the second Artesia 5K Run and
Wellness Fair to promotes the benefits of an active and healthy lifestyle, as well
as fosters a sense of community spirit.

Additionally, in 2025, the City initiated the Youth Activities League Afterschool
Program (YAL). Through this program, youth participated in a unit surrounding
gardening, growing their own vegetables and learning about farm to table
benefits.

RECOMMENDATION:

Staff recommends that the City Council, by motion, approve and authorize the City Manager to execute on their
behalf, a five-year Landscape Maintenance Service Agreement with Brightview Landscape Services, Inc. with a
not-to-exceed amount of $1,100,617.20 for City-Wide Landscape Maintenance Services and make a determination
that this action is exempt from CEQA.

BACKGROUND:

The City of Artesia ("City") has an existing landscaping maintenance agreement with Mariposa Landscaping Inc.
("Mariposa") for City-wide landscape maintenance services. The current contract includes weekly landscape
maintenance on medians on Norwalk Boulevard, Artesia Boulevard, South Street, the Corby Public Parking Lot,
Artesia City Hall, Albert O. Little Community Center, Artesia Library, and the Artesia Botanical Garden. The contract
includes a base annual cost of $106,836.00 and the City expends, on average, $98,957.00 a year in Extra Work
that is not included in the base contract. The existing contract with Mariposa was executed in 2020 and is now
expired. Mariposa has been providing services on a month-to-month basis since July 1, 2025.

Staff released a Request for Proposals (RFP) on December 15, 2025 which included the scope of work that
Mariposa is currently completing, as well as new specifications and routine maintenance at various locations that
Staff believes will address service gaps and deficiencies in the current contract. While Mariposa has the capacity
the service these locations on an as-needed basis as Extra Work, Staff believes they should be included in the
base scope of work to ensure regular upkeep. They include:

o Weekly inspection and reporting of dead plants at all locations;

+ Weekly irrigation monitoring and maintenance at all locations;

+ Weekly landscape services at the Historical Trail;

» Quarterly weed abatement at City-owned vacant lots in north Artesia;
+ Weekly landscape services at downtown planters and medians;

« Monthly vine pruning in north Artesia;

¢ Quarterly landscape services at City water tower; and

+ Weekly landscape services at 1 Stop Flooring site.



The RFP closed on January 21, 2026, and Staff received a total of ten (10) proposals from qualified landscaping
contractors. They include Four Seasons Landscaping, Nieves Landscape, SLA Inc., Greenfield Landscaping,
Orozco Landscape, Mariposa, SEPCO Earthscape, Master Landscapes, Landscape West, and Brightview
Landscape Services ("Brightview").

ANALYSIS:
A review panel consisting of the Special Projects Manager, Administrative Analyst and the Public Works Manager
evaluated all ten (10) proposals based on the following evaluation and scoring criteria:

Evaluation Criteria Points

Proposal Submission: Quality of the proposal and adherence to the requirements. 15

Qualifications: Expertise of the fields necessary to execute the proposal, recent
relevant experience of team members, professional qualifications, and education of 35
team members, and references.

Project and Implementation Plan: Methodology for project approach and resources,

capability, and commitment to complete all tasks.
Cost 20
Total Points 100

Proposals submitted by Brightview, Landscape West, and Mariposa all scored above ninety percent (90%), and
these companies were invited to interview with the review panel between February 25, 2026 and March 2, 2026.
Following the interviews, the review panel concluded that Brightview had the best qualifications and proposed the
best implantation plan to maintain and improve the health and appearance of the landscape in the City’s right-of-
way and public facilities. Brightview's notable qualities include:

+ Proactive Quality Control: Brightview proposes to schedule weekly operations meetings, monthly site walk-
throughs, and quarterly performance reviews with City Staff and commits to immediately initiating work orders
for irrigation repairs and the replacement of plant materials. Additionally, Brightview will provide a monthly
Quality Site Assessment to the City which will include a detailed record of all work performed during that
month, photos documenting plant health, and the results of all scheduled inspections.

« Sustainable Maintenance Operations: Brightview is knowledgeable and committed to helping the City reach
its recycled organic material procurement requirements under Senate Bill 1383. Additionally, Brightview is
actively upgrading maintenance equipment to be at net zero-emissions. Approximately twenty percent (20%)
of the equipment proposed to be used in Artesia is already at net zero-emissions.

o Detailed Implementation Plan: Brightview proposes a four (4) phase implementation plan.

1. Phase No. 1 would include asset verification, irrigation assessments, and plant health evaluations. This
phase would also include confirming crew members, assignments, and service schedules.

2. Phase No. 2 would address deferred maintenance, correct irrigation inefficiencies, enhance weed
control and improve the appearance levels of the landscaping and plant health.

3. Phase No. 3 would focus on long term water efficiency, plant longevity and cost control. Additionally,
irrigation programming would be fine tuned to reduce water waste.

4. Phase No. 4 would focus on preserving the value of landscape investments, and proactively addressing
aging infrastructure.

+ High Client Retention Rate: Brightview has a 97 percent retention rate with clients and currently has
landscape maintenance contracts with the City of Cerritos, City of La Mirada, City of Costa Mesa, and the




Anaheim Resort District, which includes Downtown Disney and the Anaheim Convention Center. Their
references confirm that Brightview is reliable, responsive, and resourceful.

Maintenance service agreements are not subject to formal bid procedures set forth in the Artesia Municipal Code
and or by California State Contract Code. Additionally, the City is not required to award an agreement to the lowest
bidder. In reviewing all ten (10) proposals, Staff determined that the median proposed cost was $236,094.88.
Brightview's proposed annual cost is below the median, but is higher than Mariposa and Landscape West proposed
costs.

1. Brightview Landscape Services - $145,123.44
2. Mariposa Landscapes- $129,792.94
3. Landscape West - $107,150.00

Based on the totality of their proposal, Brightview distinguished themselves as the preferred bidder. Staff
recommends that the City Council award a maintenance agreement to Brightview for landscaping services with the
specifications and locations outlined in the proposed Landscape Maintenance Service Agreement. The proposed
maintenance agreement would be effective for five (5) years commencing on April 1, 2026 and include the ability to
renew the agreement for one (1) additional year. The City would reserve the right to terminate this agreement at
any time without cause. Brightview proposes an annual fee of $145,123.44, which does not account for unexpected
and necessary Extra Work. Staff used an estimate of $220,123.44 annually to account for both the annual fee
($145,123.44) and any Extra Work ($75,000) that may occur in any given year.

CEQA COMPLIANCE:

The Public Works Department has determined that the proposed project is exempt from review under California
Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) pursuant to Guideline Section 15301 as a Class 1 project and under Section
15304 as a Class 4 project. These exemptions provide for the maintenance and repair of existing public facilities,
equipment or topographical features involving negligible or no expansion of existing or former use, and minor
alterations in the condition of land and/or vegetation, which do not involve removal of healthy, mature or scenic
trees.

FISCAL IMPACT:

The proposed Landscape Maintenance Service Agreement includes a not-to-exceed amount of $1,100,617.20
(approximately $220,123.44, annually). The proposed cost is approximately $14,330 more than is currently being
expended on average under the current contract. Landscape maintenance is funded through Proposition C, where
applicable, and various Department General Funds. Staff proposes to continue using a combination of available
Proposition C and General Funds.

RECOMMENDED COUNCIL ACTION:

Staff recommends that the City Council, by motion, approve and authorize the City Manager to execute on their
behalf, a five-year Landscape Maintenance Service Agreement with Brightview Landscape Services, Inc. with a
not-to-exceed amount of $1,100,617.20 for City-Wide Landscape Maintenance Services and make a determination
that this action is exempt from CEQA.

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CITY OF ARTESIA
LANDSCAPE MAINTENANCE SERVICES AGREEMENT

1. PARTIES AND DATE.

This Agreement is made and entered into this 9th day of March, 2026 by and between the
City of Artesia, a California municipal corporation organized under the laws of the State of
California (“City”) and Brightview Landscape Services Inc., a Corporation, with its principal place
of business at 1300 N Lakeview Avenue, Anaheim, California, 92806 (“Contractor”). City and
Contractor are sometimes individually referred to as “Party” and collectively as “Parties” in this
Agreement.

2. RECITALS.
2.1 Contractor.

Contractor desires to perform and assume responsibility for the provision of certain
maintenance services required by the City on the terms and conditions set forth in this Agreement.
Contractor represents that it is experienced in providing landscape maintenance services to public
clients, that it and its employees or subcontractors have all necessary licenses and permits to
perform the Services in the State of California, and that is familiar with the plans of City.
Contractor shall not subcontract any portion of the work required by this Agreement, except as
expressly stated herein, without prior written approval of City. Subcontracts, if any, shall contain
a provision making them subject to all provisions stipulated in this Agreement.

2.2 Project.

City desires to engage Contractor to render such services for City-Wide Landscape
Maintenance Services in City Right-of-Ways and Public Facilities (“Project”) as set forth in this
Agreement. Contractor to begin rendering services on April 1, 2026.

3. TERMS.

3.1 Scope of Services and Term.

3.1.1 General Scope of Services. Contractor promises and agrees to furnish to
the City all labor, materials, tools, equipment, services, and incidental and customary work
necessary to fully and adequately supply the professional landscape maintenance services
necessary for the Project (“Services”). The Services are more particularly described in Exhibit
“A” attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference. All Services shall be subject to, and
performed in accordance with, this Agreement, the exhibits attached hereto and incorporated
herein by reference, and all applicable local, state and federal laws, rules and regulations.

3.1.2 Term. The term of this Agreement shall be from April 1, 2026 to March 31,
2031, unless earlier terminated as provided herein. The City shall have the unilateral option, at its
sole discretion, to renew this Agreement automatically for no more than one additional one-year
terms. Contractor shall complete the Services within the term of this Agreement, and shall meet
any other established schedules and deadlines. The Parties may, by mutual, written consent,
extend the term of this Agreement if necessary to complete the Services.

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3.2 Responsibilities of Contractor.

3.2.1 Control and Payment of Subordinates; Independent Contractor. The
Services shall be performed by Contractor or under its supervision. Contractor will determine the
means, methods and details of performing the Services subject to the requirements of this
Agreement. City retains Contractor on an independent contractor basis and not as an employee.
Contractor retains the right to perform similar or different services for others during the term of
this Agreement. Any additional personnel performing the Services under this Agreement on
behalf of Contractor shall also not be employees of City and shall at all times be under
Contractor’s exclusive direction and control. Contractor shall pay all wages, salaries, and other
amounts due such personnel in connection with their performance of Services under this
Agreement and as required by law. Contractor shall be responsible for all reports and obligations
respecting such additional personnel, including, but not limited to: social security taxes, income
tax withholding, unemployment insurance, disability insurance, and workers’ compensation
insurance.

3.2.2 Schedule of Services. Contractor shall perform the Services expeditiously,
within the term of this Agreement, and in accordance with the Schedule of Services set forth in
Exhibit “B” attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference. Contractor represents that it
has the professional and technical personnel required to perform the Services in conformance
with such conditions. In order to facilitate Contractor’s conformance with the Schedule, City shall
respond to Contractor’s submittals in a timely manner. Upon request of City, Contractor shall
provide a more detailed schedule of anticipated performance to meet the Schedule of Services.

3.2.3 Conformance to Applicable Requirements. All work prepared by
Contractor shall be subject to the approval of City.

3.2.4 City’s Representative. The City hereby designates Public Works Manager,
or his or her designee, to act as its representative for the performance of this Agreement (“City’s
Representative”). City’s Representative shall have the power to act on behalf of the City for all
purposes under this Agreement. Contractor shall not accept direction or orders from any person
other than the City’s Representative or his or her designee.

3.2.5 Contractor's Representative. Contractor hereby designates Account
Manager, or his or her designee, to act as its representative for the performance of this Agreement
(“Contractor’s Representative”). Contractor’'s Representative shall have full authority to represent
and act on behalf of the Contractor for all purposes under this Agreement. The Contractor’s
Representative shall supervise and direct the Services, using his best skill and attention, and shall
be responsible for all means, methods, techniques, sequences and procedures and for the
satisfactory coordination of all portions of the Services under this Agreement.

3.2.6 Coordination of Services. Contractor agrees to work closely with City staff
in the performance of Services and shall be available to City’s staff, consultants and other staff at
all reasonable times.

3.2.7 Standard of Care; Performance of Employees. Contractor shall perform all
Services under this Agreement in a skillful and competent manner, consistent with the standards
generally recognized as being employed by professionals in the same discipline in the State of
California. Contractor represents and maintains that it is skilled in the professional calling
necessary to perform the Services. Contractor warrants that all employees and subcontractors
shall have sufficient skill and experience to perform the Services assigned to them. Finally,
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Contractor represents that it, its employees and subcontractors have all licenses, permits,
gualifications and approvals of whatever nature that are legally required to perform the Services,
including a City Business License, and that such licenses and approvals shall be maintained
throughout the term of this Agreement. As provided for in the indemnification provisions of this
Agreement, Contractor shall perform, at its own cost and expense and without reimbursement
from the City, any services necessary to correct errors or omissions which are caused by the
Contractor’s failure to comply with the standard of care provided for herein. Any employee of the
Contractor or its sub-contractors who is determined by the City to be uncooperative, incompetent,
a threat to the adequate or timely completion of the Project, a threat to the safety of persons or
property, or any employee who fails or refuses to perform the Services in a manner acceptable to
the City, shall be promptly removed from the Project by the Contractor and shall not be
re-employed to perform any of the Services or to work on the Project.

3.2.8 Period of Performance. Contractor shall perform and complete all Services
under this Agreement within the term set forth in Section 3.1.2 above (“Performance Time”).
Contractor shall perform the Services in strict accordance with any completion schedule or Project
milestones described in Exhibits “A” or “B” attached hereto, or which may be provided separately
in writing to the Contractor. Contractor agrees that if the Services are not completed within the
aforementioned Performance Time and/or pursuant to any such completion schedule or Project
milestones developed pursuant to provisions of this Agreement, it is understood, acknowledged
and agreed that the City will suffer damage.

3.2.9 Disputes. Should any dispute arise respecting the true value of any work
done, of any work omitted, or of any extra work which Contractor may be required to do, or
respecting the size of any payment to Contractor during the performance of this Contract,
Contractor shall continue to perform the Work while said dispute is decided by the City. If
Contractor disputes the City’s decision, Contractor shall have such remedies as may be provided
by law.

3.2.10 Laws and Regulations; Employee/Labor Certifications. Contractor shall
keep itself fully informed of and in compliance with all local, state and federal laws, rules and
regulations in any manner affecting the performance of the Project or the Services, including all
Cal/OSHA requirements, and shall give all notices required by law. Contractor shall be liable for
all violations of such laws and regulations in connection with Services. If the Contractor performs
any work knowing it to be contrary to such laws, rules and regulations and without giving written
notice to the City, Contractor shall be solely responsible for all costs arising therefrom. City is a
public entity of the State of California subject to certain provisions of the Health & Safety Code,
Government Code, Public Contract Code, and Labor Code of the State. It is stipulated and agreed
that all provisions of the law applicable to the public contracts of a municipality are a part of this
Agreement to the same extent as though set forth herein and will be complied with. These include
but are not limited to the payment of prevailing wages, the stipulation that eight (8) hours’ labor
shall constitute a legal day’s work and that no worker shall be permitted to work in excess of eight
(8) hours during any one calendar day except as permitted by law. Contractor shall defend,
indemnify and hold City, its officials, directors, officers, employees and agents free and harmless,
pursuant to the indemnification provisions of this Agreement, from any claim or liability arising out
of any failure or alleged failure to comply with such laws, rules or regulations.

3.2.10.1 Employment Eligibility; Contractor. By executing this
Agreement, Contractor verifies that it fully complies with all requirements and restrictions of state
and federal law respecting the employment of undocumented aliens, including, but not limited to,
the Immigration Reform and Control Act of 1986, as may be amended from time to time. Such
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requirements and restrictions include, but are not limited to, examination and retention of
documentation confirming the identity and immigration status of each employee of the Contractor.
Contractor also verifies that it has not committed a violation of any such law within the five (5)
years immediately preceding the date of execution of this Agreement, and shall not violate any
such law at any time during the term of the Agreement. Contractor shall avoid any violation of
any such law during the term of this Agreement by participating in an electronic verification of
work authorization program operated by the United States Department of Homeland Security, by
participating in an equivalent federal work authorization program operated by the United States
Department of Homeland Security to verify information of newly hired employees, or by some
other legally acceptable method. Contractor shall maintain records of each such verification, and
shall make them available to the City or its representatives for inspection and copy at any time
during normal business hours. The City shall not be responsible for any costs or expenses related
to Contractor’s compliance with the requirements provided for in Section 3.2.10 or any of its sub-
sections.

3.2.10.2 Employment Eligibility; Subcontractors, Sub-subcontractors and
Consultants. To the same extent and under the same conditions as Contractor, Contractor shall
require all of its subcontractors, sub-subcontractors and consultants performing any work relating
to the Project or this Agreement to make the same verifications and comply with all requirements
and restrictions provided for in Section 3.2.10.1.

3.2.10.3 Employment Eligibility; Failure to Comply. Each person
executing this Agreement on behalf of Contractor verifies that they are a duly authorized officer
of Contractor, and understands that any of the following shall be grounds for the City to terminate
the Agreement for cause: (1) failure of Contractor or its subcontractors, sub-subcontractors or
consultants to meet any of the requirements provided for in Sections 3.2.10.1 or 3.2.10.2; (2) any
misrepresentation or material omission concerning compliance with such requirements (including
in those verifications provided to the Contractor under Section 3.2.10.2); or (3) failure to
immediately remove from the Project any person found not to be in compliance with such
requirements.

3.2.10.4 Labor_Certification. By its signature hereunder, Contractor
certifies that it is aware of the provisions of Section 3700 of the California Labor Code which
require every employer to be insured against liability for Workers’ Compensation or to undertake
self-insurance in accordance with the provisions of that Code, and agrees to comply with such
provisions before commencing the performance of the Services.

3.2.10.5 Equal Opportunity Employment. Contractor represents that it is
an equal opportunity employer and it shall not discriminate against any subcontractor, employee
or applicant for employment because of race, religion, color, national origin, handicap, ancestry,
sex or age. Such non-discrimination shall include, but not be limited to, all activities related to
initial employment, upgrading, demotion, transfer, recruitment or recruitment advertising, layoff or
termination. Contractor shall also comply with all relevant provisions of City’s Minority Business
Enterprise program, Affirmative Action Plan or other related programs or guidelines currently in
effect or hereinafter enacted.

3.2.10.6 Air Quality. Contractor must fully comply with all applicable laws,
rules and regulations in furnishing or using equipment and/or providing services, including, but
not limited to, emissions limits and permitting requirements imposed by the California Air
Resources Board (CARB). Contractor shall specifically be aware of the CARB limits and
requirements’ application to “portable equipment”, which definition is considered by CARB to
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include any item of equipment with a fuel-powered engine. Contractor shall indemnify City against
any fines or penalties imposed by CARB or any other governmental or regulatory agency for
violations of applicable laws, rules and/or regulations by Contractor, its subcontractors, or others
for whom Contractor is responsible under its indemnity obligations provided for in this Agreement.

3.2.10.7 Water Quality.

(A) Management and Compliance. To the extent applicable,
Contractor’s Services must account for, and fully comply with, all local, state and federal laws,
rules and regulations that may impact water quality compliance, including, without limitation, all
applicable provisions of the Federal Water Pollution Control Act (33 U.S.C. 8§ 1300); the
California Porter-Cologne Water Quality Control Act (Cal Water Code §8 13000-14950); laws,
rules and regulations of the Environmental Protection Agency, the State Water Resources Control
Board and the Los Angeles Regional Water Quality Control Board; the City’s ordinances
regulating discharges of storm water; and any and all regulations, policies, or permits issued
pursuant to any such authority regulating the discharge of pollutants, as that term is used in the
Porter-Cologne Water Quality Control Act, to any ground or surface water in the State.

(B) Liability for Non-Compliance. Failure to comply with the
laws, regulations and policies described in this Section is a violation of law that may subject
Contractor or City to penalties, fines, or additional regulatory requirements. Contractor shall
defend, indemnify and hold the City, its directors, officials, officers, employees, volunteers and
agents free and harmless, pursuant to the indemnification provisions of this Agreement, from and
against any and all fines, penalties, claims or other regulatory requirements imposed as a result
of Contractor’'s non-compliance with the laws, regulations and policies described in this Section,
unless such non-compliance is the result of the sole established negligence, willful misconduct or
active negligence of the City, its officials, officers, agents, employees or authorized volunteers.

(C) Training. In addition to any other standard of care
requirements set forth in this Agreement, Contractor warrants that all employees and
subcontractors shall have sufficient skill and experience to perform the Services assigned to them
without impacting water quality in violation of the laws, regulations and policies described in this
Section. Contractor further warrants that it, its employees and subcontractors will receive
adequate training, as determined by City, regarding the requirements of the laws, regulations and
policies described in this Section as they may relate to the Services provided under this
Agreement. Upon request, City will provide Contractor with a list of training programs that meet
the requirements of this paragraph.

3.2.11 Insurance.

3.2.11.1 Time for Compliance. Contractor shall not commence Work
under this Agreement until it has provided evidence satisfactory to the City that it has secured all
insurance required under this Section. In addition, Contractor shall not allow any subcontractor
to commence work on any subcontract until it has provided evidence satisfactory to the City that
the subcontractor has secured all insurance required under this Section.

3.2.11.2 Minimum Requirements. Contractor shall, at its expense,
procure and maintain for the duration of the Agreement insurance against claims for injuries to
persons or damages to property which may arise from or in connection with the performance of
the Agreement by the Contractor, its agents, representatives, employees or subcontractors.
Contractor shall also require all of its subcontractors to procure and maintain the same insurance
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for the duration of the Agreement. Such insurance shall meet at least the following minimum levels
of coverage:

(A) Minimum Scope of Insurance. Coverage shall be at least
as broad as the latest version of the following: (1) General Liability: Insurance Services Office
Commercial General Liability coverage (occurrence form CG 0001); (2) Automobile Liability:
Insurance Services Office Business Auto Coverage form number CA 0001, code 1 (any auto);
and (3) Workers’ Compensation and Employer’s Liability: Workers’ Compensation insurance as
required by the State of California and Employer’s Liability Insurance. The policy shall not contain
any exclusion contrary to the Agreement, including but not limited to endorsements or provisions
limiting coverage for (1) contractual liability (including but not limited to ISO CG 24 26 or 21 29);
or (2) cross liability for claims or suits by one insured against another.

(B) Minimum_Limits of Insurance. Contractor shall maintain
limits no less than: (1) General Liability: not less than $2,000,000 per occurrence for bodily injury,
personal injury and property damage and no less than $5,000,000 in the general aggregate. If
Commercial General Liability Insurance or other form with general aggregate limit is used
including, but not limited to, form CG 2503, either the general aggregate limit shall apply
separately to this Agreement/location or the general aggregate limit shall be twice the required
occurrence limit; (2) Automobile Liability: $1,000,000 per accident for bodily injury and property
damage; and (3) Workers’ Compensation and Employer’s Liability: Workers’ Compensation limits
as required by the Labor Code of the State of California. Employer’s Liability limits of $1,000,000
per accident for bodily injury or disease. Defense costs shall be paid in addition to the limits.

(C) Notices; Cancellation or Reduction of Coverage. At least
fifteen (15) days prior to the expiration of any such policy, evidence showing that such insurance
coverage has been renewed or extended shall be filed with the City. If such coverage is cancelled
or materially reduced, Contractor shall, within ten (10) days after receipt of written notice of such
cancellation or reduction of coverage, file with the City evidence of insurance showing that the
required insurance has been reinstated or has been provided through another insurance company
or companies. In the event any policy of insurance required under this Agreement does not
comply with these specifications or is canceled and not replaced, the City has the right but not
the duty to obtain the insurance it deems necessary and any premium paid by the City will be
promptly reimbursed by Contractor or the City may withhold amounts sufficient to pay premium
from Contractor payments. In the alternative, the City may suspend or terminate this Agreement.

(D) Additional Insured. The City of Artesia, its directors,
officials, officers, employees, agents, and volunteers shall be named as additional insureds on
Contractor’s and its subcontractors’ policies of commercial general liability and automobile liability
insurance using the endorsements and forms specified herein or exact equivalents.

3.2.11.3 Insurance Endorsements. The insurance policies shall contain
the following provisions, or Contractor shall provide endorsements on forms supplied or approved
by the City to add the following provisions to the insurance policies:

(A) General Liability. The general liability policy shall include or
be endorsed (amended) to state that: (1) using ISO CG forms 20 10 and 20 37, or endorsements
providing the exact same coverage, the City of Artesia, its directors, officials, officers, employees,
agents, and volunteers shall be covered as additional insured with respect to the Services or
ongoing and complete operations performed by or on behalf of the Contractor, including materials,
parts or equipment furnished in connection with such work; and (2) using ISO form 20 01, or
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endorsements providing the exact same coverage, the insurance coverage shall be primary
insurance as respects the City, its directors, officials, officers, employees, agents, and volunteers,
or if excess, shall stand in an unbroken chain of coverage excess of the Contractor’s scheduled
underlying coverage. Any excess insurance shall contain a provision that such coverage shall
also apply on a primary and noncontributory basis for the benefit of the City, before the City’s own
primary insurance or self-insurance shall be called upon to protect it as a named insured. Any
insurance or self-insurance maintained by the City, its directors, officials, officers, employees,
agents, and volunteers shall be excess of the Contractor’s insurance and shall not be called upon
to contribute with it in any way. Notwithstanding the minimum limits set forth in Section
3.2.11.2(B), any available insurance proceeds in excess of the specified minimum limits of
coverage shall be available to the parties required to be named as additional insureds pursuant
to this Section 3.2.11.3(A).

(B) Automobile Liability. The automobile liability policy shall
include or be endorsed (amended) to state that: (1) the City, its directors, officials, officers,
employees, agents, and volunteers shall be covered as additional insureds with respect to the
ownership, operation, maintenance, use, loading or unloading of any auto owned, leased, hired
or borrowed by the Contractor or for which the Contractor is responsible; and (2) the insurance
coverage shall be primary insurance as respects the City, its directors, officials, officers,
employees, agents, and volunteers, or if excess, shall stand in an unbroken chain of coverage
excess of the Contractor's scheduled underlying coverage. Any insurance or self-insurance
maintained by the City, its directors, officials, officers, employees, agents, and volunteers shall be
excess of the Contractor’s insurance and shall not be called upon to contribute with it in any way.
Notwithstanding the minimum limits set forth in Section 3.2.11.2(B), any available insurance
proceeds in excess of the specified minimum limits of coverage shall be available to the parties
required to be named as additional insureds pursuant to this Section 3.2.11.3(B).

(C) Workers’ Compensation and Employer’s Liability Coverage.
The insurer shall agree to waive all rights of subrogation against the City, its directors, officials,
officers, employees, agents, and volunteers for losses paid under the terms of the insurance
policy which arise from work performed by the Contractor.

(D) All Coverages. Each insurance policy required by this
Agreement shall be endorsed to state that: (A) coverage shall not be suspended, voided, reduced
or canceled except after thirty (30) days (10 days for nonpayment of premium) prior written notice
by certified mail, return receipt requested, has been given to the City; and (B) any failure to comply
with reporting or other provisions of the policies, including breaches of warranties, shall not affect
coverage provided to the City, its directors, officials, officers, employees, agents, and volunteers.
Any failure to comply with reporting or other provisions of the policies including breaches of
warranties shall not affect coverage provided to the City, its officials, officers, employees, agents
and volunteers, or any other additional insureds.

3.2.11.4 Separation of Insureds; No Special Limitations; Waiver of
Subrogation. All insurance required by this Section shall contain standard separation of insureds
provisions. In addition, such insurance shall not contain any special limitations on the scope of
protection afforded to the City, its directors, officials, officers, employees, agents, and volunteers.
All policies shall waive any right of subrogation of the insurer against the City, its officials, officers,
employees, agents, and volunteers, or any other additional insureds, or shall specifically allow
Contractor or others providing insurance evidence in compliance with these specifications to
waive their right of recovery prior to a loss. Contractor hereby waives its own right of recovery
against City, its officials, officers, employees, agents, and volunteers, or any other additional
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insureds, and shall require similar written express waivers and insurance clauses from each of its
subcontractors.

3.2.11.5 Deductibles and Self-Insurance Retentions. Any deductibles or
self-insured retentions must be declared to and approved by the City. Contractor shall guarantee
that, at the option of the City, either: (1) the insurer shall reduce or eliminate such deductibles or
self-insured retentions as respects the City, its directors, officials, officers, employees, agents,
and volunteers; or (2) the Contractor shall procure a bond guaranteeing payment of losses and
related investigation costs, claims and administrative and defense expenses.

3.2.11.6 Subcontractor Insurance Requirements. Contractor shall not
allow any subcontractors to commence work on any subcontract relating to the work under the
Agreement until they have provided evidence satisfactory to the City that they have secured all
insurance required under this Section. If requested by Contractor, the City may approve different
scopes or minimum limits of insurance for particular subcontractors. The Contractor and the City
shall be named as additional insureds on all subcontractors’ policies of Commercial General
Liability using 1SO form 20 38, or coverage at least as broad.

3.2.11.7 Acceptability of Insurers. Insurance is to be placed with insurers
with a current A.M. Best’s rating no less than A:VIII, licensed to do business in California, and
satisfactory to the City.

3.2.11.8 \Verification of Coverage. Contractor shall furnish City with
original certificates of insurance and endorsements effecting coverage required by this Agreement
on forms satisfactory to the City. The certificates and endorsements for each insurance policy
shall be signed by a person authorized by that insurer to bind coverage on its behalf, and shall
be on forms provided by the City if requested. All certificates and endorsements must be received
and approved by the City before work commences. The City reserves the right to require
complete, certified copies of all required insurance policies, at any time.

3.2.11.9 Reporting of Claims. Contractor shall report to the City, in
addition to Contractor’s insurer, any and all insurance claims submitted by Contractor in
connection with the Services under this Agreement.

3.2.12 Safety. Contractor shall execute and maintain its work so as to avoid injury
or damage to any person or property. In carrying out its Services, the Contractor shall at all times
be in compliance with all applicable local, state and federal laws, rules and regulations, and shall
exercise all necessary precautions for the safety of employees appropriate to the nature of the
work and the conditions under which the work is to be performed. Safety precautions as
applicable shall include, but shall not be limited to: (A) adequate life protection and lifesaving
equipment and procedures; (B) instructions in accident prevention for all employees and
subcontractors, such as safe walkways, scaffolds, fall protection ladders, bridges, gang planks,
confined space procedures, trenching and shoring, equipment and other safety devices,
equipment and wearing apparel as are necessary or lawfully required to prevent accidents or
injuries; and (C) adequate facilities for the proper inspection and maintenance of all safety
measures.

3.2.13 Bonds.

3.2.13.1 Performance Bond. If required by law or otherwise specifically
requested by City in Exhibit “C” attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference, Contractor




shall execute and provide to City concurrently with this Agreement a Performance Bond in the
amount of the total, not-to-exceed compensation indicated in this Agreement, and in a form
provided or approved by the City. If such bond is required, no payment will be made to Contractor
until it has been received and approved by the City.

3.2.13.2 Payment Bond. If required by law or otherwise specifically
requested by City in Exhibit “C” attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference, Contractor
shall execute and provide to City concurrently with this Agreement a Payment Bond in the amount
of the total, not-to-exceed compensation indicated in this Agreement, and in a form provided or
approved by the City. If such bond is required, no payment will be made to Contractor until it has
been received and approved by the City.

3.2.13.3 Bond Provisions. Should, in City’s sole opinion, any bond
become insufficient or any surety be found to be unsatisfactory, Contractor shall renew or replace
the affected bond within 10 days of receiving notice from City. In the event the surety or
Contractor intends to reduce or cancel any required bond, at least thirty (30) days prior written
notice shall be given to the City, and Contractor shall post acceptable replacement bonds at least
ten (10) days prior to expiration of the original bonds. No further payments shall be deemed due
or will be made under this Agreement until any replacement bonds required by this Section are
accepted by the City. To the extent, if any, that the total compensation is increased in accordance
with the Agreement, the Contractor shall, upon request of the City, cause the amount of the bonds
to be increased accordingly and shall promptly deliver satisfactory evidence of such increase to
the City. To the extent available, the bonds shall further provide that no change or alteration of
the Agreement (including, without limitation, an increase in the total compensation, as referred to
above), extensions of time, or modifications of the time, terms, or conditions of payment to the
Contractor, will release the surety. If the Contractor fails to furnish any required bond, the City
may terminate this Agreement for cause.

3.2.13.4 Surety Qualifications. Only bonds executed by an admitted
surety insurer, as defined in Code of Civil Procedure Section 995.120, shall be accepted. The
surety must be a California-admitted surety with a current A.M. Best’s rating no less than A:VIII
and satisfactory to the City. If a California-admitted surety insurer issuing bonds does not meet
these requirements, the insurer will be considered qualified if it is in conformance with
Section 995.660 of the California Code of Civil Procedure, and proof of such is provided to the
City.

3.2.14 Accounting Records. Contractor shall maintain complete and accurate
records with respect to all costs and expenses incurred under this Agreement. All such records
shall be clearly identifiable. Contractor shall allow a representative of City during normal business
hours to examine, audit, and make transcripts or copies of such records and any other documents
created pursuant to this Agreement. Contractor shall allow inspection of all work, data,
documents, proceedings, and activities related to the Agreement for a period of three (3) years
from the date of final payment under this Agreement.

3.2.15 Work Sites.

3.2.15.1 |Inspection Of Site. Contractor shall visit sites where Services
are to be performed and shall become acquainted with all conditions affecting the Services prior
to commencing the Services. Contractor shall make such examinations as it deems necessary to
determine the condition of the work sites, its accessibility to materials, workmen and equipment,
and to determine Contractor's ability to protect existing surface and subsurface
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improvements. No claim for allowances—time or money—will be allowed as to such matters after
commencement of the Services.

3.2.15.2 Field Measurements. Contractor shall make field
measurements, verify field conditions and shall carefully compare such field measurements and
conditions and other information known to Contractor with the Contract Documents, including any
plans, specifications, or scope of work before commencing Services. Errors, inconsistencies or
omissions discovered shall be reported to the City immediately and prior to performing any
Services or altering the condition.

3.2.15.3 Hazardous Materials and Differing Conditions. Except as set
forth in the Special Conditions or Specifications, should Contractor encounter material reasonably
believed to be polychlorinated biphenyl (PCB) or other toxic wastes, hazardous substance and
hazardous materials as defined in California state or federal law at the Site which have not been
rendered harmless, the Contractor shall immediately stop work at the affected area and shall
report the condition to the City in writing. The City shall contract for any services required to
directly remove and/or abate PCBs, hazardous substances, other toxic wastes and hazardous
materials, and shall not require the Contractor to subcontract for such services. The Services in
the affected area shall not thereafter be resumed except by written agreement of the City and
Contractor.

3.2.16 Loss and Damage. Contractor shall be responsible for all loss and damage
which may arise out of the nature of the Services agreed to herein, or from the action of the
elements, or from any unforeseen difficulties which may arise or be encountered in the
prosecution of the Services until the same is fully completed and accepted by City.

3.2.17 Warranty. Contractor warrants all Services under the Contract (which for
purposes of this Section shall be deemed to include unauthorized work which has not been
removed and any non-conforming materials incorporated into the work) to be of good quality and
free from any defective or faulty material and workmanship. Contractor agrees that for a period
of one year (or the period of time specified elsewhere in the Contract or in any guarantee or
warranty provided by any manufacturer or supplier of equipment or materials incorporated into
the work, whichever is later) after the date of final acceptance, Contractor shall within ten (10)
days after being notified in writing by the City of any defect in the Services or nhon-conformance
of the Services to the Contract, commence and prosecute with due diligence all Services
necessary to fulfill the terms of the warranty at its sole cost and expense. Contractor shall act
sooner as requested by the City in response to an emergency. In addition, Contractor shall, at its
sole cost and expense, repair and replace any portions of the work (or work of other contractors)
damaged by its defective Services or which becomes damaged in the course of repairing or
replacing defective work. For any work so corrected, Contractor’s obligation hereunder to correct
defective work shall be reinstated for an additional one year period, commencing with the date of
acceptance of such corrected work. Contractor shall perform such tests as the City may require
to verify that any corrective actions, including, without limitation, redesign, repairs, and
replacements comply with the requirements of the Contract. All costs associated with such
corrective actions and testing, including the removal, replacement, and reinstitution of equipment
and materials necessary to gain access, shall be the sole responsibility of the Contractor. All
warranties and guarantees of subcontractors, suppliers and manufacturers with respect to any
portion of the work, whether express or implied, are deemed to be obtained by Contractor for the
benefit of the City, regardless of whether or not such warranties and guarantees have been
transferred or assigned to the City by separate agreement and Contractor agrees to enforce such
warranties and guarantees, if necessary, on behalf of the City. In the event that Contractor fails
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to perform its obligations under this Section, or under any other warranty or guaranty under this
Contract, to the reasonable satisfaction of the City, the City shall have the right to correct and
replace any defective or non-conforming work and any work damaged by such work or the
replacement or correction thereof at Contractor's sole expense. Contractor shall be obligated to
fully reimburse the City for any expenses incurred hereunder upon demand.

3.3 Fees and Payments.

3.3.1 Compensation. Contractor shall receive compensation, including
authorized reimbursements, for all Services rendered under this Agreement at the rates set forth
in Exhibit “C” attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference. The total compensation shall
not exceed ONE MILLION ONE HUNRED THOUSAND SIX HUNDRED SEVENTEEN DOLLARS
AND TWENTY CENTS ($1,100,617.20) with an annual not to exceed amount of TWO HUNDRED
TWENTY THOUSAND ONE HUNDRED TWENTY THREE DOLLARS AND FORTY FOUR
CENTS ($220,123.44) without written approval of the City Council or City Manager as applicable.
Extra Work may be authorized, as described below, and if authorized, will be compensated at the
rates and manner set forth in this Agreement.

3.3.2 Payment of Compensation. Contractor shall submit to City a monthly
itemized statement which indicates work completed and hours of Services rendered by
Contractor. The statement shall describe the amount of Services and supplies provided since the
initial commencement date, or since the start of the subsequent billing periods, as appropriate,
through the date of the statement. City shall, within 45 days of receiving such statement, review
the statement and pay all approved charges thereon.

3.3.3 Deductions. City may deduct or withhold, as applicable, from each
progress payment an amount necessary to protect City from loss because of: (1) stop payment
notices as allowed by state law; (2) unsatisfactory prosecution of the Services by Contractor; (3)
sums representing expenses, losses, or damages as determined by the City, incurred by the City
for which Contractor is liable under the Agreement; and (4) any other sums which the City is
entitled to recover from Contractor under the terms of the Agreement or pursuant to state law,
including Section 1727 of the California Labor Code. The failure by the City to deduct any of
these sums from a progress payment shall not constitute a waiver of the City's right to such sums.

3.3.4 Reimbursement for Expenses. Contractor shall not be reimbursed for any
expenses unless authorized in writing by City.

3.3.5 Extra Work. At any time during the term of this Agreement, City may
request that Contractor perform Extra Work. As used herein, “Extra Work” means any work which
is determined by City to be necessary for the proper completion of the Project, but which the
parties did not reasonably anticipate would be necessary at the execution of this Agreement.
Contractor shall not perform, nor be compensated for, Extra Work without written authorization
from City’s Representative.

3.3.6 Prevailing Wages. Contractor is aware of the requirements of California
Labor Code Section 1720, et seq., and 1770, et seq., as well as California Code of Regulations,
Title 8, Section 16000, et seq., (“Prevailing Wage Laws”), which require the payment of prevailing
wage rates and the performance of other requirements on “public works” and “maintenance”
projects. If the Services are being performed as part of an applicable “public works” or
“maintenance” project, as defined by the Prevailing Wage Laws, and if the total compensation is
$1,000 or more, Contractor agrees to fully comply with such Prevailing Wage Laws. City shall
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provide Contractor with a copy of the prevailing rates of per diem wages in effect at the
commencement of this Agreement. Contractor shall make copies of the prevailing rates of per
diem wages for each craft, classification or type of worker needed to execute the Services
available to interested parties upon request, and shall post copies at the Contractor’s principal
place of business and at the project site. Contractor shall defend, indemnify and hold the City, its
elected officials, officers, employees and agents free and harmless from any claim or liability
arising out of any failure or alleged failure to comply with the Prevailing Wage Laws. It shall be
mandatory upon the Contractor and all subcontractors to comply with all California Labor Code
provisions, which include but are not limited to prevailing wages (Labor Code Sections 1771, 1774
and 1775), employment of apprentices (Labor Code Section 1777.5), certified payroll records
(Labor Code Sections 1771.4 and 1776), hours of labor (Labor Code Sections 1813 and 1815)
and debarment of contractors and subcontractors (Labor Code Section 1777.1). The requirement
to submit certified payroll records directly to the Labor Commissioner under Labor Code section
1771.4 shall not apply to work performed on a public works project that is exempt pursuant to the
small project exemption specified in Labor Code Section 1771.4.

3.3.7 Registration/DIR Compliance. If the Services are being performed as part
of an applicable “public works” or “maintenance” project, and if the total compensation is $15,000
or more, then pursuant to Labor Code Sections 1725.5 and 1771.1, the Contractor and all
subcontractors performing such Services must be registered with the Department of Industrial
Relations. Contractor shall maintain registration for the duration of the Project and require the
same of any subcontractors, as applicable. This Project may also be subject to compliance
monitoring and enforcement by the Department of Industrial Relations. It shall be Contractor’s
sole responsibility to comply with all applicable registration and labor compliance requirements.
Notwithstanding the foregoing, the contractor registration requirements mandated by Labor Code
Sections 1725.5 and 1771.1 shall not apply to work performed on a public works project that is
exempt pursuant to the small project exemption specified in Labor Code Sections 1725.5 and
1771.1. Any stop orders issued by the Department of Industrial Relations against Contractor or
any subcontractor that affect Contractor’s performance of Services, including any delay, shall be
Contractor’s sole responsibility. Any delay arising out of or resulting from such stop orders shall
be considered Contractor caused delay and shall not be compensable by the City. Contractor
shall defend, indemnify and hold the City, its officials, officers, employees and agents free and
harmless from any claim or liability arising out of stop orders issued by the Department of
Industrial Relations against Contractor or any subcontractor.

3.4 Termination of Agreement.

3.4.1 Grounds for Termination. City may, by written notice to Contractor,
terminate the whole or any part of this Agreement at any time and without cause by giving written
notice to Contractor of such termination, and specifying the effective date thereof, at least seven
(7) days before the effective date of such termination. Upon termination, Contractor shall be
compensated only for those services which have been adequately rendered to City, and
Contractor shall be entitled to no further compensation. Contractor may not terminate this
Agreement except for cause.

3.4.2 Effect of Termination. If this Agreement is terminated as provided herein,
City may require Contractor to provide all finished or unfinished Documents and Data and other
information of any kind prepared by Contractor in connection with the performance of Services
under this Agreement. Contractor shall be required to provide such document and other
information within fifteen (15) days of the request.
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3.4.3 Additional Services. In the event this Agreement is terminated in whole or
in part as provided herein, City may procure, upon such terms and in such manner as it may
determine appropriate, services similar to those terminated.

3.5 General Provisions.

3.5.1 Delivery of Notices. All notices permitted or required under this Agreement
shall be given to the respective parties at the following address, or at such other address as the
respective parties may provide in writing for this purpose:

Such notice shall be deemed made when personally delivered or when mailed,
forty-eight (48) hours after deposit in the U.S. Mall, first class postage prepaid and addressed to
the party at its applicable address. Actual notice shall be deemed adequate notice on the date
actual notice occurred, regardless of the method of service.

3.5.2 Indemnification.

3.5.2.1 Scope of Indemnity. To the fullest extent permitted by law,
Contractor shall defend, indemnify and hold the City, its officials, employees, agents and
authorized volunteers free and harmless from any and all claims, demands, causes of action,
suits, actions, proceedings, costs, expenses, liability, judgments, awards, decrees, settlements,
loss, damage or injury of any kind, in law or equity, regardless of whether the allegations are false,
fraudulent, or groundless, to property or persons, including wrongful death, (collectively, “Claims”)
in any manner arising out of, pertaining to, or incident to any acts, errors or omissions, or willful
misconduct of Contractor, its officials, officers, employees, subcontractors, consultants or agents
in connection with the performance of the Contractor’s services, the Project or this Agreement,
including without limitation the payment of all expert witness fees, attorneys’ fees and other
related costs and expenses. Notwithstanding the foregoing, to the extent required by Civil Code
section 2782, Contractor’s indemnity obligation shall not apply to liability for damages for death
or bodily injury to persons, injury to property, or any other loss, damage or expense arising from
the sole or active negligence or willful misconduct of the City or the City’s agents, servants, or
independent contractors who are directly responsible to the City, or for defects in design furnished
by those persons.

3.5.2.2  Additional Indemnity Obligations. Contractor shall defend, with
counsel of City’s choosing and at Contractor’'s own cost, expense and risk, any and all Claims
covered by this section that may be brought or instituted against City or its officials, employees,
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agents and authorized volunteers. In addition, Contractor shall pay and satisfy any judgment,
award or decree that may be rendered against City or its officials, employees, agents and
authorized volunteers as part of any such claim, suit, action or other proceeding. Contractor shall
also reimburse City for the cost of any settlement paid by City or its officials, employees, agents
and authorized volunteers as part of any such claim, suit, action or other proceeding. Such
reimbursement shall include payment for City’s attorney’s fees and costs, including expert witness
fees. Contractor shall reimburse City and its officials, employees, agents and authorized
volunteers, for any and all legal expenses and costs incurred by each of them in connection
therewith or in enforcing the indemnity herein provided. Contractor’s obligation to indemnify shall
survive expiration or termination of this Agreement, and shall not be restricted to insurance
proceeds, if any, received by the City, its officials, employees, agents and authorized volunteers.

3.5.3 Governing Law; Government Code Claim Compliance. This Agreement
shall be governed by the laws of the State of California. Venue shall be in Los Angeles County.
In addition to any and all contract requirements pertaining to notices of and requests for
compensation or payment for extra work, disputed work, claims and/or changed conditions,
Contractor must comply with the claim procedures set forth in Government Code sections 900 et
seq. prior to filing any lawsuit against the City. Such Government Code claims and any
subsequent lawsuit based upon the Government Code claims shall be limited to those matters
that remain unresolved after all procedures pertaining to extra work, disputed work, claims, and/or
changed conditions have been followed by Contractor. If no such Government Code claim is
submitted, or if any prerequisite contractual requirements are not otherwise satisfied as specified
herein, Contractor shall be barred from bringing and maintaining a valid lawsuit against the City.

3.5.4 Time of Essence. Time is of the essence for each and every provision of
this Agreement.

3.5.5 City’s Right to Employ Other Contractors. City reserves right to employ
other contractors in connection with this Project.

3.5.6 Successors _and Assigns. This Agreement shall be binding on the
successors and assigns of the parties.

3.5.7 Assignment or Transfer. Contractor shall not assign, hypothecate or
transfer, either directly or by operation of law, this Agreement or any interest herein without the
prior written consent of the City. Any attempt to do so shall be null and void, and any assignees,
hypothecates or transferees shall acquire no right or interest by reason of such attempted
assignment, hypothecation or transfer.

3.5.8 Construction; References; Captions. Since the Parties or their agents have
participated fully in the preparation of this Agreement, the language of this Agreement shall be
construed simply, according to its fair meaning, and not strictly for or against any Party. Any term
referencing time, days or period for performance shall be deemed calendar days and not work
days. All references to Contractor include all personnel, employees, agents, and subcontractors
of Contractor, except as otherwise specified in this Agreement. All references to City include its
elected officials, officers, employees, agents, and volunteers except as otherwise specified in this
Agreement. The captions of the various articles and paragraphs are for convenience and ease
of reference only, and do not define, limit, augment, or describe the scope, content or intent of
this Agreement.
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3.5.9 Amendment; Modification. No supplement, modification or amendment of
this Agreement shall be binding unless executed in writing and signed by both Parties. The City
Manager is authorized to approve amendments that do not change the compensation amount.

3.5.10 Waiver. No waiver of any default shall constitute a waiver of any other
default or breach, whether of the same or other covenant or condition. No waiver, benefit,
privilege, or service voluntarily given or performed by a Party shall give the other Party any
contractual rights by custom, estoppel or otherwise.

3.5.11 No Third Party Beneficiaries. Except to the extent expressly provided for
in Section 3.5.7, there are no intended third party beneficiaries of any right or obligation assumed
by the Parties.

3.5.12 Invalidity; Severability. If any portion of this Agreement is declared invalid,
illegal, or otherwise unenforceable by a court of competent jurisdiction, the remaining provisions
shall continue in full force and effect.

3.5.13 Prohibited Interests. Contractor maintains and warrants that it has not
employed nor retained any company or person, other than a bona fide employee working solely
for Contractor, to solicit or secure this Agreement. Further, Contractor warrants that it has not
paid nor has it agreed to pay any company or person, other than a bona fide employee working
solely for Contractor, any fee, commission, percentage, brokerage fee, gift or other consideration
contingent upon or resulting from the award or making of this Agreement. Contractor further
agrees to file, or shall cause its employees or subcontractors to file, a Statement of Economic
Interest with the City’s Filing Officer as required under state law in the performance of the
Services. For breach or violation of this warranty, City shall have the right to rescind this
Agreement without liability. For the term of this Agreement, no member, officer or employee of
City, during the term of his or her service with City, shall have any direct interest in this Agreement,
or obtain any present or anticipated material benefit arising therefrom.

3.5.14 Cooperation; Further Acts. The Parties shall fully cooperate with one
another, and shall take any additional acts or sign any additional documents as may be necessary,
appropriate or convenient to attain the purposes of this Agreement.

3.5.15 Authority to Enter Agreement. Contractor has all requisite power and
authority to conduct its business and to execute, deliver, and perform the Agreement. Each Party
warrants that the individuals who have signed this Agreement have the legal power, right, and
authority to make this Agreement and bind each respective Party.

3.5.16 Counterparts. This Agreement may be signed in counterparts, each of
which shall constitute an original.

3.5.17 Entire Agreement. This Agreement contains the entire Agreement of the
parties with respect to the subject matter hereof, and supersedes all prior negotiations,
understandings or agreements. This Agreement may only be modified by a writing signed by both
parties.

ORDINANCE NO.26-981

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE
CITY OF ARTESIA, CALIFORNIA, ADDING SECTION
9-2.1250 TO TITLE 9 OF THE ARTESIA MUNICIPAL
CODE ESTABLISHING REGULATIONS AND
STANDARDS FOR THE USE OF TEMPORARY
OUTDOOR LIGHTING IN RESIDENTIAL ZONES; AND
DETERMINING THE ORDINANCE TO BE EXEMPT
FROM CEQA

WHEREAS, the City of Artesia (“City”) is authorized under its police power
to enact regulations to preserve the public health, safety, and welfare; and

WHEREAS, Article 12.5 of Title 9 of the Artesia Municipal Code (“AMC”)
currently regulates temporary outdoor lighting in commercial and industrial zones;
and

WHEREAS, the City now desires to amend Article 12.5 of Title 9 of the AMC
to include regulation of temporary outdoor lighting in residential zones
(“Ordinance”); and

WHEREAS, on January 20, 2026, the Planning Commission conducted a
duly noticed public hearing to consider the proposed Ordinance, and following
receipt of all public testimony, closed the public hearing on that date and adopted
Resolution No. 2026-04P, recommending the City Council adopt the Ordinance;
and

WHEREAS, the City Council conducted a duly noticed public hearing on
January 23, 2026 at which members of the public were afforded an opportunity to
comment on the Ordinance, the recommendations of staff, and other public
testimony; and

WHEREAS, all legal preconditions to the adoption of the Ordinance have
occurred.

NOW, THEREFORE, THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF ARTESIA
DOES ORDAIN AS FOLLOWS:

SECTION 1. Recitals. The City Council hereby finds and determines that
the Recitals above are true and correct and incorporated herein.



SECTION 2. CEQA. The City Council finds that this Ordinance is not subject
to the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) because the Ordinance is not
a CEQA “project” pursuant to State CEQA Guidelines section 15378(b)(5), which
provides that organizational and administrative activities of governments that will
not result in physical environmental impacts are not CEQA projects, and here the
proposed Ordinance establishes regulations and standards for the use of
temporary outdoor lighting in residential zones. Further, the City Council finds that
State CEQA Guidelines section 15061(b)(3) exempts those activities for which it
can be seen with certainty that there is no potential to result in significant
environmental effects. The Ordinance has no potential to result in physical change
to the environment, directly or indirectly, as the Ordinance does not propose nor
authorize any action that would have the potential to cause a physical change to
the environment, directly or indirectly. The City Council directs staff to file a notice
of exemption within five days of the adoption of this Ordinance.

SECTION 3. General Plan Consistency. Based on the entire record before
the City Council, and all written and oral evidence presented, the City Council
hereby finds that the Ordinance is consistent with the City’s adopted General Plan.
The purpose of the proposed Ordinance is to establish regulations and standards
for the use of temporary outdoor lighting in residential zones in order to protect
residential areas from the effects of potentially incompatible uses and encourage
uniformly high standards of residential property maintenance to preserve real
estate values and high quality of life, consistent with Community Policies LU 2.1
and 2.2 in the General Plan. Therefore, the Ordinance is consistent with the
General Plan.

SECTION 4. Amendment. Section 9-2.1250 is added to Title 9 of the
Artesia Municipal Code as set forth below:

“‘§ 9-2.1250 Temporary Outdoor Lighting Regulations in Residential
Zones.

(@) Purpose and Intent. 1t is the purpose of this Chapter to establish regulations
and standards which will reduce light pollution generated by, including but
not limited to, residential, commercial, and industrial lighting fixtures and
devices, minimizes light pollution which has a detrimental effect on the
environment and they enjoyment of the night sky, reduce and minimize
lighting and lighting practices which cause unnecessary illumination on
adjacent properties, correct problems of glare and light trespass, reduce
energy use, and comply with the regulations set forth in the California
Building Efficiency Standards Code or successor statute.

Definitions. The terms and definitions used in this Chapter, are incorporated
herein, and shall have the meanings set forth in this Chapter, except as
provided as follows:

Abandoned or Vacant Property has the same meaning as defined in Title 5,
Chapter 24 of this Code.

Day means calendar day.
Community Development Director includes their designee.

Disabling Glare means glare that: (1) impairs the visibility and creates a
potential hazardous situation for either pedestrians or motorists, or (2)
precludes or interferes with the operation of nearby business or the provision
of activities, programs or services, or enjoyment of the use on nearby
property.

Foot-Candle means a unit of light measurement equal to one lumen per
square foot.

Glare means the brightness of a light source that causes annoyance,
discomfort, or loss in visual performance or visibility to the eye.

Light Trespass means light emitted by a lighting installation, bulb, or other
light device which shines beyond the boundaries of the property on which
the light is installed.

Lumen means a unit of measurement of light. One lumen equals one foot-
candle falling onto one square foot of area.

Luminaire means a lighting fixture complete with the light source or lamp,
the reflector directing the light, an aperture (with or without a lens), the outer
shell or housing for a lamp alignment and protection, an electrical ballast, if
required, and connection to a power source.

Nuisance Glare means a glare that: (1) creates an annoyance, discomfort,
or hazard; or (2) creates an annoyance, discomfort, or impairs or impedes
on a person’s right to peacefully enjoy their property.

Watt means a standard unit of power (energy per unit time), the equivalent
of one joule per second.

Exempt Lighting. The following outdoor lighting and lighting fixtures are
exempt from this Chapter:

(1) Fossil fuel (e.g. gas or kerosene) lamps;

(2) Temporary holiday or seasonal lights or decorations, for the time period
commencing 30 days prior to the holiday, and extending not later than 30
days after the holiday;

(3) Flag lighting of 150 watts or less and which does not cause a nuisance
glare as defined herein;

(4) Exposed string or solar outdoor lighting, provided (i) they consist
exclusively of white light with a clear bulb, (ii) the installation of such
lights shall be limited to the lighting of living landscape features (shrubs
and trees), and (iii) all such lighting is installed in accordance with
applicable safety regulations, including this Chapter;

(5) Interior lighting, provided that overly bright interior light emitted outdoors
from any structure will be subject to control by this Chapter if it is
determined by the community development director that the indoor
lighting creates light trespass, nuisance glare, or disabling glare.

Prohibited Lighting. The following lighting systems are prohibited except as
otherwise indicated:

(1) Aerial lasers, “search light” style lights, and flashing lights, unless they
are allowed pursuant to another section of this Code.

(2) Lighting fixtures mounted in such a way as to illuminate a roof, or aimed
towards a neighboring property line or which causes disabling glare or
light trespass, as determined by the community development director .

Lighting Plan Required. Except for lighting on an existing single-family
residence, the submittal of a lighting plan is required as part of a
development application or land use permit or clearance.

Performance Standards Applicable to all Zones. The following performance
standards are applicable in all zones:

(1) All lights shall be directed, oriented, and shielded to prevent light
trespass or glare onto adjacent properties, onto public right-of-way,
other public areas, and/or driveway areas.

(2) Lighting shall not be directed toward or seen from any highway, freeway,
or public street, alleyway, or other public path in such a manner that
would result in disabling glare for drivers

(3) Motion detector lighting fixtures are allowed provided that: (a) there is no
light trespass or spillover onto adjacent properties; (b) fixtures are
mounted within five [5] feet of an entrance or exit door, garage door, or
alcove of a structure; (c) installed no more than eight [8] feet above the
ground; and (d) illuminated with a maximum of two light bulbs of no more
than 75 watts each.

(4) Exterior lighting shall be turned off during daylight hours—hours between
sunrise (dawn) and sunset.

Lighting in Residential Zones. General requirements in all residential zones:

(1) All outdoor lighting shall be installed and operated in conformance with
this Chapter, all other applicable provisions of this Code, Title 24 of the
California Code of Regulations, Part 6, and the Uniform Building and
Electrical Codes. In the event of any conflicts between this Chapter and
any other provision of this Code, the more stringent regulation shall

apply.

(2) In multi-family residential dwellings or buildings, lighting for safety and/or
security purposes shall be provided at entryways, along walkways,
between buildings, and within parking areas.

Administration and Enforcement.

(1) The community development director, or their designee, shall administer
and enforce the provisions of this Chapter.

(2) All violations of this Article are punishable as provided in Chapter 1 of
Title 5 of this Code.”

SECTION 5. Effective Date. This Ordinance shall become effective thirty

(30) days following its adoption.

SECTION 6. Severability. Should any provision of this Ordinance, or its

application to any person or circumstance, be determined by a court of competent
jurisdiction to be unlawful, unenforceable or otherwise void, that determination
shall have no effect on any other provision of this Ordinance or the application of
this Ordinance to any other person or circumstance, and, to that end, the
provisions hereof are severable. The City Council of the City of Artesia declares
that it would have adopted all the provisions of this Ordinance that remain valid if
any provisions of this ordinance are declared invalid.



SECTION 7. Adoption, Certification, and Publication. The City Clerk of
the City of Artesia shall certify the passage and adoption of this Ordinance and
shall cause the same, or a summary thereof, to be published and/or posted in the
manner required by law.

ORDINANCE NO. 26-982

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF ARTESIA,
CALIFORNIA, REVISING CHAPTER 2 (FIREWORKS) OF
TITLE 4 (PUBLIC SAFETY) OF THE ARTESIA MUNICIPAL
CODE REGARDING ILLEGAL FIREWORKS

WHEREAS, the City of Artesia (“City”), in the exercise of its police power, has the
authority to enact all ordinances in furtherance of the public health, safety, and welfare;

WHEREAS, the City is statutorily authorized to regulate the permitting and selling
of safe and sane of fireworks pursuant to Health and Safety Code sections 12541 and
12640;

WHEREAS, the City’s Municipal Code currently prohibits the sale, possession,
and use of illegal fireworks to protect the health, safety and welfare of life and property;

WHEREAS, the City Council has identified that the discharge of illegal fireworks
as an extreme danger and nuisance, and finds that there should be an increase in
enforcement and penalties for the discharge of illegal fireworks, particularly dangerous
fireworks;

WHEREAS, according to the Los Angeles Fire Department, each year, thousands
of people, many of them children, are burned, blinded, and even disfigured by fireworks.
In addition, fireworks causes fires that cost us millions of dollars in property loss
(https://fire.lacounty.gov/fireworks-safety-and-july-4th-celebration-information/; see also,
“lllegal fireworks lab connected to massive California explosion is raided, spurring school
evacuations,” LA Times, Oct. 28, 2025, https://www.latimes.com/california/story/2025-
10-28/students-evacuated-as-law-enforcement-raids-illegal-fireworks-lab-in-east-I-a;
“Deadly Fourth of July holiday: 3 killed in SoCal due to fireworks,” NBC Los Angeles, Jul.

WHEREAS, City law enforcement and code enforcement face challenges
identifying and citing violators who explode dangerous fireworks in the City. To increase
enforcement mechanisms, the City desires to adopt a “social host” regulation that would
make the property owner or person in charge of a property strictly liable when any person
sells, possesses, ignites, explodes, projects, or otherwise fire or make use of fireworks
on the property owned by such person in violation of the City’s ordinances;

WHEREAS, dangerous fireworks pose an extreme threat of fire and injury to the
subject property, surrounding properties, individuals, and the general public. The
proposed amendments to the City’s fireworks ordinance are intended to impose strict
administrative and civil liability upon the violator and the property owner or person in
charge of a property;

WHEREAS, thus, the City wishes to amend the Municipal Code to further protect
against the use of illegal fireworks, particularly dangerous fireworks.

NOW, THEREFORE, THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF ARTESIA DOES
ORDAIN AS FOLLOWS:

SECTION 1. Incorporation of Recitals. The recitals above are each incorporated
by reference and adopted as findings by the City Council.

SECTION 2. CEQA. The City Council finds that this Ordinance is exempt from the
California Environmental Quality Act ("CEQA") because the Ordinance does not qualify
as a “project” under CEQA and because the Ordinance will not result in a direct or
reasonably foreseeable indirect physical change in the environment. (State CEQA
Guidelines section 15060, subd. (c)(2), (3).) Section 15378 of the State CEQA Guidelines
defines a project as the whole of an action, which could potentially result in either a direct
physical change, or reasonably foreseeable indirect physical change, in the environment.
Here, the Ordinance will not result in any construction or development, and it will not have
any other effect that would physically change the environment. The Ordinance therefore
does not qualify as a project subject to CEQA.

In the alternative, even if the Ordinance did qualify as a “project” under CEQA, it
would be exempt from CEQA under State CEQA Guidelines section 15061(b)(3), which
exempts projects from CEQA “[w]here it can be seen with certainty that there is no
possibility that the activity in question may have a significant effect on the environment.”
Thus, even if the Ordinance could result in some physical change in the environment, the
Ordinance is exempt from CEQA because it can be seen with certainty that there is no
possibility that the Ordinance may have a significant effect on the environment. The
Ordinance relates to the temporary sale of fireworks on City property, and therefore will
not result in an significant effect on the environment.

SECTION 3. Code Amendment. Sections of Chapter 2 (Fireworks) of Title 4
(Public Safety) and Chapter 7 of Title 8 are amended as shown in the attached Exhibit A
of this Ordinance. Exhibit A is incorporated herein by reference.

SECTION 4. Effective Date. This Ordinance shall become effective 30 days after
adoption.

SECTION 5. Severability. Should any provision of this Ordinance, or its
application to any person or circumstance, be determined by a court of competent
jurisdiction to be unlawful, unenforceable or otherwise void, that determination shall have
no effect on any other provision of this Ordinance or the application of this Ordinance to
any other person or circumstance, and, to that end, the provisions hereof are severable.
The City Council of the City of Artesia declares that it would have adopted all the
provisions of this Ordinance that remain valid if any provisions of this ordinance are
declaredinvalid.



SECTION 6. Adoption, Certification, and Publication. The City Clerk of the City
of Artesia shall certify the passage and adoption of this Ordinance and shall cause the
same, or a summary thereof, to be published and/or posted in the manner required by
law.

CHAPTER 2
FIREWORKS

Additions to text marked with underline, deletions marked with strikethrough.

§ 4-2.101. Safe-and-Sane Fireworks Permitted-Intent and Purpose

This chapter shall govern the sale, offer for sale, use, discharge, firing, storage, handling,
and use or possession of fireworks. It is unlawful for any person to sell, offer for sale,
have in their possession, store, fire, set off, discharge or use, or cause or permit to be
sold, offered for sale, stored or possessed by such person, fired, set off, discharge or use,
any fireworks unless such fireworks are classified as “safe and sane” by the State Fire
Marshal (referred to as “safe and sane fireworks” in this chapter) and unless all terms and
provision of the State Fireworks Law contained in Part 2 of Division 11 of the Health and
Safety Code of the State of California and all provisions of this chapter are complied with.
Nothing herein contained shall prohibit the public display of fireworks as authorized by
Section 4-2.105 (c) of this chapter subject to the terms and provisions of State Fireworks
Law.

Notwithstanding the provisions of the Fire Code of the City of Artesia, adopted and found
in Chapter 7 of Title 8 of this Code, safe and sane fireworks, as defined in Section 12529
of the California Health and Safety Code, may be sold and discharged in the City pursuant
to the provisions of this chapter and not otherwise.

§ 4-2.102. Violation — Strict Liability

(a) Violations of this chapter are strict liability offenses regardless of intent or personal
knowledge of any other persons engaging in any violation of this chapter. Any person,
firm, corporation or other entity that violates any portion of this chapter is subject to
the enforcement provisions of Chapters 2 and 7 of Title 1 of this Code, unless
otherwise stated.

(b) “Responsible person” as defined in Section 1-7.02 of this Code. For purposes of this
Chapter, a “Responsible Person” also includes, but is not limited to, any responsible
person who allows, permits, or invites others to gather on a parcel of property that the
person _owns, possesses, or controls, or who organizes, supervises, officiates,
conducts, controls or is otherwise in charge of, an activity on the property, whether or
not present during a violation(s), and who shall be liable for such violation(s).

(c) Responsible Person Liability.

(1) A _Responsible person is strictly liable for any violation of this chapter that
occurs during a gathering on property that they own, possess, or control, or
in_the public right of way immediately adjacent to property that the
responsible person owns, possesses, or controls, subject to subsection




(c)(4), reqardless of whether the responsible person is present at, or has
knowledge of, the gathering.

(2) A responsible person is subject to administrative citation for any violation
under this chapter, regardless of personal intent or awareness of the
violations.

(3) It shall be unlawful and a responsible person shall be strictly liable when any
person sells, possesses, ignites, explodes, projects, or otherwise fires or
makes use of fireworks on the property owned by such responsible person
or under the control of such responsible person in violation of this chapter,
irrespective of whether the responsible person had the intent or knowledge
of such violation or otherwise acted negligently.

(4) It _is a rebuttable assumption that any prohibited act under this chapter
conducted in the public right of way or any public property by any person is
attributable to the responsible person where such violations are conducted
immediately adjacent to the responsible person’s property.

(5) In_addition to any other penalties provided by law, any person who commits
a violation of this chapter shall be subject to administrative fine(s) in an
amount as adopted by Council resolution.

(6) A responsible person shall not be in violation of this section or responsible
for the acts of others who violate this chapter if they seek immediate
assistance from law enforcement or fire officials to report a violation of this
chapter and before such violations are witnessed by law enforcement, code
enforcement, or City Manager’s designee, or fire officials.

(7) When a responsible person did not sell, possess, ignite, explode, project, or
otherwise fire or make use of fireworks on the property, penalties under this
chapter may be assessed against both the responsible person and the
person who did sell, possess, ignite, explode, project, or otherwise fire or
make use of fireworks on the property. Nothing in this chapter shall be
interpreted to limit liability and penalties under any other violations present
under this Code, state law, federal law, or any other applicable law, rule,
provision, or regulation.

(8) Nothing in this section shall be interpreted to limit liability and penalties under
any other violations present under this Code, state law, federal law, or any
other applicable law, rule, provision, or requlation.

§ 4-2.109103. Parental Responsibility.

Pursuant to Section 1714.1(a) of the California Civil Code and to the extent permitted by
that and any other applicable law, any act of a minor in the discharge of a firework that
results in injury or death to another person or in any injury to the property of another shall



be imputed to the parent or guardian having custody and control of the minor for all
purposes of civil damages, and the parent or guardian having custody and control shall
be jointly and severally liable with the minor for any damages resulting from the minor's
act in an amount not to exceed $25,000 or such greater amount as allowed by law. Such
damages may include restitution to the person injured or the owner of property whose
property has been damaged.

§ 4-2.402104. Permits: Required.

No person shall offer for sale or sell at retail any fireworks of any kind in the City without
having first applied for and received a permit therefor. Permits shall be issued on a first
come first serve basis upon approval of permit applications submitted in compliance with
Sections 4-2.103 and 4-2.104. No more than 10 permits shall be issued each year.

§ 4-2.103105. Permits: Applications; Accompanying Data.

(a) Applications for the permits required by the provisions of Section 4-2.102 of this
article shall be made in writing and shall:

(1) Be filed with the City Clerk by the second Tuesday in February of each
year;

(2) Set forth the proposed location of the fireworks stands applied for;

(3) Provide the principal and permanent meeting place of the applicant
organization, the address of the meeting place and the day and time of the
meeting;

(4) Provide the details of the intended charitable use of the proceeds from the
sale of fireworks;

(5) Be accompanied by an assurance that if the permit is issued to the
applicant, the applicant, shall indemnify the City and hold it harmless against
any claims or damages related to the permit in a form approved by the City
Attorney. Moreover, at the time of the receipt of such permit, the applicant
shall deliver to the City Clerk insurance policies in the minimum amounts
of $1,000,000 for the bodily injury or death of any one person, $1,000,000
for the bodily injury or death of two or more persons in any one occurrence,
and $1,000,0000 for damages to property resulting from any one
occurrence. Such policies shall designate the City an additional insured;

(6) Include the applicants State Board of Equalization resale number;

(7) Include the applicants retail fireworks license issued by the State Fire
Marshal; and

(8) Include the signature of an authorized representative of the applicant
attesting under penalty of perjury that the information contained in the
application is true and correct. If there are any errors, omissions, or
misstatements made on an application, then the City may, within its sole



and absolute discretion, revoke a permit or deny the issuance of any future
fireworks stand permit for that group or organization.

(b) Each application must be accompanied by:

(1) A permit application fee of $150, or such other amount as set by the City
Council by resolution;

(2) Written approval from the landowner that the stand may operate at the
selected location and a copy of the agreement with the fireworks supplier;

(3) A diagram showing the exact location of the stand in relation to adjacent
streets and any other structures on the lot or adjacent lots, and on-site traffic
circulation;

(4) An application for a miscellaneous building permit for location and erection
of a temporary structure, accompanied by the requisite permit fees as
determined by a separate resolution of the City Council;

(5) An application for an electrical permit for any stand using an electrical power
source other than a portable generator, accompanied by the requisite permit
fees as determined by separate resolution of the City Council; and

(6) Be accompanied by a deposit of $150 to cover the cost of removing all litter
and cleaning up the vacated location of the fireworks stand on or before
12:00 noon on July 18th. If the property is cleaned up and litter removed by
then, the City will refund the deposit to the permit holder. If not, the City will
cause the litter to be removed and the property to be cleaned up at the
expense of the permittee. If litter removal and cleanup cost is less than the
deposit, the City will refund the difference to the permittee. If the cost is
greater, the permittee shall pay the difference to the City.

§ 4-2.1404106. Prerequisites to Issuance of Permits.

(a) The permits required by the provisions of Section 4-2.102 of this article may be issued
or denied in the discretion of the City and subject to other reasonable conditions as
the City determines is necessary to protect public health, safety, and welfare. The
following qualifications must be met in addition to other requirements set forth in this
chapter or in the State Fireworks Code, before a permit may be issued:

(1) The City Clerk may issue permits to those organizations determined to be
responsible, and organized and existing primarily for veteran, patriotic,
welfare, civic betterment, or charitable purposes. Each organization shall
have been organized and established in the City's postal area for a minimum
of one year continuously preceding the filing of the application for the permit.

(2) The applicant must be an organization that meets at least three of the following
criteria:

(i) Has its principal and permanent meeting place in the City;



(i) Has a bona fide membership with at least 40% of members who either
reside in the City, are employed in the City, or are owners or operators
of a business or other establishment located in the City;

(i) Provides substantial services to organizations located in the City or to
persons residing in the City.

(iv) Is a non-profit organization or tax-exempt association as recognized by
the State of California or the Internal Revenue Code with 501(c)(3),
501(c)(4), or 501(c)(6) designation.

(b) In addition to the requirements set forth in Sections 4-2.103 and 104, applications for

()

permits required by the provisions of Section 4-2.102 of this article shall be
accompanied by:

(1) If applicable, a complete list of the organization's members' names,
addresses and telephone numbers and other such necessary information
declaring if members are employed in the City, or are owners or operators of
a business or other establishment located in the City, as of the date of the
application.

(2) Evidence of the organization providing substantial services to organizations
located in the City or to persons residing in the City in the form of a narrative
summary of the organizations work within the City.

(3) If applicable, copies of the non-profit's Articles of Incorporation, Articles of
Association, Trust Indenture, Constitution, or other enabling document.
Bylaws may be considered an organizing document only if they are properly
structured (includes name, purpose, signatures, and intent to form an
organization).

(4) Any organization selected to sell fireworks at the Artesia Towne Center shall
pay a commensurate amount of rent to the City as determined by the City
Manager or designee for the allotted space. Such rent amount shall be paid to the
City as a condition precedent to receiving a permit.

There shall be no more than one stand per permittee. Only one permit shall be
issued for any parent, principal, or master group or organization unless the City
Council finds in a given case, because of the circumstances of the stand location or
other factors, the intent of this chapter will not be defeated by issuing more than one
permit. The intent of this requirement is to limit applicants, who otherwise qualify, to
one permit as to each such parent or principal group or organization and to eliminate
any one principal or parent group or association from having permits issued to
associate, derivative, ancillary, subsidiary or support groups or entities. Nothing in
this chapter shall prohibit more than one group or organization meeting all
qualifications specified in this chapter from jointly applying for a fireworks permit. In
such case, however, only a single permit will be issued.

Applicants for such permits shall be notified by the City Clerk of the granting or denial
of their permit applications on or before April 1st of each calendar year.



§ 4-2.105107. Time Limits for the Sale and Discharge of Fireworks and
Restrictions Applicable to City-owned Properties.

(a) Safe and sane fireworks, as defined in Section 12529 of the California Health and
Safety Code, may be sold, fired, set off, erdischarged or used in the City only during
the period beginning at 12:00 noon on June 28 and ending at 9:00 p.m. on July 4 of
each year. This time period shall be known as the "fireworks sales and discharge
period." During the fireworks sales and discharge period, no fireworks shall be sold
or discharged before 7:00 a.m. or after 10:00 p.m. on any day, except that fireworks
shall not be sold after 9:00 p.m. on July 4th and shall not be discharged after 10:00
p.m. on July 4th.

(b) No person shall at any time sell, fire, set off, er-discharge or use a firework, including,
but not limited to, safe and sane fireworks, within City parks or on any lot or parcel
of land owned by the City, including, but not limited to, property occupied by the
Artesia City Hall, the Artesia Historical Museum, the Historic Fire Station, the Artesia
Water Tower, City-owned parking lots, and on other City-owned properties in the
City.

(c) Except as provided in Section (d) below, no person shall possess, store, transport,
buy, offer to buy, sell, offer to sell, give, receive, fire, set off, discharge or use any
firework not classified as safe and sane by the State Fire Marshal.

(d) Exceptions. Notwithstanding the immediately preceding sentence, the sale of
fireworks is permitted at the Artesia Towne Center as provided in Subsection (a),
above. Moreover, the discharge of fireworks is permitted on a City sidewalk or street
during the period provided in Subsection (a), above. The discharge of fireworks is
also may be permitted in a City park or on City-owned property in the following
instances:

(1) When conducted as part of a properly permitted public display of fireworks, as
that term is defined in California Health and Safety Code Section 12524, or
successor provision thereto. The City Council may contract with any person or
business entity to provide such display for the benefit of the City upon terms
and conditions deemed appropriate by the City Council;

(2) When conducted in connection with a film, television or theatrical production
occurring within the City for which written permission of the City Manager,
and any required permit, have been obtained;

(3) When conducted in connection with any educational demonstration being
provided by the Los Angeles County Fire Department; or

(4) When conducted for any other purpose expressly authorized by law.

§ 4-2.406108. Use of Stands.
The following provisions shall govern the use of fireworks stands:

(a) Only organizations permitted pursuant to the provisions of this article shall operate

the stand for which the permit was issued or share or otherwise participate in the
profits of the operation of such stand.

No person, other than individuals who are members of the permittee organization,
or the wives, husbands, or adult children of such members, shall sell or otherwise
participate in the sale of fireworks at such stands.

No person shall be paid any consideration for selling or otherwise participating in the
sale of fireworks at such stands.

Sale of safe and sane fireworks shall be permitted only from within temporary
fireworks stands, and such sales from any other building or structure are hereby
prohibited. Such temporary stands shall be subject to the following:

(1) Fireworks stands shall not be located within 25 feet of any other building nor
within 100 feet of any gasoline pump.

(2) Fireworks stands need not comply with the provisions of the Building Code of
the City; provided, however, all stands shall be erected under the supervision
of the Building Inspector who shall require that the stands be constructed in
such a manner which will reasonably insure the safety of the attendants and
patrons. Building and electrical permits shall be required, and inspections shall
be made before such stands are used.

(3) No stand shall have a floor area in excess of 260 square feet.

(4) Each stand in excess of 24 feet in length shall have at least two exits, and
each stand in excess of 40 feet in length shall have at least three exits spaced
approximately equal distances apart; provided, however, in no case shall the
distance between exits exceed 24 feet.

(5) Each stand shall be provided with two, two and one-half (2 1/2) gallon "soda
and acid" type fire extinguishers in good working order and easily accessible
for use in case of fire.

(6) No fireworks stand shall be located in a City park or on City-owned property
unless as expressly authorized herein.

All weeds and combustible materials shall be cleared from the location of such
stands a distance of at least 20 feet surrounding the stand.

"No Smoking" signs shall be prominently displayed on such fireworks stands.

Each stand shall have an adult watchman in attendance and in charge thereof when
the stand is not being used for the sale or dispensing of fireworks.

Sales of fireworks shall not begin before 12:00 noon on June 28th and shall not
continue after 9:00 p.m. on July 4th. During such sales period, fireworks shall not be
sold before 7:00 a.m. nor after 10:00 p.m. on any day, except that no sales shall
continue past 9:00 p.m. on July 4th.



(i) Each permittee shall remove or cause the removal of graffiti on a permittee's stand
within 24 hours of permittee's actual or constructive notice of such graffiti, or within
24 hours of receipt of oral or written notice from the City of graffiti on the stand.

(j) Allunsold stock and accompanying litter shall be removed from the location of such
stands on or before 12:00 noon on July 6th.

(k) Fireworks stands shall be removed from their temporary locations on or before 12:00
noon on July 11th, and all accompanying litter shall be cleared from such locations
on or before such time and date.

() No fireworks shall be sold to a person who is under the age of 16 years.

§ 4-2.1407109. Tie-in Location for Fireworks Stands Prohibited.

It is unlawful for any person to sell, provide, or distribute fireworks to a retail seller of safe
and sane fireworks, on the condition that the retail seller of such fireworks shall sell or
distribute such fireworks only from a fireworks stand location in which the provider has
any interest, option or lease, or in any other manner to restrict the location of such
fireworks stand.

§ 4-2.108110. Stands : Penalties for Violation; Suspension and Revocation.

Any person violating any provision of this article shall be subject to the punishment set
forth in Chapter 2 of Title 1 of this Code. In addition, after one warning has been issued
for a violation of this article, any subsequent violation for the same or similar offense shall
subject the permittee to the suspension of the sale of fireworks for a period of 12 hours
during which the stand would otherwise be open. Any third violation shall subject the
permittee to revocation of the permit for the remaining sales period in that calendar year.

BACKGROUND:

The City of Artesia ("City") City Council received a petition from Pioneer Holdings, LLC, ("Owner"), requesting the
City initiate the annexation of its property associated with a mixed-use development into the City of Artesia
Community Facilities District (CFD) No. 2017-1 (Services) at its January 12, 2026, regular meeting. The City
Council declared its intention to annex the property by adopting Resolution No. 25-3072 during same meeting.

ANALYSIS:



The City Council will hear any testimony concerning annexation into the CFD during the public hearing. Notice of
the public hearing was published in the February 27, 2026, edition of the Long Beach Press-Telegram. After the
public hearing concludes, the landowners subject to the annexation will vote on annexing the property into the CFD
in a special election. The City Council may call such election for March 9, 2026, by adopting Resolution No. 26-
3078. Each landowner within the CFD received a notice of the public hearing and a ballot to vote on the
annexation. Each landowner has one vote for each acre, or portion thereof, owned by the landowner. The ballots
are due by the end of voting.

The City Council may levy the special tax if two-thirds of the votes cast at the special election are in favor of levying
the special tax. The Owner is the only landowner and qualified elector within the annexed territory. Therefore, the
Owner’s ballot will be opened and the vote tallied by the City Clerk at the Council meeting. Following the vote, and
assuming the election is successful, the City Council should adopt Resolution No. 26-3079, which is a resolution
that declares the election results.

ENVIRONMENTAL DETERMINATION

It has been determined that the activity is not a “Project” as defined under Section 15378 of the State CEQA
Guidelines because the activity consists of a governmental established fee program activity, which does not involve
any commitment to any specific project that may result in a potentially significant physical impact on the
environment. Therefore, pursuant to Section 15060(c)(3) of the State CEQA Guidelines, the activity is not subject to
CEQA. Thus, no environmental review is required.

FISCAL IMPACT:

There will be no fiscal impact to the General Fund associated with annexing the proposed territory to the CFD. The
costs of the annexation proceedings is paid for through a deposit paid by the property owner. There will be a
positive fiscal impact to the General Fund in future years, once units are built and the CFD Special Tax is
collected.

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ORDINANCE NO. 26-983

ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
ARTESIA, CALIFORNIA, AUTHORIZING THE LEVY OF
SPECIAL TAXES IN A COMMUNITY FACILITIES DISTRICT,
INCLUDING CERTAIN  ANNEXATION  TERRITORY
IDENTIFIED AS ANNEXATION NO 4, INTO CITY OF
ARTESIA, COMMUNITY FACILITIES DISTRICT NO. 2017-1
(SERVICES), COUNTY OF LOS ANGELES, STATE OF
CALIFORNIA

A. Recital

WHEREAS, the City Council (the “City Council”’) of the City of Artesia (the
“City”) has established the City of Artesia, Community Facilities District No. 2017-1
(Services), County of Los Angeles, State of California (the “District”) for the purpose of
levying special taxes on parcels of taxable property therein for the purpose of providing
certain services, which are necessary to meet increased demands placed upon the City
as a result of the development of said real property; and

WHEREAS, the rate and method of apportionment of special tax for the
District is set forth in Exhibit “C” to the City Council Resolution No. 25-3072, which was
adopted on January 12, 2026 (the “Resolution”); and

WHEREAS the City has conducted proceedings to annex territory into the
District and, with respect to the proceedings, following an election of the qualified electors
in the territory proposed for annexation (the “Annexation Territory”), the City Council, on
March 9, 2026, adopted a Resolution which declared the results of the special election
and determined that the territory proposed to be annexed is added to and part of the
District.

B. Ordinance

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council of the City of
Artesia, California, acting in its capacity as the legislative body of the City of Artesia,
Community Facilities District No. 2017-1 (Services), County of Los Angeles, State of
California, does hereby:

Section 1. The foregoing recitals are true and correct and are
incorporated herein by this reference.

Section 2. By the passage of this Ordinance, the City Council hereby
authorizes and levies the special tax within the District, including the Annexation Territory,
pursuant to Article 3.5 (commencing with Section 53339) of Chapter 2.5 of Part 1 of
Division 2 of Title 5 of the California Government Code, commonly known as the “Mello-
Roos Community Facilities Act of 1982,” (the “Act”), at the rate and in accordance with

1
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the rate and method of apportionment of special tax set forth in the Resolution, which rate
and method is by this reference incorporated herein. The special tax has previously been
levied in the original territory of the District beginning in Fiscal Year 2017-18 pursuant to
Ordinance No. 17-853 passed and adopted by the City Council on September 11, 2017,
and the special tax is hereby levied commencing in Fiscal Year 2026-27 in the District,
including the Annexation Territory identified as Annexation No. 4, and in each fiscal year
thereafter to pay for the services for the District and the costs of administering the District.

Section 3. The City Manager of the City or designee or employee or
consultant of the City is hereby authorized and directed each fiscal year to determine the
specific special tax to be levied for the next ensuing fiscal year for each parcel of real
property within the District, including the Annexation Territory, in the manner and as
provided in the Resolution.

Section 4. Exemptions from the levy of the special tax shall be as
provided in the Resolution and the applicable provisions of the Act. In no event shall the
special tax be levied on any parcel within the District in excess of the maximum special
tax specified in the Resolution.

Section 5.  All of the collections of the special tax shall be used as
provided in the Act and in the Resolution, including, but not limited to, the payment of the
costs of the services, the payment of the costs of the City in administering the District,
and the costs of collecting and administering the special tax.

Section 6. The special tax shall be collected in the same manner and at
the same time as ordinary ad valorem taxes are collected and shall have the same lien
priority, and be subject to the same penalties and the same procedure and sale in cases
of delinquency as provided for ad valorem taxes; provided, however, that the District may
collect special taxes at a different time or in a different manner if necessary to meet its
financial obligations. The City Manager of the City, or his or her designee, is hereby
authorized and directed to provide all necessary information to the auditor/tax collector of
the County of Los Angeles in order to effect proper billing and collection of the special
tax, so that the special tax shall be included on the secured property tax roll of the County
of Los Angeles for Fiscal Year 2026-27 and for each fiscal year thereafter until no longer
required to pay for the Services or until otherwise terminated by the City.

Section 7. If for any reason any portion of this Ordinance is found to be
invalid, or if the special tax is found inapplicable to any particular parcel within the District,
including the Annexation Territory, by a court of competent jurisdiction, the balance of this
Ordinance and the application of the special tax to the remaining parcels within the
District, including the Annexation Territory, shall not be affected.

Section 8.  This Ordinance shall be effective thirty (30) days after its
adoption. Within fifteen (15) days after its adoption, the City Clerk shall cause this
Ordinance, or a summary of it, to be published in a newspaper of general circulation in
the City.

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Introduction

The City Council of the City of Artesia (the “Council”) did, pursuant to the provisions of
the Mello-Roos Community Facilities Act of 1982, as amended (the “Act”), on January 12,
2026 adopt a resolution entitled “Resolution of Intention of the City Council of the City of
Artesia, California, Declaring Intention to Annex Territory to Community Facilities District
No. 2017-1 (Services) and Adopting a Map of the Area Proposed to be Annexed Thereto
(Annexation No. 4)” (the “Resolution of Intention”). In the Resolution of Intention the
Council expressly ordered the preparation of a written Community Facilities District
Report (the “Report”) for Annexation Area No. 4, for the proposed Community Facilities
District No. 2017-1, Annexation No. 4 (Services) (“CFD No. 2017-1, Annexation No. 4” or
the “District”).

The Resolution of Intention ordering the Report did direct that the Report generally
contain the following:

1. Abrief description the Services which are required to adequately meet the needs of
CFD No. 2017-1. Annexation No. 4; and

2. An estimate of the cost of providing the Services and the incidental expenses to be
incurred in connection therewith.

For particulars, reference is made to the Resolution of Intention (Resolution Number 25-
3072) for the District, as previously approved and adopted by Council.

Now, Therefore Koppel & Gruber Public Finance, the appointed responsible firm directed
to prepare the Report, does hereby submit the following:

A. Description of CFD No. 2017-1, Annexation No. 4

CFD No. 2017-1, Annexation No. 4 is comprised of approximately .83 acres of land in
the City of Artesia. A map showing the boundaries of Community Facilities District
No. 2017-1 (Services), Annexation No. 4 is included in Exhibit “A” of this Report. Table
1 below shows the proposed development for Annexation No. 4.

The budget for Annexation No. 4 Services is estimated at $71,467.24 for fiscal year
2025/2026, based on the special taxes expected to be generated from the
annexation.

The estimated costs of the Services are shown in 2026 dollars. For particulars on the
estimated cost of Services, reference is made to Exhibit “B” of this Report.
E. Rate and Method of Apportionment

The Rate and Method of Apportionment provides sufficient information to allow a
property owner within Annexation No. 4 of CFD No. 2017-1 to estimate the Maximum
Special Tax for his or her property.

RATE AND METHOD OF APPORTIONMENT

A Special Tax shall be levied on all Taxable Property within the boundaries of the City of
Artesia Community Facilities District No. 2017-1 (Services) (“CFD No. 2017-1”) and
collected each Fiscal Year commencing in Fiscal Year 2017/2018 according to the tax
liability determined by the City Council, through the application of the rate and method
of apportionment of the Special Tax set forth below. All Taxable Property shall be taxed
to the extent and in the manner herein provided.

1. Definitions

“Acreage” means the land area of an Assessor’s Parcel as shown on an Assessor's Parcel
Map, or if the land area is not shown on an Assessor's Parcel Map, the land area shown
on the applicable final subdivision map, parcel map, condominium plan, or other recorded
County parcel map. An Acre means 43,560 square feet of land.

“Act” means the Mello-Roos Community Facilities Act of 1982, as amended, being
Chapter 2.5 of Part 1 of Division 2 of Title 5 of the Government Code of the State of
California.

“Administrative Expenses” means the costs incurred by the City to determine, levy and
collect the Special Taxes, including salaries of City employees and the fees of consultants
and the costs of collecting installments of the Special Taxes upon the general tax rolls;
preparation of required reports, and any other costs required to administer CFD No. 2017-
1 as determined by the City.

“Annual Cost(s)” means for each Fiscal Year, the total of 1) the estimated cost of Services
as determined by the City; 2) Administrative Expenses, and 3) any amounts needed to
cure actual or projected delinquencies in Special Taxes for the current or previous Fiscal
Year.

“Assessor” means the Assessor of the County of Los Angeles.

“Assessor's Parcel” means a lot or parcel shown on an Assessor's Parcel Map with an
assigned Assessor's Parcel Number.

“Assessor’s Parcel Map” means an official map of the Assessor designating parcel(s) by
Assessor’s Parcel Number(s).

“Assessor's Parcel Number” means the number assigned to an Assessor’s Parcel by the
County for purposes of identification.

“Base Year” means Fiscal Year ending June 30, 2018.

“CFD No. 2017-1” means the City of Artesia Community Facilities District No. 2017-1

“CFD Administrator” means an official of the City, or designee thereof, responsible for
determining the Annual Costs and preparing the annual Special Tax roll.

“City” means the City of Artesia, California.

“City Council” means the City Council of the City of Artesia which acts for CFD No. 2017-
1 under the Act.

“County” means the County of Los Angeles, California.

“Developed Property” means for each Fiscal Year, commencing with Fiscal Year 2017-
2018, each Assessor’s Parcel, for which a building permit for new construction was issued,
prior to May 1 of the previous Fiscal Year.

“Equivalent Dwelling Unit or EDU” is a value assigned to an Assessor’s Parcel of Non-
Residential Property as a comparison to a residential dwelling unit. One EDU is assigned
to each 1,000 square feet of Floor Area with a minimum of one EDU assigned to an
Assessor’s Parcel of Non-Residential Property. Above 1,000 square feet, EDUs are
assigned on a proportional basis. That is, a Floor Area of 3,500 square feet would equate
to 3.5 EDUs.

“Exempt Property” means an Assessor's Parcel not subject to the Special Tax. Exempt
Property includes: (i) Public Property, or (ii) Property owner association property, or (iii)
Assessor’s Parcels with public or utility easements making impractical their utilization for
other than the purposes set forth in the easement. Exempt Property is not subject to the
Special Tax.

“Fiscal Year” means the period starting on July 1 and ending the following June 30.

“Floor Area” means for any Non-Residential Property the total of the gross square
footage within the perimeter of a non-residential structure, not including any space
devoted to any carports, walkways, garages, overhangs, or courtyards, except such areas
that are used solely for commercial purposes. The determination of Floor Area shall be
made by reference to space as identified on City building permits, building plans or other
such documentation as determined by the CFD Administrator.

“Land Use Class” means any of the classes listed in Table 1 under Section 3 below.

“Maximum Special Tax” means the greatest amount of Special Tax, determined in
accordance with Section 3 below, which may be levied in any Fiscal Year on any Assessor’s
Parcel.

“Non-Residential Property” means all Developed Property for which a building permit(s)
was issued for a non-residential use.

“Public Property” means any property within the boundaries of CFD No. 2017-1, the
ownership of which is transferred to a public agency, and is used for rights-of-way or any
other purpose and is owned by, or irrevocably offered for dedication to the federal
government, the State of California, the County, the City or any other public agency where
the public agency has officially agreed to accept the offer of dedication; provided however
that any property owned by a public agency and leased to a private entity and subject to
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taxation under Section 53340.1 of the Act shall be taxed and classified in accordance with
its use.

“Residential Property” means all Assessor’s Parcels of Developed Property for which a
building permit has been issued for purposes of constructing one or more residential
dwelling units including manufactured homes.

“Services” means services, which are in addition to those services that were provided
within the boundaries of CFD No. 2017-1 at the time of formation of CFD No. 2017-1,
including 1) Police protection services, 2) Fire protection and suppression services, and
ambulance and paramedic services, 3) Flood and storm protection services, including, but
not limited to, the operation and maintenance of storm drainage systems, and 4)
Maintenance and lighting of parks, parkways, streets, roads, and open space

“Special Tax” means any special tax authorized to be levied within CFD No. 2017-1
pursuant to the Act and this Rate and Method of Apportionment.

“State” means the State of California.

“Taxable Property” means all of the Assessor's Parcels within the boundaries of CFD No.
2017-1 that are classified as Residential Property or Non-Residential Property.

2. Land Use Classification

Each Fiscal Year, each Assessor’s Parcel within the boundaries of CFD No. 2017-1 shall be
classified as Taxable Property, Public Property or Exempt Property. Each Assessor’s Parcel
of Taxable Property shall be classified as Residential Property or Non-Residential
Property.

3. Maximum Special Tax Rates

Escalation of Maximum Special Tax

Each Fiscal Year following the Base Year, the Maximum Special Tax shall be increased by
two percent (2.0%) of the amount in effect in the prior Fiscal Year.

Multiple Land Use Classes

In some instances an Assessor’s Parcel of Developed Property may contain more than one
Land Use Class. The Maximum Special Tax levied on an Assessor’s Parcel shall be the sum
of the Maximum Special Taxes for all Land Use Classes located on that Assessor’s Parcel.
For an Assessor’s Parcel that contains both Residential Property and Non-Residential
Property, the Residential Property shall be taxed on a per Unit basis and the Non-

Residential Property shall be taxed on the EDU basis. The Special Tax of such Assessor’s
Parcel shall be allocated to each type of property based on the building permit or by
reference to the site plan approved for such Assessor’s Parcel. The CFD Administrator’s
allocation to each type of property shall be final.

4. Method of Apportionment

For each Fiscal Year, commencing Fiscal Year 2017-2018, the CFD Administrator shall
determine the Annual Costs and calculate the Special Tax so that the amount of Special
Taxes equals the Annual Costs. The Special Tax shall be levied on Taxable Property each
Fiscal Year as follows:

First: Calculate the available Special Tax revenues by setting the Special Tax on each
Assessor’s Parcel of Taxable Property at 100% of its Maximum Special Tax. If revenues are
greater than the Annual Costs, then reduce the Special Tax proportionately against all
Assessor’s Parcels until the tax levy is set at an amount sufficient to cover the Annual
Costs.

Second: Levy on each Assessor’s Parcel of Taxable Property the amount calculated above.
No Special Tax shall be levied on Exempt Property.

The City shall make every effort to correctly assign the number of taxable units and
calculate the Special Tax for each Assessor’s Parcel.

5. Collection of Special Taxes

Collection of the Special Tax shall be by the County in the same manner as ordinary ad
valorem property taxes are collected and the Special Tax shall be subject to the same
penalties and the same lien priority in the case of delinquency as ad valorem taxes;
provided, however, that the City Council may provide for other means of collecting the
Special Tax if necessary to meet its financial obligations, including direct billings to the
property owners.

6. Administrative Changes and Appeals

Any landowner who pays the Special Tax and claims the amount of the Special Tax levied
on his or her Assessor’s Parcel is in error shall first consult with the CFD Administrator
regarding such error not later than twelve (12) months after first having paid the first
installment of the Special Tax that is disputed. If following such consultation, the CFD
Administrator determines that an error has occurred, the CFD Administrator may
recommend changing the amount of the Special Tax levied on such Assessor’s Parcel. If
following such consultation and action, if any by the CFD Administrator, the landowner
believes such error still exists, such person may file a written notice with the City Manager
or designee of the City appealing the amount of the Special Tax levied on such Assessor’s
Parcel. Upon the receipt of such notice, the City Manager or designee may establish such
procedures as deemed necessary to undertake the review of any such appeal. The City
Manager or designee thereof shall interpret this Rate and Method of Apportionment and
make determinations relative to the administration of the Special Tax and any landowner
appeals. The decision of the City Manager or designee shall be final and binding as to all
persons.
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Interpretations may be made by Resolution of the City Council for purposes of clarifying
any vagueness or ambiguity as it relates to the Special Tax, the Rate and Method of
Apportionment, the classification of properties, or any definition applicable to CFD No.
2017-1.

7. Term of Special Tax

The Special Tax shall be levied annually in perpetuity, unless terminated earlier by the City
Council.

RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
ARTESIA, CALIFORNIA, CALLING A SPECIAL ELECTION
AND SUBMITTING TO THE QUALIFIED ELECTORS OF
TERRITORY PROPOSED TO BE ANNEXED TO THE CITY

2017-1 (SERVICES), COUNTY OF LOS ANGELES, STATE
OF CALIFORNIA THE QUESTION OF LEVYING SPECIAL
TAXES WITHIN THAT TERRITORY (ANNEXATION NO. 4)

WHEREAS, the City Council (the “City Council”) of the City of Artesia (the “City”)
has heretofore conducted proceedings for the establishment of and has established City
of Artesia, Community Facilities District No. 2017-1 (Services), County of Los Angeles,
State of California (the “Community Facilities District”) for the purpose of levying special
taxes on parcels of taxable property therein for the purpose of providing certain services
which are necessary to meet increased demands placed upon the City as a result of the
development of said real property; and

WHEREAS, the City Council is authorized by Article 3.5 (commencing with Section
53339) of Chapter 2.5 of Part 1 of Division 2 of Title 5 of the California Government Code,
commonly known as the “Mello-Roos Community Facilities Act of 1982,” (the “Act”) to
annex territory to the Community Facilities District by complying with the procedures set
forth in said Article 3.5; and

WHEREAS, on January 12, 2026, the City Council adopted Resolution No. 25-
3072, a resolution of intention to annex territory to the Community Facilities District
pursuant to Section 53339.2 of the California Government Code, determining that the
public convenience and necessity require that certain property, consisting of
approximately 0.83 acres, be annexed to the Community Facilities District and containing
all of the matters prescribed by Section 53339.3 of said Code, and fixing 7:00 p.m. on
March 9, 2026, in the in the City Council Chambers, 18747 Clarkdale Avenue, Artesia,
CA 90701, as the time and place for a hearing upon said resolution; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to said resolution, the City Clerk has published and mailed
notice of the time and place of said hearing as required by Section 53339.4 of said Code;
and

WHEREAS, on March 9, 2026, at the time and place of said hearing, the City
Council afforded all interested persons for or against the annexation of said property to
the Community Facilities District an opportunity to present testimony and to protest
against the proposed annexation of said property to the Community Facilities District, and
no protests, either oral or in writing, were received; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 53339.7 of said Code, the City Council may now
submit the question of levying a special tax within the territory proposed to be annexed to
the Community Facilities District to the qualified electors within that territory.
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NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council of the City of Artesia,
California, hereby:

SECTION 1. Findings. The City Council finds that: (i) the foregoing recitals are
true and correct and are incorporated herein by this reference; (ii) less than twelve (12)
persons have been registered to vote within the territory proposed to be annexed to the
Community Facilities District during the ninety (90) days preceding the close of the public
hearing on March 9, 2026; (iii) pursuant to Section 53326 of the California Government
Code, as a result of the findings set forth in clause (ii) above, the vote in the special
election called by this resolution shall be by the landowners of the territory proposed to
be annexed to the Community Facilities District whose property would be subject to the
special taxes if they were levied at the time of the election, and each landowner shall
have one (1) vote for each acre, or portion thereof, which he or she owns within the said
territory, which would be subject to the proposed special taxes if they were levied at the
time of the election; (iv) pursuant to said Section 53326, the special election must be held
at least ninety (90) days, but not more than one hundred eighty (180) days following the
date of the adoption of this resolution, unless such time periods are waived with the
unanimous waiver of the qualified electors. All of the qualified electors in the territory to
be annexed have waived the time limits and election formalities of the special election.

SECTION 2. Call of Election. The City Council hereby calls and schedules a
special election for March 9, 2026, on the proposition with respect to the annual levy of
special taxes within the territory proposed to be annexed to the Community Facilities
District for paying the cost of the services to be provided within and for the benefit of the
territory proposed to be annexed to the Community Facilities District.

SECTION 3. Proposition. The proposition to be submitted to the voters of the
Community Facilities District at such special election shall be as follows:

PROPOSITION A:

Shall Proposition A authorizing the annual levy of special taxes on taxable
property in the territory proposed to be annexed to City of Artesia, Community
Facilities District No. 2017-1 (Services), County of Los Angeles, State of
California, to pay for (i) police protection services, (ii) fire protection and
suppression services, and ambulance and paramedic services, (iii) flood and
storm protection services, including but not limited to, the operation and
maintenance of storm drainage systems, and (iv) maintenance and lighting of
parks, parkways, streets, roads, and open space, and reasonable costs of
providing the services and to pay costs associated with the determination of
the amount of and the levy and collection of the special taxes at the special
tax rates set forth in Exhibit “C” to the Resolution No. 25-3072 adopted by the
City Council of the City of Artesia on January 12, 2026 be approved?

SECTION 4. Conduct of Election. Except as otherwise provided in Section 5
hereof, said election shall be conducted by the City Clerk of the City pursuant to the
California Elections Code governing mail ballot elections of cities, and in particular, the




provisions of Division 4 (commencing with Section 4000) of said Code, insofar as they
may be applicable.

SECTION 5. Election Procedures. The procedures to be followed in conducting
the special election on the levy of Special Taxes to pay the annual costs of the services
to the qualified electors of the territory to be annexed to the Community Facilities District
(the “Special Election”) shall be as follows:

(a)  Pursuant to said Section 53326 of the California Government Code,
ballots for the special election shall be distributed to the qualified electors by the
City Clerk by mail with return postage prepaid, or by personal service.

(b)  Pursuant to applicable sections of the California Elections Code
governing the conduct of mail ballot elections of cities, and specifically Division 4
(commencing with Section 4000) of the California Elections Code with respect to
elections conducted by mail, the City Clerk shall mail or deliver to each qualified
elector an official ballot in the form attached hereto as Exhibit “A,” and shall also
mail or deliver to all such qualified electors a ballot pamphlet and instructions to
voter, including a sample ballot identical in form to the official ballot but identified
as a sample ballot, a return identification envelope with prepaid postage thereon
addressed to the City Clerk for the return of voted official ballots, and a copy of
Resolution No. 25-3072; provided, however, that such statement, analysis and
arguments may be waived with the unanimous consent of all the landowners.

(c)  The official ballot to be mailed or delivered by the City Clerk to each
landowner-voter shall have printed or typed thereon the name of the landowner-
voter and the number of votes to be voted by the landowner-voter and shall have
appended to it a certification to be signed by the person voting the official ballot
which shall certify that the person signing the certification is the person who voted
the official ballot, and if the landowner-voter is other than a natural person, that he
or she is an officer of or other person affiliated with the landowner-voter entitled to
vote such official ballot, that he or she has been authorized to vote such official
ballot on behalf of the landowner-voter, that in voting such official ballot it was his
or her intent, as well as the intent of the landowner-voter, to vote all votes to which
the landowner-voter is entitled based on its land ownership on the proposition set
forth in the official ballot as marked thereon in the voting square opposite such
proposition, and further certifying as to the acreage of the landowner-voter's land
ownership within the territory proposed to be annexed to the Community Facilities
District.

(d)  The return identification envelope mailed or delivered by the City
Clerk to each landowner-voter shall have printed or typed thereon the following: (i)
the name of the landowner, (ii) the address of the landowner, (iii) a declaration
under penalty of perjury stating that the voter is the landowner or the authorized
representative of the landowner entitled to vote the enclosed ballot and is the
person whose name appears on the identification envelope, (iv) the printed name
and signature of the voter, (v) the address of the voter, (vi) the date of signing and



place of execution of said declaration, and (vii) a notice that the envelope contains
an official ballot and is to be opened only by the City Clerk.

(e)  The instruction to voter form to be mailed or delivered by the City
Clerk to the landowner-voters shall inform them that the official ballots shall be
returned to the City Clerk properly voted as provided thereon and with the
certification appended thereto properly completed and signed in the sealed return
identification envelope with the certification thereon completed and signed and all
other information to be inserted thereon properly inserted by 7:00 p.m. on March
9, 2026.

(f) Upon receipt of the return identification envelopes, which are
returned prior to the voting deadline on the date of the election, the City Clerk shall
canvass the votes cast in the special election, and shall file a statement with the
City Council as to the results of such canvass and the election on each proposition
set forth in the official ballot.

The City Clerk shall certify the passage and adoption of this resolution and
enter it into the book of original resolutions.

ACTING IN ITS CAPACITY AS THE LEGISLATIVE BODY OF CITY OF

THE RESULTS OF A SPECIAL ELECTION IN SUCH COMMUNITY
FACILITIES DISTRICT ON THE PROPOSITION OF THE ANNUAL LEVY
OF SPECIAL TAXES WITHIN THE TERRITORY PROPOSED TO BE

COST OF CERTAIN SERVICES TO BE PROVIDED BY THE COMMUNITY

WHEREAS, the City Council (the “City Council”) of the City of Artesia (the “City”)
has heretofore conducted proceedings for the annexation of approximately 0.83 acres of
land to the City of Artesia, Community Facilities District No. 2017-1 (Services), County of
Los Angeles, State of California (the “Community Facilities District”) including conducting
a public hearing pursuant to Section 53339.5 of the Government Code; and

WHEREAS, at the conclusion of said public hearing, the City Council adopted a
resolution calling a special election for March 9, 2026, and submitting to the qualified
electors of the territory to be annexed to the Community Facilities District the question of
levying special taxes within that territory to pay the costs of certain services and the costs
associated with the determination of the amount of and levy and collection of special
taxes, which will be levied to provide the services and costs otherwise incurred in order
to carry out the authorized purposes of the Community Facilities District (the "Election
Resolution"); and

WHEREAS, the City Council has received a statement from the City Clerk (the
"City Clerk"), who pursuant to the Election Resolution was authorized to conduct such
special election and act as the election official therefor, with respect to the canvass of the
ballots returned in and the results of said special election, certifying that at least two-thirds
of the votes cast upon the proposition submitted to the qualified electors in said special
election were in favor of such proposition.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council of the City of
Artesia, California, hereby:

SECTION 1. Recitals. The above recitals are all true and correct and are
incorporated herein by this reference.
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SECTION 2. Findings. The City Council finds that: (i) there are no registered
voters residing within the territory proposed to be annexed to the Community Facilities
District (the "Territory") at the time of the close of the public hearing on March 9, 2026,
and pursuant to Section 53326 of the Government Code, the vote in said special election
was, therefore, to be by the landowners owning land within the Territory, with each
landowner having one vote for each acre or portion thereof of land that he or she owned
within the Territory; (ii) pursuant to said Section 53326 and the Election Resolution, the
City Clerk caused to be delivered an official ballot for the special election to the owner of
the land within the Territory, with return postage prepaid; (iii) said special election has
been properly conducted in accordance with all statutory requirements and the provisions
of the Election Resolution; (iv) pursuant to said Section 53326, Pioneer Holding, LLC , a
California limited liability company, the owner of all the land within the Territory, is entitled
to 1 (one) vote; (v) said landowner returned its ballot to the City Clerk prior to the time set
by the City Clerk for the close of the election on March 9, 2026; (vi) the ballot returned to
the City Clerk by said landowner voted all votes of said landowner in favor of the
proposition set forth therein; (vii) at least two-thirds of the votes cast in such special
election on said proposition were in favor thereof, and pursuant to Sections 53328 and
53329 of the Government Code, said proposition carried; (viii) pursuant to Section
53339.8 of the Government Code, the City Council is authorized to determine that the
Territory to be annexed has been added to and become a part of the Community Facilities
District with full legal effect; and (ix) the City Council is also authorized, pursuant to said
Section 53339.8, to annually levy special taxes within the Territory to pay the costs of the
services to be provided by the Community Facilities District.

SECTION 3. Declaration of Results. At least two-thirds of the votes voted in the
special election on the proposition of the annual levy of special taxes within the Territory
to pay the costs of the services to be provided by the Community Facilities District were
voted in favor thereof, and such proposition carried.

SECTION 4. Annexation. The Territory is annexed and added to and is a part of
the Community Facilities District with full legal effect, and the City Council shall annually
levy special taxes within the Territory at the rates as specified in Resolution No. 25-3072
adopted by the City Council on January 12, 2026, to pay costs of certain services to be
provided by the Community Facilities District. The boundaries of the Territory are shown
on the map entitled, “Annexation Map No. 4, Community Facilities District No. 2017-1
(Services), City of Artesia, County of Los Angeles, State of California,” which was
recorded on February 11, 2026 in page 24 of book 197 of Maps of Assessment and
Community Facilities Districts in the office of the County Recorder of the County of Los
Angeles as Document No. 2026-0100099.

SECTION 5. Notice. Pursuant to Section 53339.8 of the Government Code and
Section 3117.5 of the Streets and Highways Code, the City Clerk shall cause to be filed
with the County Recorder of the County of Los Angeles an amendment of the notice of
special tax lien of the Community Facilities District including the Territory.

SECTION 6. Entry of the Election Results in the Minutes. The City Clerk is hereby
directed, pursuant to the provisions of the Elections Code of the State of California, to




enter in the minutes the results of the election as set forth in said Certificate of Election
Official.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED AND ORDERED

The City Clerk shall certify the passage and adoption of this resolution and enter it
into the book of original resolutions.

RECOMMENDATION:

Staff recommends the City Council, by motion, adopt Resolution No. 26-3076, A Resolution of the City Council of
the City of Artesia, California, Setting Forth the Administrative Citation Schedule of Civil and Administrative Fines
for Violations of the Artesia Municipal Code and Related Fees, and Repealing City Council Resolution No. 18-2724.

BACKGROUND:

The use of illegal fireworks in the region, and in the City of Artesia ("City"), has been an issue for several years.
lllegal fireworks pose a serious threat to life and property. MySafe:LA, a nonprofit agency providing fire safety and
community resilience, reports that nationwide, 19,500 fires related to fireworks are reported to fire departments
every year, $105 million dollars in annual property damage caused by fireworks, an average of 9,100 fireworks
injuries send people to the hospital each year, and each year fireworks kill an average of five people — often minor
children. The United State Consumer Product Safety Commission also reported that deaths caused by fireworks
increased 38 percent from 2023 to 2024, with 11 reported fatalities in 2024; and injuries caused by fireworks
increased 52 percent from 2023 to 2024, with 14,700 people being treated in emergency rooms in 2024.

The Artesia Municipal Code (AMC) sets forth rules and regulations for the use and sale of safe and sane fireworks
and the prohibition of illegal fireworks. In 2018, the City updated its Administrative Fines for code violations and
created specific, more severe, fines for the violation of fireworks regulations. Per Resolution 18-2724, violation of
the fireworks code results in an immediate fine of $1,000 for the first and each subsequent violation within a
calendar year. At the February 9, 2026 City Council meeting, Staff provided a proposal to increase the fines
associated with illegal fireworks, specifically, "dangerous fireworks," due to the severe threat to life and property. At
this meeting, the City Council directed staff to also include a more severe fine for the use of illegal fireworks in a
large crowd, as defined, due to the increased danger of bodily harm and injury being multiplied when a large group
is present.

ANALYSIS:



The use of illegal fireworks poses a threat to both life and property, and warrants a severe penalty to deter
individuals from violating the fireworks code. Based on a survey of neighboring cities, the City's current $1,000 fine
is fine is low and warrants an update. Staff is recommending raising the specific fines for dangerous fireworks
violations while continuing to treat each incident in which someone possesses or discharges dangerous fireworks
as one violation (vs. each individual firework discharge being a violation). Below is a comparison of the existing
fines and Staff's recommended changes for dangerous fireworks violations in a 12-month period:

Violation Number Current Fines Proposed Fines
First Violation $1,000 $2,000
Second Violation $1,000 $3,500

Third and subsequent

First and subsequent
violation when used ina N/A $5,000
large crowd*

*A"large crowd" is defined as a gathering of 300 people or more, per the City's Facility Use Regulations.

These new, higher fines, are meant to deter individuals from using illegal, dangerous fireworks and deter
responsible persons from allowing the use of illegal, dangerous fireworks on private property. Ordinance No. 28-
982, is also on the agenda for second reading. If adopted, that Ordinance would impose strict liability on property
owners when their tenants or guests possess, ignite, set-off, or discharge illegal fireworks on their private property,
and they would also be subject to the above fines.

Resolution No. 26-3076 also adopts an administrative hearing fee as outlined in Section 1-7.08(a) of the Artesia
Municipal Code for persons contesting an administrative citation. This fee is reflective of the actual cost of the City's
contractor, Data Ticket, performing the Hearing Officer services and does not exceed the City's costs in providing
for an appeal. Per the Artesia Municipal Code, the hearing fee and all paid citations are refunded if the citation is
reversed by the Hearing Officer.

Approval of Resolution No. 26-3076 will enable the City to increase and impose higher fines ahead of the Fourth of
July Holiday. If the City Council approves the Resolution, then City staff will undertake a marketing effort to inform
and educate the community and residents of the new, higher fines. Such effort would include, but not be limited to
social media, e-news blasts, press releases, information in the Artesian, and mailers. The purpose of this marketing
campaign and the increased fines is to deter the unlawful possession, sale, and discharge of illegal fireworks that
pose severe dangers to the community.

FISCAL IMPACT:

There is no direct fiscal impact to the General Fund associated with the approval of Resolution No. 26-3076. There
may be indirect effects related to Resolution No. 26-3076 if fines are issued and paid, which would increase
general fund revenues.

RECOMMENDED COUNCIL ACTION:

Staff recommends the City Council, by motion, adopt Resolution No. 26-3076, A Resolution of the City Council of
the City of Artesia, California, Setting Forth the Administrative Citation Schedule of Civil and Administrative Fines
for Violations of the Artesia Municipal Code and Related Fees, and Repealing City Council Resolution No. 18-2724.

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
ARTESIA, CALIFORNIA, SETTING FORTH THE
ADMINISTRATIVE CITATION SCHEDULE OF CIVIL AND

WHEREAS, Subsection (a) of Section 1-7.06 (Civil and Administrative Fines and
Late Payment Fees) of Chapter 7 (Administrative Citations) of Title 1 (General Provisions)
of the Artesia Municipal Code provides that the civil and administrative fines imposed
pursuant to Chapter 7 of Title 1 of the AMC for a particular violation must be set forth in
the City’s Administrative Citation Schedule;

WHEREAS, on January 17, 2006, in accordance with Penal Code Section 19 and
Government Code Sections 36900(b) and 53069.4, the City Council adopted Resolution
No. 1945, setting forth civil fines in the City’s Administrative Citation Schedule for
violations of the Artesia Municipal Code declared to be misdemeanors and infractions;

WHEREAS, on March 11, 2019, the City Council adopted Resolution No. 18-2724,
updating the civil fines in the City’s Administrative Citation Schedule and make any
violation(s) of any ordinance enacted by the City Council subject to administrative fine or
penalty and added specific citation fines for violations specific to the City’s Fireworks
Code;

WHEREAS, illegal fireworks, particularly dangerous fireworks, as defined by State
law, pose a serious threat to life and property. MySafe:LA, a nonprofit agency providing
fire safety and community resilience, reports that nationwide, 19,500 fires related to
fireworks are reported to fire departments every year, $105 million dollars in annual
property damage caused by fireworks, an average of 9,100 fireworks injuries send people
to the hospital each year, and each year fireworks kill an average of five people — often
minor children;

WHEREAS, the United State Consumer Product Safety Commission also reported
that deaths caused by fireworks increased 38% from 2023 to 2024, with 11 reported
fatalities in 2024; and injuries caused by fireworks increased 52% from 2023 to 2024, with
14,700 people being treated in emergency rooms in 2024;

WHEREAS, according to the Los Angeles Fire Department, each year, thousands
of people, many of them children, are burned, blinded, and even disfigured by fireworks.

WHEREAS, the increased fines related to dangerous fireworks are not meant to
be punitive but are meant to deter individuals and entities from using them, including,
without limitation, selling, possessing, discharging, and igniting them due to the severity
of injury and destruction that they can cause;

WHEREAS, the City Council takes the threat to life and property caused by illegal
fireworks seriously, especially considering the grave danger to human life when illegal
fireworks are set off in large crowds, multiplying the threat to life;

WHEREAS, the City Council desires to create higher fines associated with the
violation of the City’s Fireworks Code, especially when dangerous fireworks are
possessed or discharged in violation of the Code in places with three hundred (300)
persons or more, to assist in deterring the possession and usage of illegal, dangerous
fireworks;

WHEREAS, in accordance with Government Code Section 53069.4(a)(1), the City
Council desires to update the Administrative Citation Schedule to increase fines
associated with the violation of the City’s Fireworks Code;

WHERES, the fees and penalties assessed for a late payment of an administrative
fine are reasonable. Those fees and penalties are meant to deter individuals from failing
to pay their fines, which results in administrative burdens to the City in having to take
actions to collect unpaid fines;

WHEREAS, the City Council also wishes to establish an Administrative Hearing
Fee that will pay for the City’s cost when an administrative citation is appealed. This fee
covers the reasonable cost of the City’s contractor, Data Ticket, which provides Hearing
Officer services. The proposed Administrative Hearing Fee does not exceed the City's
costs in providing for an appeal; and

WHEREAS, on the regular City Council meeting on March 9, 2026, the City Council
held a duly noticed public hearing and heard public testimony from staff and members of
the public and considered the staff report.

NOW, THEREFORE, THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF ARTESIA,
CALIFORNIA, DOES HEREBY, FIND, ORDER, AND RESOLVE AS FOLLOWS:

SECTION 1. The above recitals are found to be true and correct and incorporated
herein by reference.

1. Civil Fine for Violations Identified as Infractions. The civil fine for any violation of
the Artesia Municipal Code identified as an infraction shall be as follows:

For the second violation of the same Municipal Code section within one
year of the first violation.

For each additional violation of the same Municipal Code section within
one year of the first violation.

2. Civil Fines for Violations Identified as Misdemeanors. The civil fine for any
violation of the Artesia Municipal Code identified as a misdemeanor shall be as follows:

$250.00
$500.00

$1,000.00

For the first violation.

For the second violation of the same Municipal Code section within one
year of the first violation.

For each additional violation of the same Municipal Code section within
one year of the first violation.

3. Administrative Fines for Violations Identified as Infractions. The administrative
fine for any violation of the Artesia Municipal Code identified as an infraction shall be as

follows:

For the first violation.

For the second violation of the same Municipal Code section within one
year of the first violation.

For each additional violation of the same Municipal Code section within
one year of the first violation.

4. Administrative Fines for Violations Identified as Misdemeanors. Except as set
forth in Section 5 of this Schedule, the administrative fine for any violation of the Artesia
Municipal Code identified as a misdemeanor shall be as follows:

For the second violation of the same Municipal Code section within one
year of the first violation.



$1,000.00 For each additional violation of the same Municipal Code section within
one year of the first violation.

5. Administrative Fines and Late Charges for Certain Specified Violations
Identified as Misdemeanors. Notwithstanding Section 4 of this Schedule, the
administrative fines and late charges shall be as follows for violations relating to
dangerous fireworks, as provided in Chapter 2 (Fireworks) of Title 4 (Public Safety)
Artesia Municipal Code identified as misdemeanors:

$2,000.00 For the first violation.

$3,500.00 For the second violation of the same Municipal Code section within one
year of the first violation.

$5,000.00 For each additional violation of the same Municipal Code section within
one year of the first violation

$5,000.00 For the first and each subsequent violation when illegal, dangerous
fireworks are discharged at a large gathering, as defined by the City’s
Facility Use Regulations as gatherings of three hundred (300) people or
more.

In the case that the City is required to dispose of confiscated illegal fireworks, a disposal
fee of $100 shall also be charged.

Late Fees and Penalties

All fines outlined in items 1-5 above shall be subject to the late penalties and interest
charges outlined in Section 1-2.06 of the Artesia Municipal Code.

Administrative Hearing Fee

$89.00 To request a hearing contesting an administrative citation. The fee will be
returned to the person tendering the fee in the event a citation is reversed
by a hearing officer (AMC 1-7.08(a)).

RECOMMENDATION:
Staff recommends that the City Council:

1. Approve changing the City of Artesia's Independence Day Celebration event date from July 4 to July 3, 2026,
due to a shortage of certified fireworks technicians and the City's inability to secure a fireworks vendor for July
4, 2026; and

2. Approve an Agreement and authorize the City Manager to sign on the Council's behalf with Zambelli
Fireworks to provide a fireworks show on July 3, 2026 for an amount not to exceed $37,800.

BACKGROUND:

The City of Artesia ("City") traditionally hosts an annual Independence Day Celebration at Artesia Park on July 4th.
As this is the 250th anniversary of our nation's Independence Day, staff is working hard to put on an wonderful
event to commemorate this significant milestone in our nation's history. The event features live entertainment,
family games, and a fireworks display. The fireworks display has been provided by Fireworks America, the City's
contracted fireworks vendor since 2023. The City's annual celebration was expected to continue as planned,
providing an opportunity for residents to gather and celebrate at Artesia Park in this national observance.

The City was notified on Monday, March 2nd by Fireworks America that due to certified pyrotechnic staffing
shortages, the company is unable to provide a fireworks show for Artesia on July 4, 2026. The staffing shortage
impacts multiple municipalities across the region, and Fireworks America has confirmed that they cannot service
the City on that date. Upon being notified, Staff reached out to other fireworks vendors and was told that the show
could not be accommodated on July 4th. In response, Staff evaluated alternative dates and entertainment options
to preserve the City's Independence Day Celebration in a manner that maintains the community's expectations
while addressing vendor limitations.

ANALYSIS:
Due to Fireworks America's inability to perform on July 4, 2026, staff explored two primary alternatives with three

possible vendors:

Option 1: Move the Independence Day Celebration to July 3rd with a traditional fireworks show.



¢ Vendor: Zambelli Fireworks
o Show: Traditional 15-18 minute fireworks display
» Cost: $37,800

Advantages:

« Maintains the traditional fireworks entertainment the community is accustomed to,
+ Lower cost than a drone show alternative, and
» Secures a licensed pyrotechnic operator able to perform on July 3.

Consideration:

« Event would occur on July 3rd instead of July 4th, and
+ Requires advance public outreach and marketing adjustments regarding the date change.

Option 2: Drone Show on July 4th

* Vendor: Open Sky Drones
e Show: Aerial drone show
e Cost: $60,000

Advantages:

¢ Maintains July 4th event date, and
« No pyrotechnic permitting or technician required.

Consideration:

 Higher cost ($22,200 more than Option 1), and
» Different experience from traditional fireworks.

The Independence Day Celebration is a long-standing community tradition in Artesia that draws significant
attendance on July 4th. Given the significance of of the 250th anniversary of Independence Day, staff believes it is
important to preserve the event in a manner that mostly closely maintains community expectations. Therefore, Staff
is recommending Option 1, to hold the event on July 3rd to include a traditional fireworks show.

FISCAL IMPACT:

The Independence Day Celebration is funded with the Community Promotions Budget in the City's General Fund.
The allocation for the Independence Day Celebration for FY 2025-26 is $50,000, which includes funding for not
only fireworks, but for staging, music, games, and giveaways. The majority of this funding was for the 2025 event,
with $14,000 available for a deposit for a 2026 Independence Day show. Zambelli Fireworks requires a $18,900
deposit due on March 10, 2026. The additional $4,800 for the deposit, as well as the remaining balance of the
show and event production will be recorded as a prepaid expense and subsequently charged to the Fiscal Year
2026-27 Budget.

RECOMMENDED COUNCIL ACTION:
Staff recommends that the City Council:

1. Approve changing the City of Artesia's Independence Day Celebration event date from July 4 to July 3, 2026,
due to a shortage of certified fireworks technicians and the City's inability to secure a fireworks vendor for July
4, 2026; and

2. Approve an Agreement and authorize the City Manager to sign on the Council's behalf with Zambelli
Fireworks to provide a fireworks show on July 3, 2026 for an amount not to exceed $37,800.

RECOMMENDATION:

Staff recommends that the City Council discuss and provide direction to staff regarding the Facility Usage
regulations in relation to Artesia-based Non-Profit organizations versus Non-profit organizations based outside of
the City.

BACKGROUND:

At the Mayor's request, Staff was directed to bring forward a discussion regarding the City of Artesia ("City") Facility
Use Regulations as they apply to Non-profit Organizations based in the City and Non-profit Organizations located
outside of the City. This report summarizes the current regulations as they pertain to Group classifications and
provides information for the City Council's review and discussion.

In September 2025, the City Council approved the updated Facility Use Rules and Regulations, which establishes
the policies, classifications, and fee schedule governing the use of City-owned parks and recreation facilities;
including community centers, meeting rooms, and park amenities. The Facility Use Guidelines are used to:

o Establish user classifications (Resident, Non-Resident, Non-Profit, etc.);

« Define qualification requirements for each category;

« Set hourly rental rates and deposits for the use and maintenance of City Facilities;
« Ensure equitable access to City Facilities;

¢ Provide administrative structure and insurance requirements for uses; and

» Protect the City's assets and manage liability.

Section 5.00 of the Facility Use Regulations determines the Classification of Users. Each facility use applicant is
classified into a group depending on the type of Person or Group submitting the Facility Use application and the
intended use.

Group 1 City: Use organized, sponsored, co-sponsored, or conducted by the City.



Group 2 Resident Non-Profit : Use by Resident Non-Profit groups which add to and support Parks and Recreation
Department programs. The organization must have at least fifty percent (50%) of its members as residents of the
City

Group 3 Non-Resident Non-Profit: Use by Non-Resident Non-Profit Groups which add to and support Parks and
Recreation Department programs.

Group 4 Resident: Use by Residents, Resident Groups, or Businesses within the City which are holding private
uses or programs which are not complimenting or supporting the Parks and Recreation Department programs.

Group 5 Non-Resident: Use by Non-Residents, Non-Resident Groups, Non Resident Non-Profits or Businesses
outside the City which are holding private uses or programs which are not complimenting or supporting the Parks
and Recreation Department programs.

When two Non-Profit organizations are vying for a usage on the same date, the Artesia-based Non-profit would
receive priority for the usage.

Facility use fees serve to recover the costs associated with providing specific services benefiting the user, thereby
reducing the use of General Fund monies for private purposes. Facility use fees accomplish the following:

o Collect for the direct cost of salaries and benefits associated with staff processing and administering the
facility use;

o Collect costs associated with the facility uses share of facility maintenance and upkeep of materials and
equipment utilized (tables, chairs, etc.); and

« Pay for direct and indirect costs from the department and support departments for processing the facility use.

The fee structure was created in a tiered fashion, with private non-resident users paying the highest fees closest to
cost recovery. Private residents users then pay fees with a 37.5% subsidy of full cost recovery, and non-profit
organizations pay fees with a 50% subsidy of full cost recovery.

ANALYSIS:

To facilitate the discussion, Staff conducted a review of other cities facility rental regulations as they pertain to Non-
profit organizations based within and outside of the city for comparisons. The review focuses exclusively on
meeting room and community center use for Non-Profit Organizations in neighboring jurisdictions.The cities in the
surrounding community that were reviewed were: Bellflower, Cerritos, Hawaiian Gardens, Lakewood, and Norwalk.

City of Artesia (Current Policy)

* Requires IRS 501(c)3 documentation to classify as a Non-Profit Organization user. If two organizations are
vying for the same rental date, Artesia-based non-profit would take precedence over a non-profit based
outside of the City.

» Artesia-based non-profits require 50% resident membership for classification.

» Non-profits receive a 50% subsidy on cost recovery rates.

» Residents receive a 37.5% subsidy on cost recovery rates.

+ Non-residents pay cost recovery rates.

* No free-use provision

City of Bellflower

« Utilizes a nine-tier classification system

» Bellflower-based non-profits receive discounted rates

+ Non-Bellflower non-profits pay higher rates.

e Provides a flat $20 board meeting rate for designated rooms.
* No free-use provision



City of Cerritos

¢ Class A non-profits require 51% resident membership that is verified by the Department on a yearly basis and
IRS 501(c)3 documentation.

* Provides one free 4-hour meeting per month (Monday-Thursday) and one free 6-hour special event per year
at a limited amount of facilities (no free uses allowed at Cerritos Park East)

« Additional use requires payment of fees

City of Hawaiian Gardens

* Requires 75% resident participation for non-profit qualification.
¢ Qualifying non-profits receive no charges for room use.

City of Lakewood

* Requires 51% resident membership for non-profit allocation
+ Qualified Lakewood non-profits receive free room use at qualified smaller locations.

City of Norwalk

+ Separate non-profit rate category that receives a discounted hourly rate.
* No free-use provision.

Among the six cities reviewed:

o Two cities (Lakewood and Hawaiian Gardens) provide unlimited free non-profit room use.
+ One city (Cerritos) provides limited structured for free use
+ Three cities (Artesia, Norwalk, and Bellflower) maintain discounted cost-recovery models.

While some neighboring cities provide full fee waivers for qualifying resident-based non-profits, the majority
maintain discounted cost-recovery structures that are similar to Artesia's current policy. It is also important to note
that cities that provide fee waivers for non-profit use have substantially more facilities at their disposal than Artesia,
making it easier to provide space free of charge without monopolizing space or disrupting programming. Artesia's
model aligns with Norwalk and Bellflower in maintaining a discounted cost-recovery approach that requires non-
profits to contribute toward operational costs through discounted rates rather than a full subsidy model.

If the City Council is interested in providing more differentiation in benefits between resident based Non-Profits
compared to non-resident based Non-Profits, Staff has two options for consideration:

1. Increase the number of facility rentals permitted per calendar year from three (3) to four (4) uses for Artesia-
based Non-profit organizations; and

2. Consider an increase to the facility rental fee structure for Non-profit organizations based outside of the City
to better prioritize access for Artesia-based organizations.

Pending direction from the City Council, Staff may return with amendments to the Facility Use Regulations at a
future City Council meeting.

FISCAL IMPACT:
There is no impact to the General Fund related to this discussion item. Pending direction from the City Council,
Staff will evaluate the financial impact related to any changes through future agenda items.

Facility use fee revenue is a critical component of the Parks and Recreation Department's operating structure.
Revenue generated from facility use rentals:



e Collect for the direct cost of salaries and benefits associated with staff processing and administering the
facility use

« Collecting costs associated with the facility uses share of facility maintenance and upkeep of materials and
equipment utilized (tables, chairs, etc.)

+ Direct and indirect costs from the department and support for processing the facility use

A review of facility use rentals at the Albert O. Little Community Center from February 1, 2025 - February 1, 2026
show that over 61% of the facility use fees received ($19,622.57 of a total of $31,701.71) from Facility Use rentals
came from Non-Profit Organization use of City facilities.

RECOMMENDED COUNCIL ACTION:
Staff recommends that the City Council discuss and provide to direction to staff regarding the Facility Usage

regulations in relation to Artesia-based Non-Profit organizations versus Non-profit organizations based outside of
the City.

RECOMMENDATION:
Staff recommends that the City Council discuss and provide direction to staff regarding the naming of Downtown to
be "Little India," upon formation of the Business Improvement District (BID).

BACKGROUND:

The City of Artesia ("City") continues to prioritize the revitalization and long-term economic health of its Downtown
and surrounding commercial corridors. As part of these efforts, the City is working with a consultant to conduct
outreach with stakeholders on the formation of a Business Improvement District (BID), which would encompass the
Downtown area. A BID is a public-private partnership authorized under California's BID Law, which allows property
owners within a defined area to fund improvements and activities benefiting their district through assessments to
collaboratively invest in improvements, services, and promotional activities for the BID area.

Potential BID-funded services may include:

+ Enhanced maintenance and cleanliness services

+ Decorative lighting and beautification improvements
+ Marketing and tourism promotion

« Business attraction and retention efforts

o Community events and place-making initiatives

The consultant was engaged to implement a structured, phased process consisting of analysis, stakeholder
outreach, and potential legal formation support. The consultant’s scope of work follows a three-phase approach:

Phase | — Feasibility Analysis and Community Outreach

+ Baseline assessment of land use, demographics, business mix, mobility, and public-realm conditions
« Business and property-owner engagement through interviews, workshops, and surveys

« Drafting of preliminary BID boundaries, governance, and funding model

» Preparation of a Strategic Action Plan summarizing findings and next steps

Phase Il — Legal Formation and Adoption Support



» Preparation of the Resolution of Intention, boundary map, and assessment methodology
« Conducting public noticing, meetings, and hearings required by the BID Law
« Support for Council adoption of an ordinance establishing the district

Phase Ill — Post-Adoption Implementation Support

» Business orientation, early branding/marketing support, and assistance transitioning to an independent
management association.

The City is currently in Phase | of the feasibility process, which focuses on evaluating district conditions and
gauging stakeholder interest. Formation of a BID will only move forward if sufficient support is demonstrated by
property owners, who play the central role in establishing and sustaining the district under State law.

ANALYSIS:

Phase | Progress Update

Since execution of the agreement, New City America has initiated Phase | — Feasibility Analysis and Community
Outreach activities. Activities have focused on designating the area of the BID (please see attached map),
evaluating existing conditions, and assessing stakeholder interest in BID formation. Work completed to date
includes:

o Conducting a preliminary analysis of commercial corridor conditions and land use patterns
+ Reviewing business composition and economic activity within the proposed district area

« Developing initial concepts for potential BID boundaries

« [nitiating outreach meetings with property owners and business operators

o Conducting stakeholder interviews to identify priorities, opportunities, and concerns

+ Beginning discussions regarding potential service priorities and governance structure

Early outreach efforts have generated constructive dialogue among stakeholders within the proposed district area.
While the proposed BID structure is property owner-based, engagement from both property owners and business
operators has been positive and continues to inform the feasibility evaluation.

District Identity and Naming_Consideration

During stakeholder outreach, the identity and branding of the commercial corridor has emerged as an important
topic. The proposed district area is widely recognized for its cultural and commercial significance. Stakeholders
have expressed interest in formally designating the Downtown area as "Little India," which reflects the established
character and supports coordinated marketing and branding efforts.

Staff agrees that the formation of the BID and official naming of the Downtown should occur together, as the
renaming would energize and bring attention to our efforts to establish and strengthen the BID. Working with the
City Attorney's Office, it has been determined that the City Council may consider adopting a resolution that names
the designated area and authorizes related actions, including requesting state designation and signage. Such a
resolution would be conditioned to take effect upon the formal establishment of the BID to ensure all necessary
actions occur in a timely and coordinated manner.

Next Steps

Outreach efforts on the BID formation remain ongoing, and additional stakeholder engagement will occur over the
coming months to further gather support and refine the district parameters. Staff anticipates returning to City
Council in Summer 2026 with feasibility findings and recommendations regarding whether to proceed to Phase Il —
Legal Formation and Adoption Support.



Upon direction from Council, staff will return with a resolution approving the naming of the designated area as
"Little India" and authorizing related actions, which would take effect upon the formal establishment of the BID.

FISCAL IMPACT:
There is no fiscal impact to the General Fund associated with providing direction regarding preparation of a naming
resolution.

RECOMMENDED COUNCIL ACTION:
Staff recommends that the City Council discuss and provide direction to staff regarding the naming of Downtown to
be "Little India," upon formation of the Business Improvement District (BID).

BACKGROUND:

The City of Artesia ("City") initiated a robust community outreach forum prior to developing the 2026 Goal Setting
Report, which included a community survey, town hall, and goal setting City Council meeting. From February 4-6,
2026, the City conducted a community survey via FlashVote to obtain resident feedback on what the City was
doing well, what could be improved upon, what issues were priorities, and what the community is concerned about
on a five-year basis. On February 19, 2026, the City Council held a Town Hall Meeting wherein the survey results
were shared. The survey responses were indicative of the following: the community believes the City is headed in
the right direction, prioritizes public safety and community pride of ownership, with long term concerns about road
infrastructure, the pending train line, and housing. Those present at the Town Hall shared similar comments, with
the majority surrounding community beautification and upkeep, housing, road infrastructure and questions about
housing.

On February 23, 2026, the City Council held a Goal Setting Session facilitated by Tripepi Smith to discuss the
accomplishments under last years goals, the priorities raised by community members, and how to set the City's
2026 Goals. The 2026 Goal Setting Report is a culmination of the City Council's direction to staff on how to address
community priorities and continue to move the City forward.

ANALYSIS:

At the February 23, 2026 goal setting session, the City Council established six goals for the City for the upcoming
Fiscal Year. These goals include city beautification, prioritizing high quality public safety services, refining capital
improvement project delivery, investing in staff development, creating a comprehensive communications plan, and
enhancing economic development program delivery. Each of these goals includes action items, and tactical steps
to achieve the goal in the Goal Setting Report. A summary of the Goals is below:

City Beautification:

+ Develop a robust code enforcement program



Hold additional volunteer clean-up events

+ Replacing trash cans downtown and elsewhere

« Create incentive programs for property owners to upgrade landscaping

Update lighting on medians and entryway signage

Assess the effectiveness of the vacant property ordinance after one year (November 2026)

Prioritize High Quality Public Safety Services:

o Continue to expand ALPR Cameras for Sheriff's Department usage

o Ensure effective coordination with private security patrol and Los Angeles County Sheriff's Department for
maximum effect

+ Evaluate a drone program to support enforcement of City codes

¢ Continue funding the Alarm Rebate Program

» Evaluate additional traffic calming measures for residential use

Refine Capital Improvement Project Delivery:

Complete outstanding City projects

Maintain an approved Capital Improvement Plan with timelines online with progress updates
Continue to actively seek grants for public EV charging stations and other capital projects
Continue to implement the City's Pavement Management Program

Invest in Staff Development:

Invest in robust performance culture focused on continuous improvement

+ Encourage training for all staff

Implement improvement culture

Strategically work with departments to use part time and/or contract services to enhance the organization

Create a Comprehensive Communications Plan

* Work with Council-Ad Hoc to develop a citywide communications plan
¢ Assess direct mail communications with residents
o Consider communications assessments within the communications plan

Enhance Economic Development Program Delivery

¢ Publish ongoing economic development programs on the website

Address proper marketing of City businesses

+ Work with downtown businesses to form a Business Improvement District

+ Encourage all businesses to market as Artesia location for brand recognition

FISCAL IMPACT:

There is no fiscal impact associated with adopting the 2026 Goal Setting Report at this time. The action items
within each goal may have fiscal impacts to the General Fund or other funds, and will be evaluated on a case-by-
case basis and addressed through the budget process as staff work towards implementation.

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Executive Summary

Purpose

On February 23, 2026, Tripepi Smith facilitated a public goal-setting session with the
Artesia City Council and members of the City’s executive team. The Council discussed
a broad range of overall goals. The goal setting session developed from and expanded
upon the previous annual goal setting session from 2025. At the time of establishing
that 2025 plan the City was just beginning to receive critical new revenues from two
voter-approved measures; a new three-quarter (.75%) cent business use tax and the
initiation of commercial retail cannabis operations in the City. The 2025 plan
established early action goals focused on enhancing public safety, infrastructure
projects and investment in staff development. As reported by the City Management
team, much of those early action goals were accomplished and with further knowledge
of revenue performance the City is now well positioned to broaden its goal setting to
focus on longer term programs and organizational culture development.

City of Artesia Background

The City of Artesia is a small, vibrant community celebrated for its rich cultural diversity,
thriving small business sector, outstanding restaurants, quality parks programs and
innovative public education system.

The City initiated this goal-setting effort to focus resources on important
community projects and to enhance organizational capacity, aiming to maintain its
positive trajectory in service delivery.

In recent years, Artesia has made significant strides. In late 2021, the City faced serious
financial challenges, including insufficient revenue, inadequate financial reporting and
high staff turnover in critical positions. However, over the past few years, Artesia has
successfully addressed these issues.

The City expanded its revenue base by implementing voter-approved cannabis sales
and securing voter approval for Measure AAA. In August 2024, Artesia’s Finance
Department received a clean audit report for the Fiscal Year 2022-23, marking the
completion of a backlog in financial reporting that spanned multiple years — an
important achievement. Additionally, the City received a clean audit report for the
Fiscal Year 2023-24. in February 2025, demonstrating Artesia’s commitment to
responsible financial management and transparency. For Fiscal Year 2024-25 the City
Finance Department received its first Certificate of Achievement in Financial Reporting
from the Government Finance Officers Association (GFOA) in many years, a milestone
achievement!
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Goal Setting Process

The City of Artesia engaged Tripepi Smith to lead its goal-setting process to guide the
upcoming 2026-27 Fiscal Year Budget.

Tripepi Smith, along with the City’s executive team reported on accomplishments from
the past year based on the goals established by the City Council in 2025. Following
this report Tripepi Smith facilitated a Council discussion on setting new goals for the
coming year. Following thorough discussion the Council agreed on six comprehensive
goals.

Based on City Council input Tripepi Smith created a work plan for each goal, as
outlined below.
