It is requested that the Commissioners Court approve the issuance of Series 2026 Hospital Revenue Bonds by the Tarrant
County Cultural Education Facilities Finance Coproration (TCCEFFC) for Methodist Hospitals of Dallas d/b/a Methodist
Health System in an amount not to exceeed $220,000,000.00.

BACKGROUND

The Tarrant County Cultural Education Facilities Finance Corporation is a Texas non-profit corporation created under the
Texas Cultural Education Facilities Finance Corporation Act. Under the Cultural Facilities Act, not only can bonds be issued
for cultural facilities including museums, charter schools and retirement facilities, but can also be used for health facilities. On
March 11, 2003, the Commissioners Court, through Court Order #89712, approved the formal creation of the TCCEFFC.

The TCCEFFC Board of Directors adopted a resolution on October 28, 2025 approving the issuance of tax-exempt revenue
refunding bonds Series 2026 for Methodist Hospitals of Dallas d/b/a Methodist Health System in an amount not to exceed
$220,000,000.00. The proceeds of the Series 2026 Bonds will be used to finance or refinance the acquistion, development,
construction, reconstruction, renovation, rehabilitation, and/or equipping of health facilities of the System in the State of Texas
(the "Series 2026 Project") and pay certain costs of issuance of the Series 2026 Bonds. Additional details of the use of funds at
the hospital facilities are set forth in Exhibit "A" to the attached Notice of Intent to Issue Bonds.

The Notice of Intent to Issue Bonds was filed with the Tarrant County Clerks Office on November 14, 2025. The application
fee has been paid to Tarrant County. A public hearing was held on October 31, 2025. The pubic hearing notice and affidavits of
publication have been provided.



In order for the bonds to qualify as tax exempt under Section 147(f) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended, certain
federal and state tax law requirements must be met, including having a governmental entity in which the financed facilities are
located approve the issuance of such bonds for the benefit of the borrower.

The District Attorney’s Office has reviewed as to form

FISCAL IMPACT

Tarrant County receives a $10,000.00 application fee which is refundable by Tarrant County at any time prior to
Commissioners Court approving the issuance of the Bonds. The TCCEFFC will issue the bonds. Tarrant County is not liable
for the repayment of the principal or interest associated with these bonds. The bonds expressly provide that neither the assets
nor credit of the County have been pledged to support issuance of these bonds. Tarrant County is approving the bonds solely
for the purpose of satisfying Section 147(f) of the Internal Revenue Code.

renovation, rehabilitation and/or equipping of health facilities of the Hospital (the “Series 2026
Project”) and (ii) pay the costs of issuance of the Hospital Revenue Bonds; and

WHEREAS, the Issuer has determined, based upon representations of the Hospital, that
the issuance of the Hospital Revenue Bonds for such purposes will be in furtherance of the
public purposes of the Act and the Health Act and will assist in providing, expanding and
improving health facilities which will improve the adequacy, cost and accessibility of health
care, research and education within the State; and

WHEREAS, the Board of Directors of the Issuer (the “Board”) now deems it necessary
and desirable to (i) accept the Application and (ii) participate in financing the Project; and




WHEREAS, the Hospital now desires the Issuer to issue Hospital Revenue Bonds (as
defined below, the “Series 2026 Bonds™) for the purpose of providing funds to (i) finance or
refinance the Series 2026 Project, and (ii) pay the costs of issuing the Series 2026 Bonds; and

WHEREAS, Section 147(f) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended (the
“Code™), requires that the Hospital Revenue Bonds and the Project be approved by the
“applicable elected representative” (the “AER™) of each county in which any portion of the
proceeds of tax-exempt bonds will be spent, after a public hearing following reasonable public
notice thereof: and

WHEREAS, the Board has previously approved and authorized that a notice of public
hearing relating to issuance of one or more series of Hospital Revenue Bonds, in an aggregate
principal amount of not to exceed $220,000,000, for the benefit of the Hospital be and has been
published in the Dallas Morning News in accordance with the requirements of the Code, and that
the required public hearing with respect to the Hospital Revenue Bonds and the Series 2026
Project to be financed with the proceeds thereof will be held on October 31, 2025, and will be
conducted by Shelby Harden, as hearing officer, and such publication of notice of public hearing
and the conduct of such hearing by Shelby Harden, as hearing officer, has been approved and
ratified and is further hereby ratified and confirmed; and

WHEREAS, the proceeds of the Series 2026 Bonds will be spent within Collin County
and the AER is the County Judge or the Commissioners Court of the Sponsoring Entity or the

payment of the principal of, premium, if any, and interest on the Series 2026 Bonds with
revenues derived from the loan of proceeds of the sale of the Series 2026 Bonds pursuant to the
terms and provisions of one or more loan agreements; and (e) take and authorize certain other
actions in connection with the foregoing; and

WHEREAS, the Board has been presented with and examined proposed forms of a bond
trust indenture, a loan agreement, a contract of purchase and a letter of representation and
indemnification, and the Board finds that the form and substance of such documents presented
herewith are satisfactory and the recitals and findings contained therein are true, correct and
complete, and hereby adopts and incorporates by reference such recitals and findings as if set
forth in full in this Resolution, and finds that it is in the best interest of the public and the Issuer
and assists in carrying out the public purpose of the Issuer and of the Act and the Health Act to
authorize the execution and delivery of such documents; and

WHEREAS, this Board desires to approve the appointment of certain professionals (the
“Financing Team”) to accomplish the issuance, sale and marketing of the Series 2026 Bonds:

Each of the President, the Vice President, the Secretary or any Assistant Secretary
of the Board are hereby severally authorized and directed to transmit to the Governing Body the
Notice of Intent, substantially in the form presented at this meeting, with such changes as may be
approved by the President or Vice President of this Board and Bond Counsel, as soon as practical
but in no event later than the 15" day before the date of issuance of any portion of the Series
2026 Bonds.

3. Authorization of Issuance of the Series 2026 Bonds and Approval of a Bond
Indentures. The Issuer hereby authorizes and directs the issuance of the Hospital Revenue
Bonds, to be issued in one or more series or subseries, in the maximum aggregate principal
amount of not to exceed $220,000,000, in accordance with one or more trust indentures
(collectively, the “Trust Indentures™), dated as of February 1, 2026 (or such other date as set
forth therein), between the Issuer and The Bank of New York Mellon Trust Company, National
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Association, as trustee (the “Trustee™). The proposed Trust Indentures, having been submitted to
the Board, the terms, form and provisions of the Trust Indentures and the Series 2026 Bonds are
hereby authorized and approved, and the President or the Vice President of the Board are hereby
severally authorized and directed to execute and deliver such Trust Indentures, in the name and
on behalf of the Issuer. The Secretary or any Assistant Secretary of the Issuer are hereby
severally authorized to attest and affix the Issuer’s seal to the Series 2026 Bonds, with such
changes therein as the officer executing the same may approve, such approval to be conclusively
evidenced by such officer’s execution thereof.

4. Approval of Loan of Bond Proceeds: Loan Agreements. The loan of the proceeds
of the sale of the Series 2026 Bonds by the Issuer to the Hospital in order to provide funds to
finance the Series 2026 Project shall be effected pursuant to the terms and provisions of one or
more loan agreements, dated as of February 1, 2026 (or such other date as set forth therein) (the
“Loan Agreements”), between the Issuer and the Hospital, in substantially the form presented to
the Board herewith and its counsel, the form, terms and provisions of such Loan Agreements
being hereby authorized and approved. The President or the Vice President of the Issuer are
hereby severally authorized and directed to execute and deliver the Loan Agreements on behalf
of the Issuer, with such changes therein as the officer executing the same may approve, such
approval to be conclusively evidenced by such officer’s execution thereof.

5. Approval of Sale of Bonds to Underwriters: Approval of Contracts of Purchase.
The sale and delivery of the Series 2026 Bonds by the Issuer to Underwriters, at the prices set
forth in the contracts of purchase referred to below, are hereby authorized and approved. Said
sale and delivery of the Series 2026 Bonds shall be effected in accordance with the terms and
provisions of one or more contracts of purchase, substantially in the form of the Contract of
Purchase presented today (collectively the “Contracts of Purchase” and each a “Contract of
Purchase™), each to be dated as of the date of its execution and delivery, by and among the Issuer
and the Underwriters and acknowledged and approved by the Hospital, a draft of which was
presented to the Board and its counsel, the form, terms and provisions of such Contracts of
Purchase being hereby authorized and approved. The President and the Vice President of the
Issuer are hereby severally authorized and directed to execute and deliver such Contracts of
Purchase on behalf of the Issuer, with such changes therein as the officer executing the same
may approve, such approval to be conclusively evidenced by such officer’s execution thereof. In
connection with the execution and delivery of the Contracts of Purchase by the Issuer and the
Underwriters, the Hospital is to execute and deliver one or more letters of representations and
indemnification substantiaily in the form of the Letter of Representations and Indemnification
{each a “Letter of Representation™) attached to the applicable Contract of Purchase as an exhibit,
the form, terms and provisions of such Letter of Representation being hereby authorized and
approved, and the President and the Vice President of the Issuer are hereby severally authorized
and directed to execute and deliver such Letter of Representation on behalf of the Issuer, with
such changes therein as the officer executing such Letter of Representation may approve, such
approval to be evidenced by such officer’s execution thereof.

6. Terms of Series 2026 Bonds; Pricing Committee. The Underwriters and the
Issuer are hereby authorized to complete each Contract of Purchase to sct forth the principal
amounts, interest rates and prices or yields for each maturity of the Series 2026 Bonds, subject to
the limitations that: (i) the Contract of Purchase as completed shall be approved by the officers
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executing the Contract of Purchase, such approval to be conclusively evidenced by their
execution thereof; (ii) the aggregate principal amount of the Series 2026 Bonds shall not exceed
$220,000,000; and (iii) the “net interest cost™ with respect to the Series 2026 Bonds shall not
exceed the “net interest cost” permitted by the Health Act. Any two directors are hercby
designated to act as a committee of the Board (the “Pricing Committee™) pursuant to the
provisions of Section 221.028(a) of the Act and Section 2.13 of the Bylaws of the Issuer for the
purposes of approving the purchase price, interest rates, maturities, and redemption provisions,
and the approval of the Pricing Committee of such items shall be conclusively evidenced by the
execution of the Trust Indentures, the Loan Agreements and the Contracts of Purchase by the
officers of the Issuer.

7. Official Statements. The Board hereby authorizes the use and distribution of the
information described in the thirteenth recital of this Resolution in the preliminary official
statements and the official statements prepared with respect to the Series 2026 Bonds
(collectively, the “Official Statement™); provided that, in adopting this Resolution, the Issuer
hereby disclaims any responsibility for the Official Statement except for the information
described as having been provided by it in the thirteenth recital of this Resolution and expressly
disclaims any responsibility for any other information included as part of the Official Statement.

8. Approval of Financing Team. The Board hereby approves the appointment of the
following firms and entities as the Financing Team to accomplish the issuance, sale and
marketing of the Series 2026 Bonds: (i) Hilltop Securities, Inc., as senior managing underwriter
and representing such other firms as may be approved for inclusion in the underwriting syndicate
from time to time (collectively, the “Underwriters™); and (ii) Bracewell LLP, as Bond Counsel.

9. Ratification and Confirmation of Prior Actions. The actions taken by Bond
Counsel to publish the notice of public hearing with respect to the requirements of the public
approval requirements of the Code, the selection of Shelby Harden as hearing officer and the
scheduling and holding of the public hearing are hereby approved, authorized, ratified and
confirmed.

10. Conditions Precedent. The actions and obligations authorized in this Resolution
shall be subject to and conditioned upon the receipt by the Issuer, on the date of initial delivery
of the Series 2026 Bonds against payment therefor (the “Closing Date™), of (i) a certificate of a
duly authorized officer of the Hospital substantially to the effect that each of the representations
and warranties in the applicable Contract of Purchase is true, accurate and complete on the
Closing Date as if made on and as of the Closing Date, and that all obligations of the Hospital to
be performed by it at or prior to the Closing Date have been duly performed; (ii) the purchase
price for the Series 2026 Bonds; (iii) evidence satisfactory to Bond Counsel of AER approval of
the Series 2026 Bonds and the Series 2026 Project; and (iv) such opinions, evidences,
certificates, instruments or other documents as shail be requested by the Issuer’s Counsel or by
Bond Counsel, to evidence due performance or satisfaction by the Hospital at or prior to such
time of all agreements then to be performed and all conditions then to be satisfied by it.

11.  Authorization to Perform Necessary Acts. The officers, employees and agents of
the Issuer, and each of them, shall be and each is expressly authorized, empowered and directed
from time to time to do and perform all acts and things and to execute, acknowledge and deliver
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in the name and under the corporate seal, if applicable, and on behalf of the Issuer all certificates,
financing statements, termination statements, instruments and other papers, whether or not herein
mentioned, as they may determine to be necessary or desirable in order to carry out the terms and
provisions of this resolution and of the Series 2026 Bonds to be issued hereunder, as well as the
terms and provisions of the Contracts of Purchase hereby authorized and approved, such
determination to be conclusively evidenced by the performance of such acts and things and the
execution of any such certificate, financing statement, instrument or other paper.

Agreemetn between the Town of Trophy Club and Tarrant County for Town of Trophy Club Tax Increment Financing Zone
Number One.

BACKGROUND

On April 8, 2014, the Commissioners Court approved County participation in the Town of Trophy Club Increment Financing
Reinvestment Zone (TIRZ) One, contributing sixty percent (60%) of its tax increment from the Zone for a period of twenty
(20) years, or until a total County increment contribution of $1,571,011 has been reached. The Hospital District is not
participating in this TIRZ.

On June 7, 2016, the Commissioners Court approved Amendment No. 1 modifying the definition of the tax increment base
year.

On September 22, 2025, the Trophy Club Town Council adopted Ordinance No. 2025-29 restructuring the membership of the
Tax Increment Reinvestment Zone (TIRZ) No. 1 Board of Directors so that it is composed of the same members as the Town’s
Economic Development Corporation (EDC) Board of Directors. Due to this restructuring, the agreement must be brought back
before the Court for consideration. This does not change the structure of the County’s membership.

The District Attorney’s Office has reviewed and approved Amendment No. 2.

FISCAL IMPACT

Amendment No. 2 has no fiscal impact to Tarrant County.

AGREEMENT TO PARTICIPATE IN
TAX INCREMENT REINVESTMENT ZONE NUMBER ONE,
TOWN OF TROPHY CLUB, TEXAS

This Amendment No. 2 to Town of Trophy Club and Tarrant County, Texas, Agreement
to Participate in Tax Increment Reinvestment Zone Number One, Town of Trophy Club, Texas
(“Amendment”) is entered into by and between the Town of Trophy Club, a Texas home rule
municipality organized under the laws of the State of Texas (the “Town” or “City”) and Tarrant
County, Texas (the “County” or “Taxing Unit”). The Town and County are referred to collectively
as the “Parties” or individually as a “Party.”

The Town and County hereby agree that the following statements are true and correct and
constitute the basis upon which the Town and the County have entered into this Amendment:

A.

On August 19, 2013, the Town Council of the Town of Trophy Club, Texas (the
“Council”) adopted Town Ordinance No. 2013-23 establishing a board of directors
for the Zone (the “TIRZ Board”) and designating certain real property generally
located at Trophy Wood Drive and Highway 114 as Tax Increment Reinvestment
Zone Number One, Town of Trophy Club, Texas (the “Zone”). Town Ordinance
No. 2013-23, as amended, is hereby incorporated into this Amendment by
reference for all purposes; and

On or about April 8, 2014, the Town and County entered into an Agreement (the
“Participation Agreement”) under which County agreed to deposit sixty percent
(60%) of the County’s Tax Increment, up to a maximum of $1,571,011, into the
Tax Increment Fund for the Zone, as specifically provided in that Participation
Agreement; and

On or about June 14, 2016, the Parties approved Amendment No. 1 to the
Participation Agreement (“Amendment No. 17) to correctly define the Tax
Increment Base for the Zone; and

The Town desires to streamline operations and promote administrative consistency
for the TIRZ Board by aligning the membership of the TIRZ Board with that of the
Town’s Economic Development Corporation Board of Directors; and

Section 311.009(a) of the Texas Tax Code provides that the board of directors of a
reinvestment zone must consist of at least five (5) and not more than fifteen (15)

members, and allows the governing body of the municipality to appoint not more
than ten (10) directors to the TIRZ Board; and

On September 22, 2025, the Town Council adopted Ordinance No. 2025- , to

increase the membership of the TIRZ Board to eight (8) members, which includes
seven (7) members of the Town’s Economic Development Corporation Board of
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Directors, as appointed and serving pursuant to Chapter 505 of the Texas Local
Government Code, or other individuals eligible under Section 311.009 of the Texas
Tax Code, and one (1) member appointed by the County; and

G. The Parties desire to amend the Agreement, as amended by Amendment No. 1, as
herein set forth in this Amendment No. 2.

NOW, THEREFORE, for and in consideration of the conditions set forth herein, the
sufficiency of which is hereby acknowledged, the Town and the County do hereby contract,
covenant, and agree as follows:

1. Recitals. The Parties hereby agree that the recitals set forth above are true and correct and
form the basis upon which they have entered into the Agreement, as amended by that Amendment
No. 1, and this Amendment No. 2. The recitals in the Agreement are incorporated into this
Amendment No. 2 as if fully set forth herein, except as amended by this Amendment No. 2, and
the defined terms in the Agreement shall have the meaning assigned to such terms in the
Agreement, unless otherwise defined herein.

2, Amendment. Section 4.4. TIRZ Board Membership, of the Agreement is hereby removed
and replaced in its entirety to provide as follows:

“Pursuant to Section 3 of Town Ordinance No. 2013-23, creating the Zone, as amended
by Town Ordinance  No. 2025- during the term of the Zone, the TIRZ Board shall consist
of up to eight (8) members. The TIRZ Board members shall consist of seven (7) members of the
Town’s Economic Development Corporation Board of Directors, as appointed and serving
pursuant to Chapter 505 of the Texas Local Government Code, and the Town Council may also
appoint other individuals eligible under Section 311.009 of the Texas Tax Code. One (1) member
shall be appointed by Tarrant County, should the County choose to exercise its appointment
authority in accordance with the Interlocal Participation Agreement and Section 311.009 of the
Texas Tax Code. All members shall serve for staggered terms of two (2) years each. The Town
Council shall appoint a chairman from among the members. The TIRZ Board may elect a vice-
chairman, and other officers as needed. The TIRZ Board shall make recommendations to the Town
Council regarding the administration and operation of the Zone and shall perform all duties
imposed upon it by Chapter 311 of the Texas Tax Code, including powers of a municipality under
Chapter 380, Local Government Code. The TIRZ Board shall not have authority to issue bonds,
impose taxes or fees, exercise the power of eminent domain, or give final approval to the Zone’s
final project and financing plan without approval by the Town Council.”

3. This Amendment No. 2 contains the final written expression of the Town and the County
with respect to the subject matter hereof. Except as amended herein, all other terms and conditions
of the Agreement, as amended by Amendment No. 1, shall remain in full force and effect. This
Amendment No. 2 may be executed in any number of counterparts, each of which shall be deemed
an original, but all of which together shall constitute one and the same instrument. The execution
of this Amendment No. 2 may be accomplished by facsimile or electronic signatures and shall be
deemed fully executed upon the exchange among the parties of signed facsimile or electronic
copies of this Amendment No. 2.
